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Item 10 of the provisional agenda:  Advisory assistance to the Committee
	Summary

Further to the discussions by the Committee on advisory assistance at its first session, this document provides a set of draft criteria for the accreditation of non-governmental organizations, as referred to in Article 9 of the Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage, and a proposal on their functions. This document also provides information that might facilitate the continuation of the Committee’s deliberations on the desirability of establishing an umbrella or coordinating body, as well as on the provision of advisory assistance by practitioners and experts. 

Decision required: paragraph 17


1. According to Article 9 of the Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage (the “Convention”), “The Committee shall propose to the General Assembly the accreditation of non-governmental organizations [NGOs] with recognized competence in the field of the intangible cultural heritage to act in an advisory capacity to the Committee” (Article 9.1), as well as “the criteria for and modalities of such accreditation” (Article 9.2). At its first session (June 2006), the General Assembly requested the Committee to submit to it at its second ordinary session, inter alia, a proposal concerning the accreditation of advisory organizations referred to in Article 9 of the Convention (Resolution 1.GA 7A).  
2. At its first session in Algiers (November 2006), the Committee invited States Parties to the Convention to “submit proposals before 31 January 2007 regarding the accreditation and representativeness criteria of practitioners of intangible cultural heritage, non-governmental organizations, experts and centres of expertise with recognized competence in the field of intangible cultural heritage to be considered at its next session” (Decision 1.COM 6). A full draft summary of the debate on advisory assistance that took place during the first Committee meeting can be found in document ITH/06/1.COM/CONF.204/10.  In response to Decision 1.COM 6, the Secretariat received comments from 29 States Parties. A synthesis of their comments is presented in document ITH/07/1.EXT.COM/CONF.INF2, while the original comments, in the form and language in which they were submitted, may be consulted at: http://www.unesco.org/culture/ich.
3. Taking into account the directives concerning UNESCO’s relations with non-governmental organizations (the “UNESCO Directives”), as approved by the General Conference (28 C/Resolution 13.42 and 31 C/Resolution 48; cf. Basic Texts, 2006 edition), this document provides the Committee with a set of draft accreditation criteria as referred to in Article 9.2 of the Convention and a proposal on the functions accredited NGOs might have. It also provides information that might facilitate the continuation of the Committee’s deliberations on the desirability of establishing an umbrella or coordinating body, and on the provision of advisory assistance by practitioners and experts.  
Criteria for the accreditation of NGOs

4. In response to Decision 1.COM 6, States Parties suggested various accreditation criteria and gave indications about the procedures to be followed for accreditation (cf. document ITH/07/1.EXT.COM/CONF.INF2). Several States proposed that the Committee apply the principle of equitable geographical distribution when proposing NGOs to the General Assembly for accreditation. It was suggested that the scope of these NGOs be national, regional, or international and that they be competent in one or more ICH domains. At the Committee’s first session, several Members indicated that in addition to the NGOs already accredited by UNESCO, other skilled NGOs from different regions of the world but seldom called upon by UNESCO needed to be considered, as well as communities, or their representatives, with recognized competence but not necessarily organized through NGOs or associations. 
5. One State Party recommended mechanisms allowing States Parties to evaluate the work accomplished by NGOs and to end collaboration with organizations that are not performing satisfactorily. One State Party proposed that advisory organizations should be recommended and acknowledged by the States Parties submitting proposals for funding or inscription. It was also suggested that Committee Members, or all States Parties, should propose possible advisory organizations from different regions. 

6. The draft criteria presented below include those suggested by States Parties supplemented by criteria proposed in the UNESCO Directives, since the relations between advisory organizations and the Committee might be similar to the formal consultative or associate relations between NGOs and UNESCO.

7. The Committee may wish to discuss the following draft criteria as the ones that the non-governmental organizations referred to in Article 9.1 of the Convention may have to fulfil:  

	Draft criteria for the accreditation of NGOs

	Non-governmental organizations shall:

	a. 
	have proven competence and experience in safeguarding (as defined in Article 2.3 of the Convention) intangible cultural heritage belonging to one or more specific domains (Article 2.2); 

	b. 
	have a [local,] [national,] [regional,] [and/or] [international] nature;

	c.
	have statutes/bylaws and objectives that are in conformity with the spirit of the Convention;

	d.
	cooperate respectfully with communities and groups that create, maintain and transmit intangible cultural heritage;

	e.
	be committed to defending human rights, to mutual respect among communities, groups and individuals, and to sustainable development, as referred to in Article 2.1 of the Convention;

	f.
	possess operational capacities, including:

	
	i. a regular active [international] membership, which forms a community linked by  the desire to pursue the objectives for which it was established,

	
	ii. a recognized legal status,

	
	iii. a regular budget and appropriate financial regulations,

	
	iv. proven ability to supply competent advice and to contribute effectively to the implementation of the Convention; or having existed and having carried out appropriate activities for at least […] years when being considered for accreditation,

	
	v. having established headquarters and democratically adopted statutes stipulating, in particular, that its general policy shall be determined by a conference, congress or other representative body;

	g.
	have well-defined appropriate social and economic objectives;

	h.
	any other criterion the Committee may deem necessary.


8. The Committee may further wish to consider the following points related to the modalities of accreditation of NGOs:
	Draft modalities of accreditation of NGOs

	a. 
	Review of the relations with the advisory organization every […] years following accreditation

	b. 
	Automatic termination of relations after a complete absence of collaboration for a period of […] years

	c.
	If circumstances require, suspension of relations with the organization until a decision concerning termination is taken

	d.
	The endorsement of the State Party concerned in case the structure and governing bodies of the organization are not of an international nature

	e.
	Any other condition the Committee may deem necessary


9. The Committee may also wish to discuss the following proposal concerning functions that the NGOs referred to in Article 9.1 of the Convention may have to fulfil:  

	Draft advisory functions of accredited NGOs

	Accredited NGOs shall, inter alia,

	a. 
	evaluate nomination files for the inscription of intangible heritage on the list(s) mentioned in Article(s) 17 [and 16], and for the programmes, projects and activities referred to in Article 18 of the Convention; 

	b.
	evaluate requests for international assistance, as provided in Article 22.3;

	c.
	carry out assessment missions on the state of safeguarding of ICH;

	d.
	advise on [and participate in] the provision of international cooperation and assistance;

	e.
	give advice and assistance in preparing and evaluating the periodic reports referred to in Article 30 of the Convention;

	f.
	provide information to the Committee about their activities, in particular those aimed at promoting the objectives of the Convention;

	g.
	carry out any other function the Committee may deem necessary.


Mechanism of coordination for fulfilling such functions
10. In order to fulfil the aforementioned functions and to see to it that a uniform methodology of assessment is applied, a mechanism should be set up to coordinate the actions of such NGOs. This coordination could be performed by the Secretariat or by an “umbrella advisory body”. Indeed, according to the UNESCO Directives, “where a number of separate organizations exist in any particular field of UNESCO’s activity, their admission to the category of consultative relations on an individual basis may be deferred with the objective of encouraging the establishment of umbrella organizations or coordinating bodies that are better able to further UNESCO’s aims by bringing all these organizations together and may be entitled to request the establishment of associate relations” (paragraph 3.3(c) of the UNESCO Directives). See also Annex 1.
11. The Committee, at its first session, decided to “continue the consideration, enriched by the debates at its present session, with regard to the need to establish or not an advisory body as stated in paragraph 4 of document ITH/06/1.COM/CONF.204/6” (referring to an umbrella advisory body). That document stated that the field of ICH is too complex to be covered by just two or three international NGOs, and that coordination is required to ensure efficiency. Hence the desirability of the establishment of an umbrella advisory body composed of representatives of accredited NGOs and, possibly, a limited number of individuals with widely recognized competence in the field of ICH.  
12. In response to Decision 1.COM 6, more than half of the commenting States Parties explicitly or implicitly supported the idea of establishing an umbrella advisory body. One State referred to Rule 20 of the Rules of Procedure as a basis for establishing such a body and suggested the possibility for it to be assisted by an executive body. Some States proposed that the organizations making up the umbrella advisory body should represent the world’s different cultural sensibilities, while others noted that the independence of the Committee should be preserved. One State proposed maintaining an open list of local, regional and international experts, centres/institutions and organizations, including NGOs, rather than establishing an umbrella organization.
13. In Algiers, one State Member of the Committee stressed that any experts and other institutions that the Committee might call upon should also be included in a possible umbrella organization, given the wide scope of the field of intangible cultural heritage. The umbrella body would ensure that the number of accredited NGOs be limited, without excluding the possibility of calling upon other NGOs. 
14. At the first session of the Committee, some States Parties considered that, when giving advisory assistance to the Committee, NGOs should not prevail over the representatives of communities. In this sense, several States proposed in their responses to Decision 1.COM 6 that the advisory body, or bodies, also include individuals and representatives of communities or groups that create, maintain and transmit ICH. Two States were not in favour of accrediting practitioners or including representatives of communities in the umbrella advisory body. 

15. Referring to Article 8.4, a number of States also recommended calling upon individual experts who could advise the Committee, specifying that their number should be limited and further suggesting that they, like NGOs, should also be recommended and acknowledged by States Parties. One State Party proposed giving preference to mixed teams of researchers, academics, experts and practitioners, and setting up multidisciplinary teams of ethnologists, anthropologists, linguists, economists and legal experts.  
16. It is recommended that the Committee discuss the best way to achieve the needed coordination, in order to take a decision either at the extraordinary session or at the next ordinary one. 

17. Considering the above, the Committee may wish to adopt the following Decision: 

DECISION 1.EXT.COM.10

The Committee, 

1. Having examined document ITH/07/1.EXT.COM/CONF.207/10; 
2. Recalling Article 9 of the Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage;

3. Adopts the criteria and modalities for the accreditation of non-governmental organizations proposed in paragraphs 7 and 8 of the aforementioned document, as amended; 

4. Further adopts the functions that accredited non-governmental organizations shall fulfil, as proposed in paragraph 9 of that same document, as amended;
5. Acknowledges the desirability of an [umbrella organization] [coordinating mechanism], as referred to in the aforementioned document, to be established subsequent to the accreditation of non-governmental organizations;

6. Further requests the Secretariat to submit to it at its next session a proposal on the modalities and procedures under which it would establish and maintain relations with practitioners of intangible cultural heritage, experts and centres of expertise with recognized competence in the field of intangible cultural heritage in order to consult them on specific matters.
Annex 1 to document ITH/07/1.EXT.COM/CONF.207/10: summary of the directives concerning UNESCO’s relations with non-governmental organizations 

1. The directives concerning UNESCO’s relations with non-governmental organizations (the “UNESCO Directives”) were approved by the General Conference of UNESCO at its 28th session and amended at its 31st session (Basic Texts, 2006 edition). Taking into account the NGOs’ own objectives and the types of collaboration with UNESCO that are possible, the UNESCO Directives distinguish between formal and operational relations. The former involve sustained cooperation both upstream and downstream from UNESCO’s programming and priorities; the latter refer to flexible and dynamic partnerships in the implementation of UNESCO’s programmes. 

2. Formal relations are established for renewable periods of six years and come under one of two categories: consultative or associate relations. There are several basic conditions mentioned in the UNESCO Directives that all organizations must comply with in order to maintain formal relations with UNESCO. Organizations that wish to have a consultative relation need to comply with a number of additional conditions and principles, while a very small number of umbrella organizations can be admitted by UNESCO’s Executive Board to the category of associate relations.  According to the UNESCO Directives, “where a number of separate organizations exist in any particular field of UNESCO’s activity, their admission to the category of consultative relations on an individual basis may be deferred with the object of encouraging the establishment of umbrella organizations or coordinating bodies that are better able to further UNESCO’s aims by bringing all these organizations together and may be entitled to request the establishment of associate relations” (paragraph 3.3(c)). Organizations can be downgraded from one category to another, and a complete absence of collaboration for a period of four years with an organization maintaining formal relations with UNESCO shall result in the automatic termination of those relations. 

3. Operational relations are designed to enable UNESCO to establish and maintain flexible and dynamic partnerships with any organization of civil society that is active in UNESCO’s field of competence at whatever level. The UNESCO Directives distinguish between (1) organizations of an international nature that only partially meet the criteria set for establishing formal relations, and (2) organizations of a national, local or field nature. The first must have operational capacity and the capacity to implement, in the best possible manner, the activities provided for in UNESCO’s programme. The second must also have the same operational capacity and can only cooperate with UNESCO in consultation with the National Commission for UNESCO of the Member State concerned and, if appropriate, in liaison with UNESCO’s field units. They may not be admitted to formal relations, and a complete absence of collaboration for a period of four years shall result in the automatic termination of relations.
