"Perspectives of Inclusion of "The Azerbaijani Carpet"
into the Representative List of ICH"

Baku, July J3, 2009

The Azerbaijani Carpet is one of the most widespread forms of traditional artistic crafts among
the population of Azerbaijan. The carpet is not only a handicraft product and a symbol of artistic
self-expression, but is also the bearer and keeper of the national identity of Azerbaijani
communities at home and abroad. Through centuries of development the Azerbaijani Carpet has
incorporated the social, cultural and aIiistic values of various periods in the history of
Azerbaijan, providing the Azerbaijani people with the spiritual foundation of their cultural and
historical continuity.

The Azerbaijani Carpet can be interpreted as a complex multi-layered product of intra- and
intercultural interactions that developed over many centuries between the lands and cultures
situated along the Great Silk Road. The Azerbaijani Carpet played an active role in cultural
dialogue between the peoples of the Caucasus, Asia Minor, Central Asia, and the Middle East,
stimulated artistic interaction between East and West, and inspired many great personalities in
world culture. Azerbaijani carpets have made a considerable contribution to the development of
world textile art; they are an integral part of the holdings of great international museums and
important private collections, and are valuable acquisitions for numerous foreign visitors to
Azerbaijan. The Western vision of the East aI1d Oriental culture is often formed through images
of Oriental carpet patterns, including masterpieces of Azerbaijani carpets.

Taking into consideration the role of the Representative List as a tool for increasing
understanding of the importance of intangible cultural heritage (ICH), for strengthening
intercultural dialogue, and for promoting and safeguarding this heritage, we believe that the
inclusion of the Azerbaijani Carpet on the Representative List will substantially increase the
understanding of the value of the world's carpet-weaving heritage as a living tradition of ICH.
The many motifs and patterns created by communities of Azerbaijani weavers can contribute to a
better understanding and perception of diverse visual languages of world carpet-making. It can
also help to revive lost knowledge and support handicraft skills not only in Azerbaijan, but also
in those regions of the world where traditional craft requires support for sustainability. In
addition, its inclusion will promote diversity in world culture by enriching the cultural and
spiritual values of the world's ICH.

However, due to the process of globalisation and consequent changes in the traditional way of
life in Azerbaijani society, awareness of the carpet-weavers' art and its qualities is in decline.
Recognizing that the processes of globalization, while creating the dialogue among communities
also gives rise to grave danger of the disappearance of the intangible cultural heritage, the
weaving communities of Azerbaijan understand the need to build greater awareness, especially
among the younger generations, of the importance of the intangible cultural heritage and its
safeguarding.

The carpet-weaving community of Azerbaijan is also greatly concerned that, while today's output
of Azerbaijani carpet production has been considerably increased in order to meet mass market
demand, this process is leading to the worsening of technical characteristics of carpets and the
distortion of their patterns. That, in turn, may cause the degradation of the quality of carpets,
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decline in craftsmanship and, as result, loss of traditions of Azerbaijani carpets. This devalues
the cultural importance of the Azerbaijani Carpet, undermines its social role in the daily
household life of many traditional communities in Azerbaijan, and may harm its further
development. We understand that in order to support the development of current carpet
craftsmanship, appropriate cultural measures and social actions must be taken, and inclusion of
the Azerbaijani Carpet into the Representative List may be one of those important acts. The
weaving communities of Azerbaijan and all those who are involved in the modern development
of the Azerbaijani Carpet are willing and able to put all their efforts into safeguarding this
national cultural heritage.

Considering all factors of the modern development of the Azerbaijani Carpet, we, the
participants of the Round Table, who represent the traditional carpet-weaving communities of
Azerbaijan, as well as artists, designers, carpet traders, scholars, museum collection keepers, and
researchers involved in the design, manufacture, and study of carpets, express our free, prior and
informed consent to the nomination of the 'Azerbaijani Carpet' for the UNESCO Representative
List ofICH.
