In line with article 205, paragraph 1 of the Law on General Administrative Procedure ("Official Gazette
of the Republic of Macedonia™ no. 38/05 and 110/08) and article 40, paragraph 2 point 2 of the Law on
Protection of Cultural Heritage (“Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia” no. 20/04, 115/07,
118/11), upon the Motion for adoption of a proclamation act for the intangible cultural property the
“Martinki Custom”, as significant cultural heritage submitted by the Institute for Folklore “Marko
Cepenkov” — Skopje, no. 02-54 0f 29.01.2014, the Cultural Heritage Protection Office, a body within the
Ministry of Culture, adopted a:
DECISION

for proclamation of the “Martinki Custom” as significant cultural heritage

1. The “Martinki Custom” is proclaimed as significant cultural heritage.

2. The dating of the intangible property cannot be precisely determined, as it is an archaic ritual
with an apotropaic magical background, related with the cult of nature and fertility.

3. The “Martinki Custom” is celebrated on the 1% of March (according to the old calendar — the
14™ of March) each year. In the popular calendar this feast is known under several different names:
Marta, Prvna Marta, Baba Marta, Martinden, Letnik etc. The martinki are worn for good health and good
luck, for protection from snakes, for a few days in March, until the first sight of migratory birds, when the
martinki are placed under a stone or are being hung on a tree.

4. The intangible cultural property the “Martinki Custom” is manifested by the making and
wearing of martinki, that are intertwined threads (most often in white and red, sometimes dark woolen
thread) as some amulets that are worn for protection. The martinki are made on the night before the 1% of
March, and in some regions also on this very day at sunrise. In the past, the martinki were to be found
within the entire territory of the Republic of Macedonia, while nowadays they are more common in the
eastern and central parts of the country.

5. The ritual that is performed during this feast is brought in correlation with the rite of the cult
of serpent, alike with the feasts of the Holy 40 Martyrs, Blagovec (Annunciation), Eremija (St.Jeremiah)
and Gjurgjovden (St.George’s day). The celebration of Gjurgjovden (St.George’s day) is a protected
property by a Decision of the Government, no. 51-3611/12 of 19.07.2011, as cultural heritage of special
significance, subcategory of exceptional significance. A special characteristic of the Martinki Custom is
the making of amulets of bi-colored intertwined threads, sometimes also with special anthropomorphic
figurines,

6. The extent of endangerment of the Martinki Custom cannot be precisely determined taking in
consideration the partial and incomplete field information. The reasons, i.e. the endangerment factors for
this custom, are the erosion of the traditional religion, i.e. the disbelief in the efficiency of the rite
nracedure. The making and gifting of martinki by some citizen’s associations, as well as by some other
formal and informal institutions, reaffirms this custom and continues its existence. Hence, the property is
considered to be sufficiently researched, but from the aspect of its living practicing, the property is
considered to be endangered.

7. The property is owned by the Republic of Macedonia, and its bearers are the citizens on the
entire territory of the country.

8. According to the National Classification for Cultural Heritage, the property in case is within
the group of intangible cultural properties, sub-group popular rites and customs, type — customs of an
annual cycle, sub-type Letnik/Marta no. 3.1.2.2.30.

9. On the basis of the Decision, the protected property is enlisted in the National Registry of
Cultural Heritage, in the Main Book, Part Three — Intangible cultural heritage.

10. Any appeal against this Decision does not postpone its execution.

RATIONALE

_.....The Institute for Folklore “Marko Cepenkov” — Skopje, submitted to the Cultural Heritage
Protectlon Office, a body and a legal entity within the Ministry of Culture, a Study for evaluation of the
intangible cultural property the “Martinki Custom” no. 02-54 of 29.01.2014, proposing the adoption of a
proclamation act for the property as significant cultural heritage.

In line with article 40 paragraph 2 point 2 of the Law on Protection of Cultural Heritage
(“Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia” no. 20/04, 115/07 and 118/11), the proclamation act is
adopted by the Cultural Heritage Protection Office.

The property with official title the “Martinki Custom™ is proclaimed as significant cultural
heritage. In the popular calendar this feast is also called Marta, Baba Marta, Martinden, Letnik. The
celebrating of the custom is manifested by the making and wearing of martinki, that are intertwined
(recently also knitted) threads (most often in white and red, and rarely in dark green or blue color). The
dating of the intangible property cannot be precisely determined, as it is an archaic ritual with an
apotropaic magical background, related with the cult of nature and fertility, that is also brought in
correlation with some of the rituals of the cult of serpent, alike with the feasts of the Holy 40 Martyrs,
Blagovec (Annunciation), Eremija (St.Jeremiah) and Gjurgjovden (St.George’s day), the latter being a
protected property by a Decision of the Government, no. 51-3611/12 of 19.07.2011, as cultural heritage
of special significance, subcategory of exceptional significance. A special characteristic of the Martinki
Custom is the making of amulets of bi-colored intertwined (and recently knitted) threads, sometimes also
with special anthropomorphic figurines.

The extent of endangerment of the Martinki Custom cannot be precisely determined taking in
consideration the partial and incomplete field information. The custom of making and wearing of martinki
today, in some parts of the country, is almost unknown as a ritual practice and in some reg1ons it is
scidom practiced. The reasons, i.e. the endangerment factors for this custom, are the erosion of the
traditional religion, i.e. the disbelief in the efficiency of the rite procedure. The making and gifting of
martinki by some citizen’s associations, as well as by some other formal and informal institutions,
reaffirms this custom and continues its existence. Hence, the property is considered to be sufficiently
researched, but from the aspect of its living practicing, the property is considered to be endangered.

The property is owned by the Republic of Macedonia, and its bearers are the citizens on the entire
territory of the country. According to the National Classification for Cultural Heritage, the property in
case is within the group of intangible cultural properties, sub-group popular rites and customs, type —
customs of an annual cycle, sub-type Letnik/Marta no. 3.1.2.2.30. The categorization of the property as
significant cultural heritage is performed within the scope of determining the public interest, in line with
article 29 of the Law on Protection of Cultural Heritage.

On the basis of the Decision, the protected property is enlisted in the National Registry of Cultural
Heritage, in the Main Book, Part Three — Intangible cultural heritage.

A second degree protection regime is proposed for the property. It envisages preservation of the practices
related to the property in its existent condition. From the aspect of respect and fostering of the knowledge about this
property, it is foreseen to re-affirm the local features of the making of martinki in each region where this type of
properties are still being a living heritage. The protection regime foresees filming of a documentary feature; making
of field recordings; transfer of the analog recordings of the property into a digital format and introducing of topics
on this type of immaterial cultural heritage in the practical curricula within the formal and informal education in the
Republic of Macedonia.

Considering the above-stated, the Cultural Heritage Protection Office, a body within the Ministry of
Culture, had ruled as in the disposition of this Decision.

~ Legal recourse instruction: An appeal against this Decision can be submitted, though the Cultural
Heritage Protection Office, to the Ministry of Culture in 15 (fifteen) days from the day of its receipt. The appeal
against the Decision for proclamation of significant cultural heritage does not postpone its execution.

Reasons for placement under protection:

The Martinki Custom is quite widespread on the territory of the Republic of Macedonia, but also wider in the Balkans context,
especially in the eastern half of the peninsula. Thus, this custom surpasses the national framework and has a wider significance for the
South-East Europe region.

The evaluation of the Martinki Custom was made in line with the criteria referring to immaterial properties, given in article 3 of the
Bylaw for Evaluation, Categorization and Re-evaluation of Cultural Heritage, and concretely according to their ethnological value.

The following criteria, referring to the values of this custom had been taken in consideration:

1. Authenticity - expressed though the degree of presence of the original rite paraphernalia, i.e. the different forms of martinki;

2. Rarity - expressed face to the fact that this custom is becoming less and less performed in its original form;

3. Diversity - expressed as a richness of different features, i.e. presence of the different forms of the martinki, as well as the different
colors, that, besides the red and the white, are being used in their making;

4. Integrity - expressed by the degree of unity of functions and forms, the harmonization of the structures, i.e. features, having in mind
the fact that all these customs are performed in a certain period, that is, during the feast that celebrates the beginning of the month of
March, and, at the same time, the beginning of spring, i.e. the start of the new annual structure (the spring new year);

5. Age - expressed as time of creation, having in mind the already mentioned fact about the archaism of the custom that is performed
at the beginning of March, i.e. in the period of the arrival of spring.

This Study foresees protection of the Martinki Custom that is performed on the first day of March, most commonly known as Marta
(Prvna Marta, Baba Marta) or Letnik. Certain parts of the rite elements present within this custom, as are the very rite paraphernalia -
the martinki, as well as a part of the beliefs related to this custom, are brought in relation with its very old origin. Except for the
common joint features that appear during the Martinki Custom all over the Republic of Macedonia, in the areas where this custom was
registered, in certain cases, this custom also features certain local specifics. On the other hand, there can be certain parallels drawn
with the customary practices of some of the Balkan peoples, naturally with all the common characteristics, but also with their
specificities in the rite. Having in mind that lately there is an unstoppable destructuralization of the traditional intangible culture, i.e.
erosion of the traditional popular religion, i.e. the disbelief in the efficiency of the ritual procedure on one hand, while on the other
hand, there is a certain contamination from influences from some of the neighboring peoples, we consider that the destiny of this
custom, is, in a way, becoming questioned. Therefore, having in mind the above-stated reasons we have proposed that this cultural
property of national character should be classified within the category of significant cultural heritage.

Protection regime:

The regime of protection of second degree of the intangible cultural heritage means preserving the original condition and the
possibility of transferring the existing recordings on a new, technologically superior i.e. more permanent medium.




The respect and fostering of the custom of martinki is to be done in its original form. Appropriate attention is to be given to the
presentation of this custom through production of documentary films and other forms of video recordings. In addition, its respect and
fostering can be secured by practical lectures in kindergartens and lower levels of the primary schools.

If it is possible the custom of martinki is to be done in its authentic and traditional form without more significant influences of the
similar customs from the neighboring countries.

According to article 18 of the Bylaw it is necessary to appropriately register the custom of martinki as intangible asset through several
types of recordings: a) field research for audio recording of the custom, that will produce descriptive recordings and more accurate
reconstruction of its traditional model; b) recording of audio-visual recording with reconstruction of the authentic (traditional) model
of the custom, as well as audio-visual recording of the custom in its more contemporary form.

In order to stimulate the transfer of the custom of martinki that is practiced on the feast of Marta (Letnik) and goes on for almost the
entire month of March, it is necessary to have a certain affirmation through presentation of documentary films that will present the
custom and its ritual practice. The making and wearing of the martinki in contemporary conditions (whether by individuals on their
own initiative or in an organized manner through kindergartens and primary schools) speaks volumes about the efforts to transfer this
tradition as a cultural heritage. We consider that it is important that this custom is preserved in its traditional form and not to allow
the customs of the neighboring people to interfere.

Level of protection:

Regime of protection of second degree

Removal: Connection with other protected asset:

Chetr se - custom connected with the feast of the 40 holy martyrs (Mladenci) in Shtip and
the feast of Gjurgjovden (St.George’s day) among the Macedonians from the Republic of
Macedonia.

Description of the property:

The custom of making of martinki and certain types of amulets made from intertwined threads (usually of red and white colors) is
usually connected with the beginning of the month of March - the 1°* of March, that is known by several names: Marta, Prvna Marta,
Baba Marta, Martinden, Letnik etc.). Apart from the usual folk interpretation that the martinki are worn for health and good luck
throughout the coming year/summer, there is an interpretation that they also provide protection from snakes during the summer
months.

The martinki themselves are made from red and white threads that according to the tradition are intertwined on the night before the
1°* of March, or in some cases on the day of the feast itself before sunrise. According to one custom recorded in the Radovish region, if
the threads are intertwined, in that case the snakes will “intertwine around the people while they work the fields”. In certain areas




(such as Pijanec) there is a belief that the martinki are not supposed to be exposed to the Sun - “in order not be burnt by the Sun during
the summer” i.e. for the carrier of the martinki to not get burnt by the Sun.

The martinki are usually worn for several days during the month of March as amulets for protection against evil, accidents and treble
(for health and good fortune) and are connected with the arrival of migrant birds from the south. According to the folk interpretation
registered in several eastern regions of Macedonia, the martinki are worn until the first migrant bird is spotted at which time it is
placed under a stone. There are several variations concerning the colors of the threads from which the martinki are made, such as
martinki made from white and black wool in natural colors (Debarca), or from red and dark blue threads as it is done in the villages near
Radovish where the martinki are worn on several body parts (arms, neck, waist) as well as on the butim.

Spatial context:

Concerning the custom with the martinki that are being made in the different areas on the territory of the Republic of Macedonia,
there can be comparative research and analysis made that would aid in registering also the specific local and regional varijanti of the
ritual. On the other hand, the customs that are practiced in view of the martinki can be compared also with the rite practices
concerning this ritual all over the eastern and central part of the Balkan, and even further.
