Bullfighting is one of the most cruel forms of animal abuse. Every year, more than 250,000 bulls 
and cows are tortured and killed worldwide during bullfights and similar events. CAS International 
(Comite Anti Stierenvechten) is the biggest organization in the world which works exclusively on 
the abolition of bullfighting and cruel fiestas (festivals) during which bulls and other animals are 
tortured. Together with our colleague organizations, we want to end this animal abuse as soon as 
possible. CAS International therefore represents the people of the bullfighting countries: 70% of 
the citizens of bullfighting countries dislike bullfighting, moreover an average of 20% of the citizens 
in the same countries want abolition of bullfighting. CAS want to stand up for the children which are 
truly affected emotionally by watching bullfights. We also represent the bulls and horses abused 
during the bullfights worldwide. The animals have no vote if we don't represent them.

CAS International coordinates an international network of organisations- now (2012) numbering 
86 - that are working to end bullfighting worldwide. Bullfighting is abhorred by most citizens of the 
world. Together with sister organisations we set up peaceful campaigns in the fields of political 
lobby (international, EU, national, regional, provincial and municipal), informing the public, 
education, against sponsorship of bullfights and related events. We try to convince authorities that 
bullfighting is an evil tradition from a past when we were not aware of animal suffering. 

CAS International has about 12,000 paying members. We coordinate the international network 
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against bullfighting consisting of 86 member organisations world wide. Since a couple of years we 
try to get municipalities declare themselves against bullfighting: on January 1, 2012, we could note 
the 1 OOst municipality that decared itself against bullfighting: note that these municipalities are ALL 
in bullfighting countries. 

CAS International has to be the voice of the animals, which are otherwise not heard. If the animals 
have no voice, also within UNESCO, they are ignored and can become part of a traditional culture 
which causes great damage t them. We therefore need to represent them interbnationally also 
within UNESCO.
