The monuments of Echmiatsin and the archaeological remains at
Zvartnots graphically illustrate the evolution and development of the
Armenian central-domed cross-hall type of church. Damaged by an
earthquake in the 10th century and unearthed in the early 20" century,
the construction of the cathedral has been deduced from written
history and from the ruins of the structure itself.
