The city of L'viv, founded in the late Middle Ages, was a flourishing
administrative, religious and commercial centre for several centuries.
The medieval urban topography has been preserved virtually intact,
along with many fine Baroque and later buildings. In its urban fabric
and its architecture, L'viv is an outstanding example of the fusion of
the architectural and artistic traditions of Eastern Europe with those
of Italy and Germany.
