Pakistan’s Government is quickly realizing the importance of using technology to 
keep up with the rest of the world and is promoting its use specifically in the 
education sector. In Pakistan, ICT based literacy kit is being developed. The kit 
includes software to facilitate an illiterate person to be literate thought interactive 
learning with attractive audio and visuals. Once developed, the kit will be piloted at 
literacy ICT centers in urban and semi-urban areas.
