ICOMOS RECOMMENDATION

That this proposed cultural property be included on the World
Heritage List on the basis of Criteria III, IV and V.

JUSTIFICATION

South of the Amu Darya River (Oxus for the ancients), the Khiva
oasis (which takes its name from the Keivak well) was the last
halting place of caravaneers before crossing the desert to Iran.

In the 4th century A.D. the town existed in the heart of Khorezm
(Choresmia for the Greeks), an Iranian kingdom whose prosperity
was linked with the legendary efficiency of its hydraulic
techniques that were capable of transforming the "black sands"
of Kara Kum into grazing lands, gardens and orchards.

The town was first conquered by the Arabs in 712, and by the
Mongols in 1221, in about 1379 it fell into the hands of Timur-i
Lang (Tamerlane), along with the entire region of Khorezm. On
the death of the conqueror in 1405 it remained one of the
administrative centres of the dismembered kingdom until it was
conquered by the Uzbecks in 1512, Khiva then became one of the
capitals of the new state and, in 1643, the capital of a
khanate, which survived until 1740. It was again independent
under the Kungrats in the 19th century, and became a Russian
protectorate only in 1873.

After the brief episodes of the Uzbek national government
(December 1917-February 1918) and the Soviet Socialist Republic
of Turkestan (1918-1922), the khanante of Khiva became the
Socialist Republic of Khorezm in 1922. New territorial borders
established in 1924 attached Khorezm to Uzbekistan.

A cultural identity proclaimed by over 16 centuries of history
is strongly imprinted in the urban design and architecture of
Xhiva which, along with Samarkand and Bukhara, is one of the
great traditional Moslem centres of Uzbekistan.
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The town 1s divided into two parts: Dichan-~kala, the outer town,
which at one time was surrounded by a wall with 11 gates, and
ITtchan-kala, the inner town, protected by brick walls measuring
10 meters high. Only Itchan-kala, which since 1967 has been
classified as an "state architectural and historical reserve",
and since 1969 as an "open-air museum", is nominated for
inclusion on the World Heritage List.

The city is in the shape of a rectangle (650 x 400 meters)
stretching from south to north and divided at two large
perpendicular axes with four gates corresponding to the four
cardinal points. Few monuments prior to the 17th century have
survived, though Djuma Mosque, established in the 10th century
and rebuilt in 1788-1789, contains, in its vast hypostyle room
with 112 columns, many elements taken from ancient buildings.
Ramparts rebuilt by the Kungrats rise from substructures dating
from the 10th and 1llth centuries. The entire structure,
however,reflects striking homogeneity and faithfully reproduces,
with some 250 ancient houses and 50 monuments, the image of a
Moslem city in Asia at the beginning of the 19th century.

Most of the large public buildings are grouped around the main
east-west axis; the two successive residences of the khan of
Khiva command the far ends. To the north-west, Kunya-Ark, the
"ancient fortress'", was established in 1686-1688 by Arang-Khan
behind a rectangular crenellated wall. In the 19th century this
redoubt became the sumptuous palace where early in his reign
Alla-Rulli-Khan (1825-1842) received subjects and ambassadors
in a decor reminiscent of the Thousand and One Nights,
sparkling with marble, majolica tiles and precious wood. The
palace of Tach-Khauli to the north-east was built from 1830 to
1838, also for Alla-Kulli-Khan. Its splendor rivaled that of
the older fortress in the precious decoration of its apartments
and inner courtyards with their richly-decorated aivans. The
tragic story of an architect who was condemned to be impaled
becase he did not complete the work within two years is
associated with this ensemble, one of the most sumptuous of
Moslem Asia.

It would be time-consuming to draw up a list of the mosques,
medressehs and mausoleums which, along with the two
aforementioned palaces, comprise the monumental landscape of
Itchan-kala., The success of the incomparable urban composition
is not so much the exceptional monuments, such as the mausoleum
of Pahlavan Mahmud (1247-1325), the ancestor and protector of
the Kungrad sultans who transformed the saint's tomb into a
dynastic necropolis, or the mausocleum of Sayyid Alla-Uddin,
which has retained its l4th-century layout. What is most
striking is the harmony with which the major constructions of
the 19th and 20th centuries were integrated into a traditional
structure: south of Kunya-Ark, Kalta Minor and the medresseh of
Muhammad-Amin-Khan, or, south-east of Djuma Mosque and the
mausoleum of Pahlavan Mahmud, the medresseh of Islam-Khodja
(1908-1910) with its elegant minaret, the highest in all of
Khiva (45m).




The medresseh of Alla-Kuli, built in 1835 in a space fraught
with difficulties and constraints ajacent to the east gate of
rhe inner town and overlooking the entrance to the marketplace,
is a frequently cited example of harmonious blending into an
ancient urban fabric. This perfectly integrated construction,
with its harmonious complexity, summarizes the coherency of the
urban section of Itchan-kala, which can be seen in the
settlement areas in the north and south, and in the east-west
monumental axis.

ICOMOS recommends that Itchan-kala be inciuded on the World
Heritage list on the basis of criteria III, IV and V.

Criterion III. A coherent and globally preserved urban ensemble,
the inner town of Khiva, Itchan-kala, bears exceptional
testimony to the lost civilizations of Khorezm.

Criterion IV. Several monuments of Itchan-kala constitute
remarkable types of architectural ensembles. Djuma Mosque, a
mosque with a covered courtyard designed for the rugged climate
of Central Asia, is unique in its proportions and the structure
of its inner dimensions (55m x 46m), faintly 1lit by two
octogonal lanterns and adormed with 212 columns. The medressehs,
of majestic proportions but with a simple decoration, form
another type of Moslem architecture specific to Central Asia.

Criterion V. The domestic architecture of Khiva, which has
become vulnerable under the impact of curremt changes, and which
has been inventoried by teams of urbanists and historians, 1is
one of the major elements of interest of Itchan-kala, with its
enclosed houses with their courtyard, reception room with
portico or avian supported by delicately sculptured wooden
posts, and private apartments. This traditional architecture
style, which may be studied in its 18th- and 20th-century
morphological variants, constitues a heritage that is even more
precious because it has been abandoned.

ICOMOS observations

ICOMOS stresses the need to safeguard a large buffer zone
corresponding to the area of Dichan-kala, where there are
remarkable monuments such as Nurullabai palace, and recommends
that very strict urban standards should be respected north of
Itchan-kala, in the area corresponding to the new urban centre
of Khiva, where excessively high buildings have already been
constructed.

Furthermore, ICOMOS draws the attention of those authorities of
the Soviet Socialist Republic of Uzbekistan responsible to the
long-term risks involved in tranferring all the settlement and
artisanal areas outside Itchan-kala, which has been promoted to
the status of a city museum- that is, it has become a dead city -
in the heart of an agglomeration which is itself sparsely
populated (some 40,000 residents according to the most recent
sources).

C) JUSTIFICATION

Au sud de 1'Amou Daria (l'OxusAdes anciens), l'oasis de Khiva
(qui tire son nom du puits Kheivak) etait l'ultime etape des

caravaniers avant la traversee du desert en direction de 1l'Iran.

Dés le IVe siecle de notre ére, la ville existait, au coeur du

Kharezm (ou Khorezm, la Choresmia des Grecs), royaume iranien
dont 1la prosperlte était liee a des techniques hydrauliques
d'une efficacite legendalre, susceptibles de transformer en
paturages, en jardins et en vergers les "sables noirs" du
Karakoum.

La ville fut prise par les Arabes en 712 et par les Mongols en
1221; vers 1379, elle tomba aux mains de Timur-i Lang (Tamerlan)

avec l'ensemble du Kharezm. A la mort du conquérant en 1405,
elle resta un des centres administratifs du royaume demembre

jusqu 'a sa conquete par les Ouzbeks en 1512 Khiva devint alors

une des capitales du nouvel état avant d'etre, en 1643, celle
d'un khanat qui subsista jusqu'en 1740, redevint independante

sous les Koungrats au XIXe siecle et ne passa sous protectorat

russe qu 'en 1873.
Apres les brefs eplsodes du gouvernement national Ouzbek
(decembre 1917-février 1918) et de la Republique socialiste

sov1et1que de Turkestan (1918-1922), le khanat de Khiva devint,

en 1922, la Republique socialiste de Kharezm avant que 1la
nouvelle delimitation territoriale de 1924 ne la rattache a
1'Ouzbekistan.

Une identite culturelle proclamée par plus de seize siecles
d'histoire est fortement empreinte dans l'urbanisme et

l'architecture de Khiva, 1'un des trois grands centres musulmans

traditionnels de 1'Ouzbékistan avec Samarcande et Boukhara.
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La v1lle est divisee en deux parties : Dichan-kala, la ville
exterleure, jadis entouree d’une enceinte percee de onze portes
et Itchan-kala, la ville 1nter1eure, retranchee a l'intérieur de
murailles de brique hautes d'une dizaine de metres. Seule Itchan-
kala, classée depuis 1967 comme "reserve architecturale et
historique d'Etat" et depuis 1969 comme "Musée de plein-air",

est présentée pour inscription sur la Liste du Patrimoine
mondial.

C'est une cite de plan rectangulalre (650 x 400 metres) allongee
dans le sens nord-sud et structurée par deux grands axes
perpendiculaires que commandent quatre ,portes, correspondant aux
points cardinaux. Peu de monuments antérieurs au XVIIe s1ecle
subsistent, encore que la mosquee Djouma, fondee au Xe siecle et
reconstruite en 1788-1789, remploie dans sa vaste salle
hypostyle a deux cent douze colonnes de nombreux éléments
arraches aux édifices primitifs et que les remparts reconstruits
par les Koungrats s 'élevent sur des substructions des Xe et XIle -
siecles.

L'ensemble du bati est cependant d'une homogenelte frappante et
restitue fidelement, a partir de quelque 250 maisons anciennes
et 50 monuments, l'image d'une ville musulmane d'Asie au début
du XIXe siecle.

La plupart des grands batiments publics sont groupés autour de
l'axe principal est-ouest dont les deux résidences successives

du khan de Khiva commandent les extremites. Au nord-ouest,
Kounia-Ark, la "vieille forteresse", fut fondée en 1686 1688 par
Arang-khan a 1'abri d'une enceinte rectangulaire crénelée :

cette redoute devint au XIXe siecle un palals somptueux ou le
khan Alla-Kouli (1825-1842) recevalt au debut de son regne

SUJetS et ambassadeurs dans un décor des Mille et Une Nuits,
étincelant de marbres, de majoliques et de bois precieux.Au nord-
est, le palais de Tach-khaouli fut cree de 1830 a 1838 pour le
meme khan Alla- Kouli. I1 r1vallse de splendeur avec la vieille
forteresse dans le decor précieux de ses appartements et de ses
cours intérieures a aivans richement décores. L'anecdote -
horrible de 1'arch1tecte condamné au supplice du pal pour

n'avoir pu mener a bien les travaux en deux ans s'attache a cet
ensemble, 1'un des plus fastueux de 1'Asie musulmane.

Il serait fastidieux de dresser la liste des mosquees, des
medersas, des mausolées qui composent avec les deux palais deja
cites, le paysage monumental d'Itchan-kala.

La réussite de cette incomparable composition urbaine ne resulte
pas tant de l'existence de monuments exceptlonnels, comme le
mausolee de Pakhlavan-Makhmoud (1247-1325), ancetre et
protecteur des sultans koungrats qui transformerent le tombeau
du saint homme en necropole dynastique, ou comme le mausolée de
Seyid Alaouddine, qui garde intactes ses dispositions du XIVe
siecle. Ce qui est le plus frappant, c'est le bonheur avec
lequel les grandes constructions du XIXe siecle et du XXe siecle
sont venues s 1ntegrer a un bati tradltlonnel : ainsi,au sud de
Kounia-Ark, le Kalta-minor et 1la medersa de Moukhammed-Amin
khan, ou encore, au sud-est de la mosquée Djouma et du mausolée
de Pakhlavan-Makhmoud, la medersa Islam-Khodja (1908-1910) avec
son élégant minaret, le plus élevé de Khiva (45 m).




La medersa d'Alla-Xouli, élevée en 1835 dans l'espace hérisse de
dlfflcultes et de servitudes qui jouxtait la porte est de la
v1lle 1nter1eure et commandait l'acces au marché, est un exemple
fréquemment cite d'insertion harmonieuse dans un tissu urbain
ancien.

Cette construction parfaitement intégrée résume, dans son
harmonieuse complexite, la cohérence du parti urbain d'Itchan=-
kala, lisible dans les zones d'habitation du nord et du sud
comme dans l'axe monumental est-ouest.

L'ICOMOS recommande l'inscription d'Itchan~-kala sur la Liste du
Patrimoine mondial au titre des criteres III, IV et V.

- Critere V. Devenue vulnérable sous l'effet des mutations
actuelles, l'architecture domestique de Khiva, inventoriee par
des équipes d'urbanlstes et d'historiens, constitue un des
elements d'interet majeurs d'Itchan-kala avec ses maisons
fermées comportant une cour, une salle de reception precedee
d'un portique ou aivan aux poteaux cylindriques de bois
finement sculptés, et des appartements prives. Ce type
d'architecture traditionnelle peut etre etudie dans ses
variantes morphologiques du XVIIIe au XXe siecle et constitue
un patrimoine d'autant plus preécieux qu'il est actuellement
tombé en deésheérence.
