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DECLARATION ON SELF-RELIANCE

We, Heads of State and Government, meeting at our 25" Ordinary Session of the
Assembly of the African Union in Johannesburg, South Africa, on 14-15 January
2015, adopt the First Ten-Year Implementation Plan of Agenda 2063 and its
Financing Mechanism, as a step towards our collective vision for the level and depth
of integration and development that our continent must achieve in the next 50 years;

1. In doing so, we also recognise that in order to achieve the goals set out in
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5. Africa must also be self-reliant in finding African solutions to African problems
in the peace and security domain both in terms of funding and enhancing our
collective capability to respond to conflict situations. The African Capacity for
Immediate Response to Crises (ACIRC) is the interim mechanism that we
have created for this purpose while we are operationalizing our African
Standby Force;
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We believe that this package of self-reliance measures will not only place our
continent on the path towards a vision contained in Agenda 2063. It will also

reverse the dependency that hampers the development of the full potential of
our continent.
