(see opposite left) prepared by the UNESCO Moscow
office informed the discussions and the conference

concluding document.

In addition, the conference participants got
acquainted with SERAT, an Excel-based tool
developed by UNESCO to assess the strengths and
weakness of school-based sexuality education
programmes, and monitoring and evaluations
guidance for the FRESH (Focusing Resources on
Effective School Health) framework.

Integrating sexuality
education in the curricula
In Senegal

Although HIV prevalence in Senegal is relatively low
(0.7% in 2011), sexuality education remains key to
preventing future infections. And schools, formal and
non-formal, provide the best setting for informing
young people about reproductive health and sexuality

education.

However, many of these programs are implemented
by actors working independently, whereas they could
be more effective if harmonized. In addition, there is a

need to sustain the action. Sexuality education in the

scale up of HIV prevention
through sexuality education and
essential health services.

Summary Report:

The report shows that while there
have been encouraging gains in
terms of HIV in this region — 6,3
million people are on treatment
and far larger numbers of people
are living longer and healthier
lives - there are still 50 new HIV
infections every hour among
young people, with the majority
occurring among young women.

Multi-country study on
sexuality, gender and
diversity in education
in five Southern
African countries

UNESCO will support a study
on sexuality, gender and
diversity in education in
Botswana, Lesotho, Namibia,
South Africa & Swaziland. For
the first time in the region,
research will look into aspects
of school-related violence and
bullying targeted at gender
non-conforming students
including those who are
Lesbian, Gay, Bi-sexual and
transgendered (LGBT).

The study will answer the
following questions: What is
the nature and extent of
violence and bullying against
gender nonconforming youth
including youth in each of the
countries? What are the
existing education policies that
relate, or could relate, to
gender and sexuality diversity
protections, identities and
issues? What is the potential
for education departments to
strengthen existing policies or
develop new ones to become
more inclusive of sexual and
gender diversity?

The study will be implemented
by the South African-based
LGBT organisation GALA. The
results are expected in October
2015.

UNESCO Dakar Office in cooperation with several
partners organised, a workshop bringing together UN
agencies including UNFPA and several governmental
and non- governmental partners, 18 — 21 November
2013. They examined and evaluated the practices of
sexuality education and defined a roadmap for
integrating sexuality education into curricula of
primary, secondary, teacher training and non-formal
education in Senegal. This project will be documented
to serve sexuality education in other West Africa

countries.

Central to this project is the use of the SERAT tool.
SERAT is an analytical tool to assess the current
strength and weaknesses of sexuality education. Its
aim is to assess the needs for sexuality education; the
programmes implemented and then choose the good
experiences for integration into curricula.
