The Meeting — March 22, morning session
The meeting took place at the Ministry of EducatiBnience and Sports, where the
National UNESCO Commission of Ghana is located.iGtfehe meeting was Andrew
Amegatcher, Chair of the Legal Committee of theidvatl UNESCO Commission of
Ghana. The meeting was formerly opened by Chanityaoo, Secretary General of the
National UNESCO Commission of Ghana. In her opesjmgech she welcomed the
ABC-initiative and thanked UNESCO for having incktlGhana in the project and
identified ways in which the Committee could befukt the country.
The chair then asked Henk ten Have to introducatitiéence to the subject matter. Henk
ten Have thanked the Secretary General for haakegrt the initiative to realize this
meeting and start an ethics cooperation with thesiain of Ethics of Science and
Technology. In his introduction ten Have paid ditemto the history behind UNESCO’s
selection of ethics as its priority area, amongchtgalls from several developing
countries about UNESCO entering into ethics haglgalaa crucial role. He also drew
attention to the fact that the last normative unstent adopted by UNESCO, i.e. the
Universal Declaration on Bioethics and Human Rigateourages member states to
establish bioethics committees. He continued hredluction by informing about the
different bioethics programmes of the Division,luting the GEO-databases. Finally,
ten Have gave a brief account of the aims and tlgscof the ABC-project,
emphasizing the importance of Ghana being thedoantry entering into the project. In
his account of the ABC-project ten Have highlightiee importance of:
» identifying the best approach to starting a conemitt
» training committee members in working methods gperational procedures,
including legal issues;
» addressing the particular needs of particular cdtees and of creating a network
of existing committees, so that they can get feeklliim each other, exchange
policy documents between each other and estaldithgyships.




He also informed the participants about the codperavith the Georgetown University
ethics library, and the possibilities of receiviiog free relevant bioethics documents and
materials. Finally, he emphasized the importandhisfmeeting ending up with a
Memorandum of Understanding between UNESCO andl#imnal Bioethics
Committee in Ghana for the next three years.

After ten Have’s introduction, Mrs. Amamoo, briefén@ participants about the process
so far of establishing a National Bioethics Come&tfNBC) in Ghana. As a follow up of
the last UNESCO General Conference, the NationdESGIO Commission in Ghana
invited representatives from a selected group stftutions to start discussions for setting
up a NBC with the role of providing advice and gunde to professional institutions as
well as to political authorities. In her briefingesdrew attention to a terms of reference
list which have been worked out as a result of@lesmsultations and documents sent
earlier to the Commission:

e To provide expertise and represent different viamggoconcerning ethical issues
raised in biological, medical and life sciences,

* To provide guidance to institutions involved in plojogical, biological, medical
and other life sciences,

* To facilitate the acquisition and use of new knalgle directed towards
improving the health, the biological, medical arllen life sciences,

* To work to resolve bioethical dilemmas that emengearious research training
and participate in international encounters on letiahe country,

« To facilitate the simplification and disseminati@innformation on bioethics for
the benefit of policy and law-makers, media pramtiers, educators as well as
the general public,

* To relate, in the course of time, to other bioetttommittees of ther Member
States of UNESCO for experiential learning and excje of ideas,

* To provide a forum for discussions at the nati@ral sub-regional levels; e.g.
press conferences, conferences, as well a publisati

Acknowledging possible weaknesses and shortcommtipese terms of reference list,
Mrs. Amamoo emphasized the importance of havingedrat something concrete from
which it was possible to proceed further. Finadlye emphasized the importance of
discussing what is the best configuration of theuttee, which statutes would be most
adequate and what are the main issues to be addregsuch a committee. Before
opening for a general discussion, she also touaped the issue whether one should go
from conceiving of the NBC as an advisory bodystablishing it within a legal
framework with executive power.

Highlights from the discussion
1. Concerns were raised whether a NBC would lead méustons with respects to
the responsibilities of existing scientific andsupervisory bodies. E.g. what kind
of relationship should a NBC have with a commitheebio-safety?
2. During the discussion it was emphasized that thelddation encourages a
pragmatic approach when it comes to the way coragstshould be set up.




3. The process of establishing a NBC: The way theddatiUNESCO Commission
of Ghana has proceeded so far, indicates thaoit the right track; especially
important is the fact that the Commission has eWitepresentatives from
different scientific, professional and faith-basexdlies into the discussion of the
process and procedures of establishing a NBC.

4. As to the function of a NBC, it differs greatly frocountry to country: In some
countries there is for example a split betweeness\and policy advice, in the
sense that there are two different committeesnincase, the following items are
important to take into consideration:

» the creation of explicit statutes.

» the establishment of explicit procedures for satgcthe chair and
committee members

* the committee’s budget

» whether the committee meetings should be closegpen

» frequency of meetings, forms of publication

* whether awareness raising and public debates sheuigiven priority

» training of committee members (UNESCO can providening of
committee members as well as provide ethics teggtiogrammes and
ethics teaching training).

5. The issue of independence of a NBC. Important kesds/ here are confidence,
trust and transparency. Article 19 of the Declaraemphasizes the importance of
independent NBCs. It is important to acknowledgeithportance of
independence while at the same time looking aewbfit possible ways of
establishing independency. The different modespaiadtices of Poland, USA and
France were highlighted. Mexico’s formula was alescribed: “It is important to
draft a committee which fits with the Ghanian fabkiVe tend to believe in the
moral integrity of committee members. In the batage we are now (in terms of
setting up a NBC), full independence is not thetnmaportant issue”. But
transparency is.

* It was discussed whether the authority of the NABusd be moral or
legal (at the end of the meeting it was clear thategal status was very
important, but at this stage it was not so, in &a¢he end the bottom line
issue come up again)

* It was also suggested that the Commission shoylkw tiollow a stepwise
procedure, identifying primordial and feasible piag in order to
accomplish goals and gain credibility.

6. During the discussion the question was raised vendttNESCO, besides
providing ABC-assistance and ethics training, miag arovide financial support
for activities started by the NBC, including rungitne secretariat. As UNESCO
will not be able to give this kind of support, thatch representative at the
meeting suggested the possibility of approachieg\itherlands for such
support, as the Netherlands have already subdtaaliaboration with Ghana.

The morning session was rounded up by Henk ten IHealeng four observations of
importance to further deliberations:



* Ghana is already on its way to inaugurating its NBC

* lItis evident that Ghana has a clear view of theessary terms of
reference of the committee,

* It will be important to discuss the issue of stasut

* It will be important to make clear what Ghana (witthe context of the
ABC-project) will need from UNESCO for the nexteleryears.

The Meeting — March 22, afternoon session

The first part of the afternoon session was de€cat reports about the systems of ethics
committees in the Netherlands, Norway and Mexiotipived by a discussion of the way
to proceed for setting up a well functioning NBQeatom address the particular bioethics
needs in Ghana.

Highlights from the discussion

1. The area of traditional herbal medicine. Who cdstrsupervises the ethics of
these professionals? Are traditional healers guimeethical rules of play, or are
they doing whatever they want? If the latter is¢hee, a system of ethical rules
of play needs to be introduced. The other sidéisfissue is to introduce ways of
taking care of the ‘valid’ forms of knowledge possed by traditional healers.

2. The use of biological materials in research. Theoduction of foreign genetic
material into the environment. Genetically modiffedd. The National Biosafety
Bill in Ghana is still to be discussed by the @arient before implementation. The
Bill does not take into account the ethical aspet&ich practices.

3. The failing ethics of product advertisements in Gha

4. Some observations made in the discussion aboutrtamgdunctions of a NBC:

» Advocacy

» Dissemination
* Training

* Monitoring.

The chair suggested that the rest of the day’singeshould be used by the Ghanian
representatives to discuss between themselvesthdatbased on the presentations and
the material provided) need from UNESCO in the ribs¢e years to come.

The Meeting — March 23

The chair started the meeting by inviting ApollaniDsei Akoto Asare to read the
minutes from the previous day’s meeting. The chsked the participants to suggest
additions and/or changes in the minutes. No chawges suggested. The chair, then,
asked Henk ten Have to present a draft of suggesatuates for a NBC in Ghana, based
on the previous discussions and deliberations grézimg that the term “Statutes” is not
appropriate in the Ghanese context (since it rel@éegal approbation; perhaps
“guidelines” or “terms of reference” will be morp@opriate). Further details need to be
provided in a later stage, based on discussionsigiie future committee members.

Highlights from the discussion following the drafesentation

1. A broader representation than that suggested istHtates seems necessary, e.g.
there seems to be a need for a representativeaftitional herbal medicine. The
ethics committee of the Ministry of Health was aisentioned and agreed to be
included in the core group.

2. Certain bodies should be given the opportunitygcide how — and by whom —
they want to be represented.

3. The word ‘represent’ is an ambiguous word in tluistext, because it may mean
that members of the committee will not be freedbaand deliberate without
consulting their ‘home’-institutions in advance.

4. The present planning committee should make comiilstand map already
existing research ethics committees and relevatitutions.

5. There is a need to establish the ‘core’ of the NBB&Goon as possible so that
UNESCO has a body to deal with.

6. At present it is the National UNESCO CommissiorGbiana, with the Minister of
Health as its chairman, who will be the appointiagly of the NBC.

7. ltis important that the National UNESCO Commisstdrishana seeks ways of
safeguarding a Secretariat with administrative cetepcy as well as competency
in bioethics.

The terms of reference that were presented widlaborated into a mission and vision
document which will need to reflect the charactethe commission: advisory, advocacy,
operational (review of protocols, establishing gliites, receiving appeals etc.).

The Secretary General informed the newly arrivesmirobf the proposed NBC, Professor
Alfred A. Oteng-Yeboah, of ten Have’s proposed glancooperation between UNESCO




and the NBC of Ghana for the next three years.chiaér emphasized the importance of
establishing the NBC within a framework of law, ¥ehhe at the same time emphasizing
the need for a bottom-up development of the NBCtherdmportance of giving the NBC
time to function before further decisions on whethshould be attributed with executive
power as well.

The Secretary General, in her closing remarks ligigted the importance of the
work to be done in the coming weeks: the finalmatf the strategies, objectives and
visions of the NBC, so that UNESCO’s ABC-actionrpfar Ghana can be implemented.
Henk ten Have thanked the National UNESCO Commmsiiothe invitation and for
their interest in bioethics and their willingnessestablish a NBC and promote ethics
debates in Ghana. He also emphasized the importdnbe meeting for the ABC-
project itself, because it provides a lot of infatron of high importance in relation to the
further development of the project.
