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|. Background and motives

The mission took place in the framework of the ABGject, one of the three actions of the
first priority of the Main Programme lll: Social @iduman Sciences. The purpose of this
project is to provide the necessary technical stgpdVember States who either have a
National Bioethics Committee or want to set up dwaxing technical support missions,
practical information on the establishment andftimetioning of National Bioethics
Committees will be provided to national institutson

A National Bioethics Committee is indeed the peagied body for assessing ethical, legal,
scientific and social issues related to researofepts with human beings and technological
choices. It provides advice on ethical issues anadlates guidelines for policymakers. Each
Member State is thus encouraged to create onéatasl $n articles 19 and 22 of thmiversal
Declaration on Bioethics and Human Rights.

Aware of the ABC project, and determined to insetiler country in this effort, Mrs. Ivette
MORAIS, Secretary General of the National Commissar UNESCO of Cape Verde,
invited the Regional Unit for Social and Human &cies of the Dakar UNESCO Office to
provide technical support to the Commission anccthentry.
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There is actually no information about Cape Verdthe Global Ethics Observatory
databases of UNESCO, be it on ethics experts,sihgtitutions, higher education programs
or professional codes of conduct. Even legal amdigidtrative measures taken by the
authorities have not been integrated. An expersianistherefore was necessary in order to
assess the current state of ethics in Cape Verde.

Il. Purpose
The mission had three main objectives:

- To provide practical information about the estdbfient and functioning of a National
Bioethics Committee in Cape Verde and its Naticd@ammission for UNESCO, as
well as to potential drafters of the statutes ahsa committee.

- To meet the principal authorities concerned withplementing the bioethics
declarations of UNESCO, in particular the Minissrief Education and Higher
Education, Health, Human Rights and the Environment

- To give to the appropriate persons a questionrfairehe databases of the Global
Ethics Observatory of UNESCO regarding ethics etspemd institutions.

V. Activities

A. National Commission for UNESCO

Mr. Bruno Sumbah, assistant to the Secretary Gerterd made contacts and appointments.
Unfortunately, the Secretary General was ill atttime of the mission.

The first work session with Mr. Bruno Sumbabh todéce in the morning of May 5, 2008.
The activities of UNESCO in the field of ethicsamience and technology in general and
bioethics in particular were explained. UNESCO playleading role with the adoption of
three important Declarations that Member Stategaceuraged to implement. The work of
the National Commission for UNESCO in implementargcles 22 and 19 of tHéniversal
Declaration on Bioethics and Human Rigl2§05) about independent, multidisciplinary and
pluralistic ethics committees will be of publicén¢st.

Dr. Evariste Likinda Bafonda in turn demonstrateal toioethics issues, far from being a
luxury, are actually a necessity for African cowggrgoing through very difficult times in a
time of globalization of science and technologyridd€n countries need to protect their
population, to build skills in ethics and to praeiguidance to their citizen with regard to
bioethical issues. They have a moral obligatiotake part in the global debate on bioethics.
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Mr. Bruno Sumbah expressed his appreciation fostipport that UNESCO/BREDA always
brings to the Commission in implementing UNESCOgpaonmes in Cape Verde, including
the ABC project. He also called over the phone ed¢he potential drafters of the statutes
and founders of the future National Bioethics Cotteri of Cape Verde. Exchanges
continued with Mr. Bruno Sumbabh in the afternoon.

B. Ministry of Education and Higher Education

Mrs Filomena Martins, Minister of Education and kg Education, President of the National
Commission for UNESCO was unavailable due to thgooomg municipal campaign. She
asked her chief of staff, Mr. Alberto Gomes Bor§esnedo, to meet with the UNESCO
Delegation.

The activities of UNESCO in the field of bioethiegre explained, reminding in particular
that Member States adopted the following three i@ declarations:

» the Universal Declaration on the Human Genome amtdh Rights (1997) ;
* the International Declaration on Human Genetic [H2093) ;
» the Universal Declaration on Bioethics and Humaghi& (2005).

Also, theDeclaration of Head of States and Governmextspted at the"™8Summit of the
African Union (Addis-Ababa, Ethiopia, 2007) encayed Member States to “look for strict
implementation in Africa of ethics of science imer to, on the one hand, preserve the
continent’s environmental and natural resources andhe other hand, prevent practices
detrimental to African population”.

The heads of states and governments also calld¢ie isame declaration, UNESCO to assist
the continent téimplement the decision of the summit on scienattachnology”.

The opportunities offered to Africa by UNESCO andarticular the Sector of Social and
Human Sciences in setting Africa as their mainnigion the implementation of the
Programme of Ethics of Science and technologyerbiennium 2008-2009 were underlined.
Finally, the ABC programme for Cape Verde in tewhsolidarity and international
cooperation, especially with Portuguese-speakinmes and ethics committees were
emphasized.

In his address, Mr. Semedo thanked UNESCO fordblertical support that it brings to his
country and assured the support of the governnfedape Verde to the ABC project and to
the National Bioethics Committee of Cape Verdedo b

Before leaving, Mr. Semedo were offered, for Maddmister, the three UNESCO

C. United Nations Funds and Programmesin Cape Verde

A work session took place at the office of the BdiNations Funds and Programmes in Cape
Verde (UNFP) in the framework of ONE United Nations
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Mrs Nélida Rodrigues, Chief of the Human Capital&epment Unit and acting Resident
Coordinator, Mrs Sonia Lima, Coordination Spectalisaison Officer with non resident
agencies, Mrs Eunice Gomes of the Environment &imit M. Abdelkader Bensada, Principal

Technical Advisor to the “UNDP GEF Protected Ar@asject” took part in this meeting (7
May 2008). Mrs Rodrigues presented the programrh&dN&P and provided information
concerning the existence of a Research Ethics Ctigarireated in 2004 by a decree of the
Ministry of Health.

D. Work session with potential drafters of the statutes of the National
Bioethics Committee

This session took place in the afternoon of Mag0Q8 at the National Commission for
UNESCO of Cape Verde.

After a word of welcome by Mr. Bruno Soumah, thai& programme of UNESCO was
presented, with emphasis on the three declaratmbiethics, which demonstrate the
success of the international community in comnyttio universally shared values and
principles requiring national implementation. Tlasvhy there is a need for the group to help
Cape Verde to implement these principles.

The Global Ethics Observatory of UNESCO was alss@nted, indicating at the same time
the lack of data about Cape Verde.

Dr. Likinda in turn emphasized the need for Afrazad Cape Verde in particular to take the
necessary legal, administrative and other measu@sler to protect natural resources and
populations against detrimental activities. Hesilfated his point with examples of trans-
border research, clinical experiments and experisnem vulnerable populations.

Dr Maria da Conceigcao Moreira Carvalho, of the GahBirection of Health, President of the
Committee for Ethics and Professional DeontologshefMedical Association, President of
the National Ethics Committee for Health Reseaachnowledged that her country is facing
bioethical issues. This situation led the MinistfyHealth to create, through a 2007 decree, a
Committee for Ethics in Research. A Committee ftiié€s and Professional Deontology
already exists within the Medical Association.

But she also admitted that creating a National Bioe Committee would not be redundant.
Created under the leadership of the Ministry of &&diwn and Higher Education, it would
essentially be devoted to bioethics education eaidibg, all the more since the young
University of Cape Verde will grow in the comingays. It could also effectively contribute
to public awareness.

The representative of the Ministry of the EnviromtdRibeira Nuno, pointed out that the
National Bioethics Committee created in accordamitie art. 19 and 22 of theniversal
Declaration on Bioethics and Human Rigbtsuld help his country to protect its environment
(as stated in art. 17 of the said Declaration).

The group unanimously recognized that the Nati@ad¢thics Committee as advocated by
theUniversal Declaration on Bioethics and Human Righas a large scope and can only be
complementary with the Research Ethics CommitteeeMinistry of Health. There could
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not be competition, but rather complementing anduadibenefit for the benefit of Cape
Verde.

Indeed UNESCO's approach to the reality of a Natidioethics Committee recognizes that
it is not only a body assessing research, butitladégo provides advice on ethical issues,
formulates recommendations and fosters debateaédnand public awareness. The group
was convinced of the need for a broader scope.

The following work plan for June to December 20@8 been decided by the group:

» Drafting the statutes of the National Bioethics @aittee of Cape Verde
* Engage in necessary administrative steps for thaadfrecognition.

Dr.Moreira Carvalho was given questionnaires ferdatabases GEObs 1 on ethics experts
and 2 on ethics institutions. She in turn handetiécdJNESCO representatives the decree for
the creation of the Research Ethics Committee@Mmistry of Health.

V. Final remarks

As the municipal campaign kept politicians busyyds not possible to meet with the
Ministers of Education and Higher Education, Healtid the Environment. But the technical
support for establishing a National Bioethics Cotteeai was successful. The managers of the
National Commission for UNESCO now have a cleateriof the need for Cape Verde to
implement the principles of thgniversal Declaration on Bioethics and Human Rigintsl of
the public service that the commission can delinehis regard. The working group drafting
the statutes of the Committee and taking admirig&ateps for its installation has been set
up and the work calendar has been determined.

The positive reactions experienced with everyon@ape Verde is an invitation for all
partners to seize the opportunity of succeedirgniexemplary manner in an African
Portuguese-speaking country where UNFP is already active.
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
