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The HIV Preventive Education
Information Kit for School Teachers
This Information Kit assists and guides
school teachers in dealing with challenges
related to HIV and AIDS in the school
setting, including: countering community
resistance to HIV and AIDS education;

reducing risk behaviours. It was originally
developed in English (2.3MB) and has been
translated into various languages and
adapted for local contexts in Cambodia,
2.7MB; China, 8.7MB; Kazakhstan, 7.4MB;
Nepal, 1MB; the Philippines, 6MB and the
Russian Federation, 7.5MB (all PDF
format).

UNESCO-UNFPA consultation to develop

The draft guidelines are
aimed at policy-makers in ministries of
education and their counterparts, and are
forthcoming in 2009.

Organized by the International Network on
Education in Emergencies (INEE) Task
Team and the UNAIDS Inter-Agency Task
Team (IATT) on Education, the workshop
was part of the INEE 2009 Global
Consultation and has the specific aim to
address the additional vulnerabilities and
risks to HIV infection that children and
young people face in humanitarian settings.
Specifically, the workshop initiated work on
a guide to HIV education in emergencies for
emergency actors and development
partners, building on the IATT Toolkit for
Mainstreaming HIV and AIDS in the
Education Sector.
