Article |

Establishment and name

A Joint Unesco/WIPO Consultative Committee on the access by developing
countries to works protected by copyright, hereinafter called the “Joint Consulta-
tive Committee”, is hereby established.

Article 11

Terms of reference

1. The Joint Consultative Committee shall advise the Directors-General of

Unesco and WIPO on the preparation and implementation of the activities of
the Joint International Unesco/WIPO Service for access by developing countries
to works protected by copyright.

2. Given the recognized complementary roles of the two Organizations in copy-
right matters and the activities to be carried out by Unesco and/or WIPO
pursuant to the division of tasks established within the framework of the agree-
ment concluded between the Director-General of Unesco and the Director-General
of WIPO, the Joint Consultative Committee shall give advice, in particular, on:

2.  The members of the Committee shall act in a personal capacity. Their
term of office shall be four years and may be renewed.

3. In the event of the resignation, incapacity or death of a member, the
Director-General who made the initial appointment shall designate a
replacement for the remainder of the term of that member.

Article 1V
Observers

1. The Member States and Associate Members of Unesco and the Member

States of WIPO may be represented by observers, subject to resolution 10.1
adopted by the General Conference of Unesco at its twenty-first session and sub-
ject to the decision of the Co-ordination Committee of WIPO taken in 1977 on the
same matter.

2.  The United Nations and the other organizations of the United Nations system
with which Unesco and/or WIPO have concluded mutual representation agree-
ments may send representatives as observers. 6

3. Interested intergovernmental organizations and interested international non-
governmental organizations that have relations with Unesco in accordance

with the directives approved by the General Conference of Unesco and/or having
observer status with WIPO. as well as the national and regional copyright infor-
mation centres, may be invited by mutual agreement of the Directors-General of
the two Organizations to send observers to the meetings of the Joint Consultative
Committee for the discussion of matters within the competence of those
organizations.

Article V
Administration
1. The Joint Consultative Committee shall adopt its Rules of Procedure which
shall be submitted to the Directors-General of the two Organizations for
approval.
2. The Joint Consultative Committee shall meet at least once every two years,

upon convocation addressed jointly by the Directors-General of the two
Organizations.

3. The sessions of the Joint Consultative Committee shall be held alternately
at the Headquarters of Unesco and of WIPO, respectively.

4. The Directors-General of the two Organizations shall, by mutual agreement, ‘Q
fix the date and the duration of the sessions.

5. The Directors-General of the two Organizations shall establish the agenda
of the sessions.

6. At the beginning of each session, the Joint Consultative Committee shall
elect a Chairman, a Vice-Chairman and a Rapporteur who shall remain in
office until the following session.

7. At the end of each session, the Joint Consultative Committee'shall adopt a
report containing a summary of the work of the session and the advice given

by the said Committee to the Directors-General of the two Organizations. The
said report shall be addressed to the Directors-General of the two Organizations.
The Director-General of Unesco shall inform the Executive Board of Unesco of
the said report. The Director-General of WIPO shall inform the governing bodies
of WIPO and of the Berne Union for the Protection of Literary and Artistic Works
of the said report.
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8. The Secretariat of the Joint Consultative Committee shall be provided jointly

ANNEX |

FINANCIAL REGULATIONS OF THE TRUST FUND
FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE NUBIA MUSEUM IN ASWAN

AND THE NEW NATIONAL MUSEUM OF EGYPTIAN ANTIQUITIES IN CAIRO

In accordance with Articles 6.6 and 6.7 of the Financial Regulations of

Unesco, there is hereby created a Trust Fund for contributions for the establish-
ment of the Nubia Museum in Aswan and the New National Museum of Egyptian
Antiquities in Cairo, hereinafter called “the Fund”. The following regulations
shall govern the operation of the Fund:

PURPOSE OF THE FUND

The purpose of the Fund shall be to receive contributions destined for the
International Campaign for the Establishment of the Nubia Museum in Aswan
and the New National Museum of Egyptian Antiquities in Cairo as well as for
training facilities for their staff, and to make payments therefrom in accord-
ance with these Regulations.

INCOME

The Fund shall be credited with contributions, whether in cash or in kind,
specifically intended for this purpose.

Contributions received which, for any reason, cannot be accepted or used
shall be returned to the donor.

Contributions designated by the donor as being intended for use for the
Nubia Museum in Aswan shall be credited to a sub-account of the Fund,
opened for this purpose.

Contributions designated by the donor as being intended for use for the New
National Museum of Egyptian Antiquities in Cairo shall be credited to a sub-
account of the Fund, opened for this purpose.

Contributions not designated by the donor as being specifically intended for
one of the museums indicated in Regulations 2.3 and 2.4 shall be credited
to a sub-account of the Fund, opened for this purpose.

EXPENDITURE

The income credited to the Fund shall be disposed of by the Director-General
on the advice of the Executive Committee of the International Campaign for
the Establishment of the Nubia Museum in Aswan and the New National
Museum of Egyptian Antiquities in Cairo, in accordance with resolution 4/11
adopted by the General Conference at its twenty-first session.

ACCOUNTS

The accounts of the Fund shall be maintained by the Director-General who
shall present them for audit to the External Auditor of Unesco.
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4.2 The financial statements together with the report of the External Auditor
thereon shall be submitted to the General Conference through the Executive
Board in the same manner as the accounts of the Organization.

4.3 The financial period of the Fund shall be identical with that of the regular
budget of Unesco.

4.4 The undisposed balance of the Fund shall be carried forward from one finan-
cial period to the next.

4.5 The accounts of the Fund shall be maintained in United States dollars. Sub-
sidiary records may be maintained in such other currencies as may be
necessary.

4.6 The Director-General shall designate the banks in which revenue received
for the Fund shall be deposited.

5. INVESTMENTS

5.1 In accordance with Articles 9.1 and 9.2 of the Financial Regulations of
Unesco, the Director-General may make investments of sums standing to
the credit of the Fund.

5.2 Interest earned on these investments shall be credited to the Fund.

6. ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES

6.1 Administrative expenses incurred by Unesco specifically related to the
Fund may be charged by the Director-General against the revenue credited
to the sub-account foreseen in Regulation 2.5, subject to the prior approval
of the Executive Committee for the International Campaign.

7. GENERAL PROVISION

7.1 Unless otherwise specified herein, the Fund shall be administered in
accordance with the provisions of the Financial Regulations of Unesco.

8. CLOSING OF THE FUND

8.1 The Director-General shall decide upon the closing down of the Fund at
such time as he deems that its operation is no longer necessary. The
Director-General will inform the Executive Board of his decision.

ANNEX 11

FINANCIAL REGULATIONS GOVERNING THE OPERATIONS
OF THE SPECIAL ACCOUNT FOR THE INTERNATIONAL PROGRAMME
FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF COMMUNICATION

In accordance with resolution 4/21 adopted by the General Conference at its
twenty-first session, and in conformity with Articles 6.6 and 6.7 of the Finan-
cial Regulations of Unesco, a Special Account for the International Programme
for the Development of Communication is hereby established. The account
shall be operated in accordance with the following regulations:

1. PURPOSE OF THE SPECIAL ACCOUNT
1.1 The purpose of the account shall be to receive contributions destined for

the implementation of the International Programme for the Development of
Communication (IPDC).
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RESOURCES OF THE ACCOUNT
The account shall receive financial contributions, whether or not in cash,
in accordance with Articles 7.2 and 7.3 of the Financial Regulations of

Unesco, specifically intended for this purpose. Such contributions may be
received from:

(a) Member States or Associate Members of Unesco;

(b) organizations of the United Nations system or other intergovernmental
organizations;

(c) public or private organizations or private individuals.
The resources of the account shall also include:

(a) profits accruing from promotional activities organized for the benefit
of the account;

(b) any other contributions authorized by the Financial Regulations of
Unesco or by resolutions adopted by the General Conference.

EXPENDITURES

The account shall be debited with expenditures for activities for implement-
ing the International Programme for the Development of Communication as
decided by the Director-General in accordance with guiding principles laid
down by the Intergovernmental Council of IPDC.

ACCOUNTS

The financial period shall be the same as for Unesco’s regular budget.

The operations of the Special Account shall be the object of separate
accounting.

Any unused balance at the end of a financial period shall be carried forward
to the next financial period.

The accounts shall be presented periodically for audit to the External
Auditor of Unesco.

The accounts shall be kept in United States dollars. Subsidiary accounts
may be kept in other currencies as required.

INVESTMENTS

In accordance with the provisions of Articles 9.1 and 9.2 of the Financial
Regulations of Unesco, the Director-General is authorized to invest funds
standing to the credit of the account. Interest derived from these invest-
ments shall be credited to the account.

CLOSURE OF THE ACCOUNT

The Director-General may decide to close the account when he deems that
its operation is no longer necessary. The Director-General will inform the
Executive Board of his decision.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Except as provided in the above Regulations, the Special Account shall be
administered in accordance with the Financial Regulations of Unesco.
