INVITATIONS TO THE MEETING OF THE COMMITTEE OF
GOVERNMENTAL EXPERTS ON THE INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY ASPECTS OF
THE PROTECTION OF FOLKLORE

SUMMARY

Pursuant to the BRegulations for the general classification
of the various categories of meetings convened by Unesco,
the Director-General submits to the Executive Board pro-
posals concerning invitations to the meeting of the gbove-
mentioned Committee of Governmental Experts

1. The General Conference at its twenty-first session adopted resolution 5/01
whereby:

"Mhe General Conference,

Authorizes the Director-General to carry out activities contributing to the
achievement of objective 9.2 (Promotion of gopyright and of access to copy-
righted works), in particular:

(¢) by contributing to the safeguard of the intellectual heritage of
nations;

"
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2. The General Conference also took note of the work plan relating to theme
5/9.2/02, paragraph 5024 of which provides that:

"Two Committees of Governmentel Experts (category II) will be convened. The
first will be held v.ivcveseeess, With a view to defining measures to safeguard
the existence, development and authenticity of folklore and traditional popu-
lar culture and to protect them against the risk of distortion. The smecond,
tecesresescesssssssssssy Will be organized jointly with WIPO in 1982 and will
be responsible for drawing up proposals for regulating the 'intellectual pro-
perty' aspects of the protection of folklore and traditional populer culture
L}
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3. (a) A "WorkinzGroup on the Intellectual Property Aspects of Folklore Pro-
tection", convened jointly by Unesco and WIPQ, held two meetings (Geneva,
from T to 9 Jenuary 1980 and Paris, from 9 to 13 February 1981) and
adopted "Model Provisions for National Laws on the Protection of
Expressions of Folklore". The said Working Group noted that the adopted
Model Provisions and the Commentary to be prepared on it by the Sec-
retariats, will be presented for further consideration at a meeting of
govermmental experts to be convened jointly by Unesco and WIPO in 1982.

(b) The first "Committee of Governmental Experts on the Safeguarding of
Folklore" as referred to in paragraph 2 above, and to be convened by
Unesco, is scheduled to be held in early 1982. The Executive Beard
decided at its hundred-and-twelfth session on the invitations to this
meeting (112 EX/Decision 4.6.1).

Nature of the meeting

4, In view of the "Regulations for the general classification of the various

categories of meetings convened by Unesco", adopted by the General Conference
at its fourteenth session and modified at its eighteenth session, this meeting is
to be considered as falling within category II, i.e. intergovernmental meetings
other than international conferences of states. Under the terms of Article 21 of
the Regulations, it is therefore for the Executive Board to decide on the partici-
pants in the meeting of this Committee.

5. In accordance with paragraph 5024k of the work plan referred to in paragraph 2
above, the present meeting of the Committee of Governmental Experts will be
convened jointly by the Directors-General of Unesco and WIPO.

Place and date of the meeting

6. It is proposed that the meeting of the Committee of Governmental Experts be
held at WIPO Headquarters in Geneva from 28 June to 2 July 1982,

Participants

7. Member States and Associate Members (Article 21.1 of the Regulations)

The Director-General, in agreement with the Director-General of WIPO, proposes
that all Member States and the Associate Member of Unesco be invited to participate
in the meeting of the Committee.

8. Non-Member States of Unesco (Article 21.3 of the Regulations)

After consultation with the Director-General of WIPO the Director-General
proposes:
