STATUTES OF THE ADVISORY COMMITTEE ON THE RENEWAL
OF SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY TEACHING IN AFRICA

Article 1- -

An Advisory Committee on the Renewal of Science and Technology Teaching in
Africa, hereinafter called ‘the Committee’, is hereby established.

Article 2

The Committee shall be responsible for advising the Director-General on the
preparation of a programme for the renewal of science and technology teaching in
Africa and on ways and means of contributing to the implementation of that
programme.

Article 3

1. The Committee shall be composed of twelve specialists who shall be nationals
of African Member States and who shall serve in their personal capacity. The
Director-General shall appoint the members of the Committee.

2. The term of office of the members of the Committee shall be four years and
shall be renewable. However, when appointing the first members of the Committee,
the Director-General shall designate those whose term of office will expire on
31 December 1986, it being understood that the term of office of the other members
will expire on 31 December 1988. In the event of the resignation, incapacity or
death of a member of the Committee, the Director-General shall appoint a replace-
ment for the remainder of the term.

3. In addition to the members of the Committee, the Director-General may invite
to sessions of the Committee, as non-voting participants, persons who by reason of
their functions and special knowledge and experience can assist the Committee in
its work.

Article 4

1. The Director-General shall designate members of the Secretariat of Unesco to
represent him on the Committee without the right to vote.

2. The secretariat of the Committee shall be provided by the Secretariat of
Unesco.

Article 5

The Director-General shall convene the Committee in an ordinary session at
least once every two years. He may convene extraordinary sessions if he deems it
necessary.

Article 6

1. At each of its sessions, the Committee shall elect a chairman, two vice-
chairmen and a rapporteur, who shall constitute the Bureau of the Committee.
They shall remain in office until the following session.

2. The Director-General shall convene the Bureau and he shall be represented at
its meetings, without the right to vote.

Article 7

The travel and subsistence expenses of the Committee members and other
persons referred to in Article 3 shall be borne by Unesco. in accordance with the
provisions of the Organization’s rules regarding travel.
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Article 8

1. Member States and Associate Members of Unesco may send observers to
sessions of the Committee.

2. The United Nations and other organizations of the United Nations system with
which Unesco has concluded mutual representation agreements may send represen-
tatives to sessions of the Committee.

3. The Director-General may extend invitations to send observers to sessions of
the Committee to:

(a) organization of the United Nations system with which Unesco has not
concluded mutual representation agreements;

( b ) intergovernmental organizations: and

(c ) international non-governmental organizations, in accordance with the
Directives concerning Unesco’s Relations with International Non-
Governmental Organizations,

Article 9

1. The Committee shall adopt its rules of procedure, which shall be submitted to
the Director-General for approval.

2. The Director-General shall draw up the agenda of the sessions of the
Committee.

3. After each session, the Committee shall present a report on its work and
recommendations to the Director-General.

Article 10

These Statutes may be amended by the Executive Board on its own initiative
or on the proposal of the Director-General.

Noting the courageous stand which he took in Jamaica in the 1930s. focusing
attention on the urgent need to secure the rights and claims of the worker,

Recalling the decisive contribution he made to the social development of his
country by founding, in 1938, the island’s first trade union, an institution
through which the rights of the worker would be served and protected, and
by establishing, in 1943, another level of effective authority - the Jamaica
Labour Party - capable of influencing and providing the social and economic
framework for the most pressing and immediate aspirations of his people,

Recognizing that his trade union and political machinery was undoubtedly
among the very first institutions in Jamaica’s history to provide an exclusive
channel for grassroots political expression as well as the foundations of the
two-party system to which he was irrevocably committed,

Noting that, in terms of the society of his time, Sir Alexander Bustamante
had taken a dramatic, daring and radical path as a relentless advocate of
human rights and justice,

Mindful that the wide range of social and economic advantages which he won
for Jamaican worker during the colonial period represent milestones in the
history of Jamaica’s march to independence and that to the workers of Jamaica
his life will long remain an example and inspiration,

Requests the Director-General to associate Unesco, as far as possible and
within the Organization’s competence, with the year-long centenary cele-
brations of the birth of Sir Alexander Bustamante.
