Having examined the Draft Programme and Budget for 1984-1985 (22 C/5)
in the light, on the one hand, of the Director-General’s Introduction, his
oral report and his reply to the general debate at the present session and,
on the other, of the comments and suggestions made by members of
the Executive Board,

Noting with satisfaction that the Draft Programme and Budget for 1984-
1985 is in perfect conformity with the lines of emphasis of the second
Medium-Term Plan (1984-1989) and with the resolutions adopted by the
General Conference at its fourth extraordinary session, and that it takes
ample account of the observations made by Member States and inter-
national non-governmental organizations at that session,

Considers that the document marks a new stage in Unesco’s action and
that it constitutes a coherent, integrated whole in which each of the
activities proposed within the framework of the fourteen major programmes
is based on a comprehensive view of fundamental world problems and is
linked to one of the five tasks which it is for Unesco to fulfil, in the spirit
of its Constitution and in accordance with its second Medium-Term Plan,
with a view to meeting the challenges facing mankind;

Considers, furthermore, that, through those activities, Unesco will be
able to contribute to the exchange of ideas and experience in regard to
outstanding world achievements in education, science, culture and com-
munication, and to the mobilization of the scientific and intellectual
potential of Member States, with a view to carrying out the major tasks
of the Organization;

Expresses to the Director-General its warm thanks and its congratulations
on the magnitude of the work accomplished and the high quality of docu-
ment 22 C/5, which has been prepared with strict regard, in both design
and presentation, for the provisions of 4 XC/Resolution 5/01;

Submits the entire Draft Programme and Budget for 1984-1985 to the
General Conference for favourable consideration, while inviting it to take
account of the observations and recommendations set out hereunder, on
the understanding that, at its 117th session, the Executive Board will
prepare its final recommendations concerning the budget ceiling;

Considers that the Draft Programme and Budget for 1984-1985 represents
an unquestionable advance over previous C/5 documents, particularly in
its presentation and its structure by major programme;

Considers that the draft programme and budget set out in document 22 C/5,
which is accompanied by an annex, appendices (IV, V and VI), an index, an
explanatory guide and a glossary, constitutes an exhaustive document of
great clarity; that, in addition, the Director-General’s printed Introduc-
tion affords an overall view of the proposed programme and that, on this
account, the idea of producing document 22 C/5 in two volumes no longer
seems necessary;

Appreciates particularly the inclusion, at the beginning of each programme,
of an introductory text which places it in the context of the six-year period,
and the formulation, for each subprogramme, of ‘targets’ and ‘expected
results’, which will facilitate subsequent internal evaluation procedures
and enable Member States, through the details thus provided regarding the
full import of the proposed activities, to assess their relevance more
easily;

Welcomes the fact that, on the whole a satisfactory balance has been
struck in document 22 C/5 between the demands of reflection and those
of action;

Notes that, by the very fact that the Medium-Term Plan and the biennial
programme share the same structure, notable advances have been made
in regard to interdisciplinarity and intersectorality;

Considers, furthermore, that interdisciplinarity and intersectorality
should be regarded as essential factors both in defining and in imple-
menting the Organization’s activities at both intellectual and operational
levels ;

Supports the measures proposed by the Director-General with a view to
improving programme evaluation and intersectoral co-ordination, which
contribute to the concentration and effective implementation of the
programme;

Notes the existence in document 22 C/5 of a large number of references
to co-operation with external bodies and invites the Director-General to
continue to give special attention, in implementing the programme, to
close co-ordination with other institutions and organizations of the United
Nations system;

Expresses its satisfaction at the progress achieved in respect of decentral-
ization and extends its support to the Director-General for the implemen-
tation of the measures proposed with a view to pursuing the policy of
decentralization;

Approves the measures envisaged for improving personnel management
and recruitment procedures, particularly those aimed at improving geo-
graphical distribution and increasing the number of women occupying
posts in the Professional category and above, while ensuring the high
standards of integrity, efficiency and technical competence mentioned
in Article VI, paragraph 4, of the Constitution;

III

Major Programme I -Reflection on world problems and future-oriented studies

17. Considers that the activities proposed under Major Programme I (Reflec-
tion on world problems and future-oriented studies) are so designed as
to enable Unesco to fulfil its first task as defined in the second Medium-
Term Plan, and thus to play the role of a laboratory of ideas which will
make it possible, in particular, to situate the evolution of education,
science, culture and communication within the global context of the evol-
ution of societies and to develop a vision of the future which will shed
light on that task and help to promote the intellectual and moral solidarity
of mankind:

18. Approves the overall strategy of this major programme which consists in
taking as a starting-point the ways in which world problems are perceived
in the various parts of the world in the light of different cultures and
different trends of thought;
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19. Also approves from this viewpoint the analytical and methodological
approach envisaged under Programme I. 1 making provision chiefly for
the development of an analytical and research network comprising exist-
ing centres, institutions and networks as well as various particularly
qualified individuals;

20. Notes with satisfaction that both the analytical and research network pro-
vided for in Programme I. 1 and the international scientific committee
provided for in Programme I. 2 will be established on the basis of bal-
anced geographical distribution, thus making it possible to have recourse
to a very great variety of intellectual resources in a spirit of objectivity,
pluralism and independence;

21. Also notes with satisfaction that the comprehensive approach which will
lead to the preparation of the international future-oriented study men-
tioned in Programme I. 2 is to be based to a large extent on the results
obtained by means of the first approach, and that under these circum-
stances there can be no question of proceeding to the drafting phase until
studies are sufficiently advanced;

22. Stresses moreover the advantage to be gained in the execution of the
planned activities from ensuring close co-operation with the competent
organizations of the United Nations system, in particular the United
Nations University and the network of institutions operating under its
auspices;

Major Programme II - Education for all

23. Notes with satisfaction that the activities proposed under Major Pro-
gramme II (Education for all), both in their formulation and in the re-
sources allocated to them, bear witness to the prime importance that is
attached to the effective implementation of the right to education for all,
a vital requirement which is the common objective of all these activities
and the primary condition for participation by individuals and groups in
the life of the societies to which they belong and in that of the inter-
national community;

24. Reaffirms in particular its conviction that the elimination of illiteracy is
a task of the utmost priority for the international community;

25. Confirms its support for the strategy proposed with regard to the struggle
against illiteracy, which consists of simultaneously ensuring the general
provision and renewal of primary education and literacy training for adults;

26. Expresses its full agreement concerning the importance assigned to the
democratization of education, an objective which characterizes the major
programme as a whole and is also the subject of a specific programme
(II. 2) which enables consideration to be given to its qualitative and quan-
titative aspects;

27. Reaffirms that the achievement of lifelong education is closely linked to
the democratization of education and considers that the activities pro-
posed under Programme II. 3 (Adult education) cater fully for this twofold
concern;

28. Emphasizes the desirability of organizing the Fourth International Confer-
ence on Adult Education in 1985;

29. Notes with satisfaction the increased importance and practical emphasis
given to the activities designed to facilitate the access of girls and women
to all levels and forms of education, especially scientific studies and
technical and vocational education, and to provide them with full possi-
bilities for success in those studies;
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30. Stresses the importance of the activities in Programme II. 5 which are
designed to extend and improve the quality of education in rural areas,
and ensure the more effective contribution of education to rural develop-
ment, especially through the strengthening of secondary-level and higher
agricultural education;

31. Welcomes the activities that are proposed for the promotion of the right
to education in respect of handicapped persons, refugees and members of
national liberation movements, migrant workers and their families and
expresses the hope that greater attention will be given to them;

32. Underlines the need, in carrying out the activities under Major Pro-
gramme II (Education for all), to give special attention to requests for
co-operation made by the least developed countries;

Major Programme III - Communication in the service of man

Notes with satisfaction that the activities proposed under Major Pro-
gramme III (Communication in the service of man) are based on the
principles stated in the Constitution and on the relevant provisions of
the international instruments and resolutions adopted by the General
Conference;

Recalls that these activities were planned on the basis of the guidelines
laid down in the Medium-Term Plan for 1984-1989 and in 4 XC/Resol-
ution 2/03, and is of the opinion that they should be executed in the spirit
of the consensus which was established around those guidelines, particu-
larly as regards the free flow and wider and better balanced dissemination
of information, increased exchanges of news and programmes, the free-
dom of communicators, inseparable from their responsibilities, and the
democratization of communication linked with progress in the right of
man to communicate:

Welcomes the fact that the general aim of these activities is to contribute
to the establishment of a more equitable situation as regards communica-
tion and the media, and so to foster the establishment of a new world in-
formation and communication order, seen as an evolving and continuous
process;

Considers that the studies and research proposed should make it possible
to provide solid scientific and technical foundations for the progress of
communication;

Stresses in particular the relevance of the studies on the socio-cultural
impact of the new communication technologies, which should be carried
out in close co-ordination with the studies provided for under Major
Programmes VI, VII, IX and XI;

Welcomes the activities proposed with a view to eliminating obstacles to
a free flow and a wider and better balanced dissemination of information,
and endorses the idea that all obstacles--political, legal, economic,
financial and technical--should be taken into consideration, including the
obstacles of a structural nature which cause imbalances in the inter-
national exchange of information, as well as all forms of censorship and
self-censorship, and obstacles related to postal and telecommunications
charges, tariffs for the use of satellites, and the distribution of the
electromagnetic spectrum and the geostationary orbit, it being under-
stood that these activities should continue to be carried out in close CO-
operation with the International Telecommunication Union (ITU) and the
Universal Postal Union (UPU) where their fields of competence are
concerned;

Considers that Unesco should continue to seek actively the support of the
information media in the pursuit of the Organization’s objectives, par-
ticularly those laid down by the Declaration on Fundamental Principles
Concerning the Contribution of the Mass Media to Strengthening Peace and
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International Understanding, to the Promotion of Human Rights and to
Countering Racialism, Apartheid and Incitement to War, adopted by the
General Conference at its twentieth session (1978), and recalls that the
activities envisaged for this purpose under Major Programme III should
be carried out in close association with those proposed under Major
Programme XII;

40. Welcomes the prominence given to the activities of an operational nature
and, in particular, expresses its full support for all those which, under
the International Programme for the Development of Communication
(IPDC), aim to strengthen, in Member States, communication infra-
structures, the training of personnel and the endogenous production of
printed matter, programmes and messages;

41. Also approves the activities proposed for books and reading, the cinema,
photography and the audio-visual media, and considers that their execution
should be closely co-ordinated with the activities provided for under Sub-
programmes II. 1.2 (Eradication of illiteracy), IV. 2.3 (Improvement of
educational methods), IV. 4.3 (Development of educational industries),
V. 1.2 (Education and communication), VII. 2. 2 (Training of information
personnel and information users), XI. 1.2 (Inventories, collection and
studies of the non-physical heritage) and XI. 3.4 (Action to promote the
arts, literature and crafts);

Major Programme IV - The formulation and application of education policies

42. Emphasizes the importance of the activities proposed under Major Pro-
gramme IV (The formulation and application of education policies) which
seeks to bring about the conditions-required for improving education
systems and their various components in line with the needs and
aspirations of individuals and societies, and, more especially, for
strengthening national capacities with regard to the formulation of edu-
cational policies, educational planning and the training of educational
personnel;

43. Notes with satisfaction the innovatory character of Programme IV. 2 (The
educational sciences and their application to the renewal of the educational
process), which bears witness to the increased importance of these sci-
ences and which seeks to promote studies and research in this field and
to direct them towards the solution of specific educational problems;

44. Welcomes the activities dealing with the application of data processing in
education, the development of exchanges of information on education, edu-
cational facilities and their use for out-of-school activities, and the devel-
opment of educational industries, and stresses that they are designed to
help ensure the optimum use of the resources of Member States;

45. Notes with satisfaction the prominence given to co-operation, both inter-
national and regional, in regard to education, and stresses in particular
the importance it attaches to building up regional co-operation
programmes;

46. Reaffirms the importance of the activities of the International Bureau of
Education, the International Institute for Educational Planning, and the
Unesco Institute of Education in Hamburg, activities which, for the most
part, contribute to the achievement of the objectives of Major Pro-
gramme IV, and stresses that the International Institute for Educational
Planning should be enabled to make a contribution to the implementation
of several other major programmes;

Major Programme V - Education, training and society

47. Welcomes the series of activities proposed under Major Programme V
(Education, training and society), all of which are fully responsive to the
scale and variety of the themes of this major programme and to the prob-
lems presented by the manifold links between education and many import-
ant aspects of the life of societies;

Notes with satisfaction the activities designed to enhance the relevance of
curricula to cultural realities, to promote national languages and mother
tongues in instruction and to encourage more extensive recourse to the
cultural heritage;

Confirms the importance and contemporary relevance of the activities
proposed in connection with education and communication, in particular
those whose purpose is to foster the use of the communication media to
broaden the scope of educational action;

Reasserts the importance of the activities relating to science and tech-
nology teaching (Programme V. 2), in particular the proposals concerning
research and experimental pilot projects likely to contribute significantly
to the strengthening of the scientific and technological capabilities of de-
veloping countries;

Expresses its keen interest in Programme V. 3 designed to improve the
interaction between education and productive work, to expand and improve
technical and vocational education and to help to co-ordinate national edu-
cation and employment policies;

Considers favourably the proposals concerning the promotion of physical
education and sport;

Reaffirms the value of the activities devoted to higher education (Pro-
grammes V. 5 and V. 6), in particular those relating to the harmonization
of its essential functions, namely research and training;

Notes with satisfaction that Major Programme V, whose purpose is to help
make education more relevant to the needs of society, complements Major
Programmes II and IV, and welcomes the clear connections between those
three major programmes, based as they are on an overall design for edu-
cation in which a happy balance is struck between continuity and innovation;

Major Programme VI - The sciences and their application to development

Notes with satisfaction that Major Programme VI (The sciences and their
application to development) associates in one programme the fields of the
natural sciences, the social and human sciences, the engineering sciences
and technology;

Stresses that this association should help to bring about interdisciplinarity,
while at the same time promoting research, training and international co-
operation in the various fields of knowledge;

Approves the activities under the different programmes designed to pro-
mote fundamental and applied research, university and postgraduate train-
ing, the strengthening of national, regional and international research and
training institutions, and the development of regional and international co-
operation, in particular by establishing closer links with the relevant sci-
entific and technical communities and non-governmental organizations;

Expresses the wish that special emphasis be placed on the training of tech-
nicians and more especially senior laboratory technicians, in connection
with the activities concerning the training of technicians provided for under
Subprogramme V. 3. 3 relating to the expansion and improvement of tech-
nical and vocational education;

Also expresses the wish for a continuation of the efforts to increase par-
ticipation by women specialists in all science and technology training and
co-operation activities;
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60. Stresses in particular the contribution of the activities envisaged under
Programmes VI. 4 and VI. 5 to the development of the social and human
sciences, the evaluation and inventorying of research work in the differ-
ent regions, and the organization of regional intergovernmental confer-
ences on the development of the social and human sciences and on the
ability of these sciences to elucidate the crucial problems of our time;

61. Recommends that the activities of this major programme should include
the development of co-operation and exchanges: among training and re-
search institutions in countries which have similar higher education
systems or are placed in similar situations, exploring more systematically
the opportunities offered by this form of co-operation; among scientists
in developing countries, with a view to co-ordination of their research
resources, which would permit the co-ordinated study of common prob-
lems; among the industrialized countries themselves, and between
industrialized and developing countries;

62. Reaffirms the importance of the key areas in science and technology
(informatics, applied microbiology and technology, renewable energies)
that have been selected, the activities envisaged for which under Pro-
gramme VI. 3 are essential for the formulation of national strategies for
research, training and application, information exchange, the training of
specialists and the choice, adaptation and development of technologies;

63. Stresses in particular the importance of informatics as an essential tool
in scientific and technological research, with applications which are in-
creasingly extending to include industry, the tertiary sector and education,
micro-informatics in particular being specially suited to these different
applications and to the learning of technologies by a varied public;

64. Approves the series of activities envisaged under Subprogramme VI. 3.1
relating to the development of informatics as a discipline, its applications
and their consequences, the teaching of its various technologies (particularly
in micro-informatics) and the training of specialists, bearing in mind the
possibility of establishing an interim intergovernmental committee; and
notes for the record that these activities are distinct from those proposed
in the information field under Programmes VII. 1 and VII. 2;

65. Considers that a second Intergovernmental Conference on Strategies and
Policies for Informatics (SPIN II) would be in a position to meet its objectives
and fulfil the hopes placed in it only if Unesco assumed the main responsi-
bility for its preparation and staging, and recommends accordingly that
the discussions with the Intergovernmental Bureau for Informatics
(IBI) should be resumed on a new basis, bearing in mind, in accordance
with Unesco practices and regulations relating to the convening of a con-
ference of that category, the need for full participation by the approxi-
mately 120 Member States of Unesco which are not members of IBI and
in a spirit of co-operation such as guided the organization of the SPIN I
conference, with a view to a possible decision in due course on the
practical arrangements for holding a SPIN II conference;

Major Programme VII - Information systems and access to knowledge

66. Fully supports the activities planned under Major Programme VII (Infor-
mation systems and access to knowledge), the central component of which
is the General Information Programme, and notes with satisfaction their
interdisciplinary and intersectoral character, the balance which they
strike between the fields of scientific and technical information, libraries
and archives, and their full compliance with the guidelines and strategy
of action laid down in the Medium-Term Plan for 1984-1989;

67. Emphasizes in particular the significance of the activities proposed with
a view to developing the conceptual framework of UNISIST and thus pro-
moting greater compatibility and interconnection between information

tary software packages for micro-computers, and assisting the develop-
ing countries to establish their own data bases and banks, while facilitat-
ing access to international sources of information;

Welcomes the more operational orientation thus given to UNISIST;

Notes with satisfaction the steps taken to establish the Regional Network
for the Exchange of Information and Experience in Science and Technology
in Asia and the Pacific (ASTINFO), and the measures proposed to strengthen
co-operation in the field of information in other regions;

Considers that these activities should be implemented in close co-
ordination with those planned under other major programmes, particularly
Major Programme VI as regards information on new and renewable energy
sources, while maintaining a suitable balance between modern--especially
computer-based--and traditional means of information;

Considers that the problem of development, which lies at the centre of
the world’s problems, concerns all modern societies, whether industrial-
ized or developing;

Notes that, in accordance with the lines of emphasis of the Medium-Term
Plan, Programme VIII. 1 (Study and planning of development) reflects the
need to take into consideration the various aspects connected with the
universal dimension of development and the need to consider in greater
depth the constraints and factors of both internal and external origin on
which the development of societies depends;

Considers that the programme for the study of development, by throwing
new light on the problems of development and international relations
through its interdisciplinary approach, will make possible a more
thorough consideration of the question of setting up a new international
economic order and that of the consequences of the activities of trans-
national companies, particularly in the spheres of competence of the
Organization;

Considers further that the question of improved participation by popu-
lations in development should be accorded appropriate attention in the
framework of Programme VIII. 1;

Notes that the activities foreseen under Major Programme VIII are such
as to give concrete form to one of the essential lines of emphasis of the
Medium-Term Plan, namely, the strengthening of the integration of the
conceptual and operational aspects of the Organization’s action;

Emphasizes the importance of the activities foreseen under
Programmes VIII. 2 (Co-operation with Member States with a view to
identifying priority projects for development) and VIII. 3 (Implementation
of action for development);

Stresses the importance of the role to be played by national specialists in
regard to the identification of needs and priority projects for development,
and considers that the activities foreseen are such as to strengthen the
Organization’s co-operation with Member States in this field;

Takes note of the priority given to the fellowships programme, while con-
sidering that this programme should be accorded increased resources;

Considers that the activities provided for to promote subregional and re-
gional capacities for training and receiving fellowship holders are such
as to help prevent the brain drain, which is a problem that seriously
affects the developing countries and whose complex nature calls for studies
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in the social and human sciences and an interdisciplinary approach, linked
in particular with the activities proposed in the field of education and
training;

80. Considers that the pilot projects envisaged constitute an extension of
action-oriented reflection and that they are of such a nature as to give
rise to innovative solutions to the development problems arising in the
Organization’s fields of competence, and approves the criteria proposed
for their formulation and selection;

81. Welcomes the interdisciplinary and intersectoral approach adopted in the
planning of the proposed activities and stresses the need to establish close
co-operation, at the implementation stage, with other major programmes,
particularly Major Programmes I and XI;

82. Invites the Director-General to pay special attention, in the implementa-
tion of Major Programme VIII, to effective co-ordination with the pro-
grammes of other organizations of the United Nations system, so that the
various respective activities can reinforce one another;

83. Stresses the priority to be given to the particularly disturbing situation
of the least developed countries;

84. Emphasizes the importance of technical co-operation among developing
countries which are often faced with problems of the same nature and for
whom the pooling of resources, the convergence of efforts and the reciprocal
exchange of experience open up many promising prospects for co-operation
for development, and considers that the activities envisaged in the frame-
work of Major Programme VIII are such as to promote the identification
of those fields which lend themselves best to such co-operation and to
facilitate the mobilization of the human and financial resources required
to implement it;

Major Programme IX - Science, technology and society

85. Considers that the activities proposed under Major Programme IX (Science,
technology and society) make an essential contribution to the knowledge of
present-day trends in science and technology, to the mastery of scien-
tific and technological progress by societies and to the focusing of
science and technology on satisfying the needs and aspirations of
mankind;

86. Notes with satisfaction that the activities proposed under Programme IX.1
(Study and improvement of the relationship between science, technology
and society) put emphasis on analysis and evaluation of the social conse-
quences of scientific research and of the applications of science and tech-
nology, consideration being given to the ethical aspects;

87. Approves of the gradual establishment, in the various regions, of inter-
disciplinary study panels on scientific and technological development, on
the acquisition and adaptation of technologies and on the social orienta-
tion of technological progress and considers that their activities will
contribute to the strengthening of interregional co-operation;

88. Approves of the stepping up of science and technology extension work
and the arrangements for which provision is made both to improve public
information on the relationship between scientific and technological re-
search and the arms build-up and to encourage an awareness of the role
and action of scientists in support of disarmament;

89. Reaffirms the necessity of basing activities relating to science and tech-
nology policies on the needs, aspirations and social, economic and cul-
tural situations of the societies that they are to serve;
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90. Approves the proposals relating to the organization of the forthcoming
Conferences of Ministers Responsible for the Application of Science and
Technology to Development (CAST) and stresses the contribution of
these conferences to the development of subregional, regional and inter-
national scientific and technological co-operation;

91. Approves the initial arrangements made in connection with training in
scientific and technological development policy and planning, in par -
ticular in the form of the establishment in Asia of the first network of
units for teaching and research in these spheres;

Man and the Biosphere and programmes of the Intergovernmental

to take the water-resources aspect into consideration when implement-

X. 7 (Urban systems and urbanization) and X. 9 (Environmental education
and information);

Renews its support for the activities of Programme X. 4 (The ocean and
its resources), emphasizing the role that Unesco and its Intergovern-
mental Oceanographic Commission should play within the United Nations
system in the marine. sciences, and expresses the wish that these
activities be augmented, with a view to further development of the
studies on ocean dynamics and the role played by the ocean in climate
change and with a view to the reinforcement of regional and national
structures for research and training in the marine sciences;

Stresses the need for close co-ordination between Programme X. 5
(Management of coastal and island regions) and Programmes X. 4 (The
ocean and its resources) and X. 6 (Land-use planning and terrestrial
resources), and also between Programme X. 8 (The natural heritage)
and Programme XI. 1 (Cultural heritage);

Restates the importance of the Intergovernmental Programme on Man
and the Biosphere (MAB) as an ideal means of action for Programmes X.6
(Land-use planning and terrestrial resources), X. 7 (Urban systems and
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urbanization) and X.8 (The natural heritage) and its role in Programme X.9
(Environmental education and information), and emphasizes the strength-
ening of its operational character and the collaboration within it between
all disciplines of the natural, social and human sciences, through the
unity of conception and management of the programme’s activities;

Major Programme XI - Culture and the future

Approves the activities proposed under Major Programme XI (Culture
and the future) and welcomes the measures to be taken to implement
the main conclusions and recommendations of the World Conference on
Cultural Policies (MONDIACULT, Mexico City, 1982);

Is of the opinion that these activities, founded on the recognition of the
equal dignity of all cultures, should contribute effectively to the pro-
motion of cultural identities and to the strengthening of international
cultural co-operation;

Recalls that these activities should be carried out in accordance with an
interdisciplinary approach and in close co-ordination with those proposed
under other major programmes, particularly Major Programmes I, II,
III, VI, IX and XIII;

Recalls that Unesco’s responsibilities as regards its contribution to the
maintenance of peace and security through activities in its fields of com-

133. Fully conscious, on the one hand, of the immense need for the Organ-
ization’s services in the fields of education, science, communication
and culture, both in the developing and in the developed countries and,
on the other, of the financial constraints confronting many Member
States at present,

134. Notes that the budgeting techniques used to prepare document 22 C/5
are in accordance with resolution 38. 1 adopted by the General Confer-
ence at its twenty-first session and with the guidelines laid down by the
Board in 114 EX/Decision 8.3, namely:

(a) use of the constant dollar value in making the budget estimates;

(b) calculation of the effect of inflation in 1981-1983 on the budget
estimates for 1984-1985;

(c) application of the principle of full budgeting, consisting of calculat-
ing the anticipated inflation costs for the whole of the 1984-1985
biennium; and

(d) separate treatment of currency fluctuation by including a provision
for this in Part VIII of the budget;

135. Takes note that the Director-General has kept to the overall growth rate
of 6 per cent in real terms over the 1982-1983 base (excluding inflation
and currency fluctuation) that the General Conference laid down in res-
olution 3/01, adopted at its fourth extraordinary session, as a working
hypothesis for the preparation of the Draft Programme and Budget for
1984-1985 (22 C/5);

136. Notes with satisfaction that, in accordance with the provisions of resol-
ution 3/01 adopted by the General Conference at its fourth extraordinary
session, the budget ceiling proposed by the Director-General includes a
sum of US $1,000, 000 to finance draft resolutions submitted by Member
States and approved by the General Conference;

137. Takes note of the Director-General’s intention to continue to keep under
constant review the trends in inflation and the exchange rate of the
United States dollar and to submit revised budget estimates, should
these trends or other events so justify, prior to the final approval of
the budget by the General Conference at its twenty-second session, in
accordance with the provisions of Article 3.4 of the Financial
Regulations; :

138. Recommends that the General Conference give favourable consideration
to the measures contemplated by the Director-General for keeping within
strict limits the expenditure provided for under Parts I, III, IV, V and
VI of document 22 C/5, while maintaining the effectiveness of programme
execution;

139. Draws the attention of the General Conference to the format of the draft
appropriation resolution, the text of which is virtually identical to the
appropriation resolution adopted at the twenty-first session, with the
exception of:

GENERAL OBSERVATIONS

Notes that the examination of the Draft Programme and Budget for 1984-
1985 gave rise to an extremely wide-ranging, detailed and fruitful debate,
during which the members of the Executive Board made observations and
comments and put forward suggestions which showed a wide consensus,
at the same time revealing certain differences of viewpoint, notably as
regards Major Programme XIII;

Also notes that, in accordance with the timetable which it drew up at its
111th session, the Executive Board, as the Director-General emphasized
in his reply to the debate, will not present its recommendations on the
proposed budget ceiling for 1984-1985 until its 117th session;

Particularly recommends that the General Conference, when it
examines the Draft Programme and Budget for 1984-1985, take note,
in addition to the observations and recommendations made above by the
Executive Board, of the Director-General’s oralpresentation of the Draft
Programme and Budget for 1984-1985, of the summary records of the
debate of the Executive Board and of the reply of the Director-General
to the debate, as well as of the report of the Finance and Administrative
Commission of the Board, at its 116th session, these texts being repro-
duced in document 22 C/INF. 7.

5 .4 .1 Jerusalem and the implementation of 21 C/Resolution 4/14 (116 EX/18
and Add. 1 and Add. 2 and 116 EX/50)

The Executive Board,

1. Recalling all the resolutions and decisions adopted by the Unesco General
Conference and Executive Board on the preservation of cultural property
in Jerusalem, in particular 21 C/Resolution 4/ 14,

2. Recalling that in 21 C/Resolution 4/14, the General Conference invited
the Executive Board to review developments in the situation regarding
Jerusalem and to take any measures that it might consider appropriate,
and invited the Director-General to keep a constant watch on the execution
of the resolutions and decisions concerning Jerusalem,

3. Observing with deep disquiet that in addition to the tragic machine-gun
attack in the Al-Aqsa Mosque on 13 April 1982, in which there were
several victims among the faithful and damage to the Holy Sanctuary of
the Mosque, the Mosque has again, in 1983, been the object of an
attempted attack on the part of a group of Jewish religious extremists,
and that there has been a substantial theft of rare historical objects
from the Jerusalem Museum,

4. Considering with dismay that the responsibility for all these acts lies with
the occupying authority which, where there has not been actual complicity,
has omitted to take the necessary preventive and protective measures,

5. Having noted the Director-General’s report contained in document
116 EX/18, especially paragraphs 4 . 1 , 4 , 2 , 6 .2 , 6 .3 , 6 .4 , 7, 8, 9,
10. 2 and 10.4,

6. Observing with deep disquiet that the picture painted by the report is
largely as follows:
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(a) Israel persists in its refusal to conform to the Unesco resolutions
and decisions stipulating that there should be a halt to the excavations
and to all work in progress which affects or modifies the historical
and cultural character of the monuments and sites of the city of
Jerusalem,

(b) the consequence of this negative attitude is to allow destruction,
alteration and other serious threats to the unique historical
character of the city of Jerusalem,

(c) the large-scale building work in progress is in grave danger of
marring the whole landscape of the city for a long time to come,

(d) not only have the archaeological excavations in progress since 1967
not been suspended but are being pursued on an ever-increasing scale,
thereby causing irreparable damage to the city of Jerusalem,

(e) in particular, the Haram al-Sharif, which has already been damaged
as a result of the holes and tunnels that have been dug beneath it, re-
mains exposed to more serious dangers, a situation that justifies the
anxiety of all communities, especially Muslim circles,

Considering with emotion that new forms of Judaization of the Arab city
of Jerusalem can be seen, with the settlement of small Jewish religious
communities in houses in the vicinity of the Haram al-Sharif, which is
seen as a first step towards eventually occupying the Haram al-Sharif
itself,

Considering that this new situation is likely to exacerbate the tensions
that already exist,

Reaffirms the previous resolutions and decisions of the General Confer-
ence and the Executive Board concerning cultural property in Jerusalem;

Strongly condemns Israel’s persistent refusal to implement those resol-
utions and decisions, its deliberate policy of Judaization and annexation
of the city of Jerusalem and the acts of aggression committed against the
Al-Aqsa Mosque;

Notes with satisfaction the decision of the World Heritage Committee to
include the Old City of Jerusalem and its walls on the List of World
Heritage in Danger;

Invites that Committee to continue taking action to safeguard Jerusalem,
in accordance with the provisions of the Convention for the Protection of
the World Cultural and Natural Heritage;

Thanks the Director-General for his efforts to secure implementation of
Unesco’s resolutions and decisions on the question of Jerusalem;

Invites him to extend Unesco’s necessary assistance for the safeguarding
of the historical and religious heritage of Jerusalem, including the
archives kept in the Al-Aqsa Library.

5 .4 .2 Fifth report of the Director-General on the preparation of projects for the
protection, preservation, restoration and presentation of the cultural heritage

4. Authorizes the Director-General, after conclusion of an appropriate
agreement with the Government of the People’s Republic of Bangladesh
on the ways and means of implementing the projects, to launch an appeal
for international solidarity in support of the safeguarding of the ancient
monuments and site of Paharpur Vihara and those of the historic mosque-
city of Bagerhat, in particular the Shait Gumbad Mosque and an
archaeological park at the site.

5 .4 .3 Proposals for the implementation of the Convention on the Means of
Prohibiting and Preventing the Illicit Import, Export and Transfer of
Ownership of Cultural Property (116 EX/CR/CLT/l and 116 EX/20)

The Executive Board,

1. Having examined the report of the Committee on Conventions and Recom-
mendations on proposals for the implementation of the Convention on the
Means of Prohibiting and Preventing the Illicit Import, Export and Transfer
of Ownership of Cultural Property (116 EX/20),

2. Having noted with satisfaction the progress made since 15 September 1978
in implementing the Convention which, as at 10 June 1983, has been rati-
fied or accepted by fifty-two states,

3. Considering that action against illicit traffic in cultural property urgently
needs to be strengthened at the international and national levels,

4. Considering that the action proposed by the Committee on Conventions and ’
Recommendations in pursuance of 20 C/Resolution 4/7.6/4 of the General
Conference can improve the implementation of the Convention,

5. Endorses the following proposals:

(a)

(c)

that all states which have not yet done so should become Parties to
the Convention on the Means of Prohibiting and Preventing the Illicit
Import, Export and Transfer of Ownership of Cultural Property. In
particular, those states which have so far considered that they could
not become Party to the Convention because they felt that certain of
its provisions raised problems, should be invited to review the
question in the light of the experiences acquired by some countries
which have surmounted similar problems;

that states should enter into regional agreements which would protect
the cultural heritage of the region to which they belong. Such agree-
ments could specify that the illicit export of cultural property orig-
inating from any state in the region would be prohibited and any action
designed to bring about such illicit traffic would be punished by any
state in that region;

REGULATIONS FOR THE McLUHAN TELEGLOBE CANADA AWARD

1. Establishment

ANNEX

The McLuhan Teleglobe Canada Award (hereinafter referred to as ‘the
Award’) is established by the Canadian Commission for Unesco, in co-
operation with Unesco and with the assistance of the other National Com-
missions for Unesco, as a tribute to the memory of Marshall McLuhan.

2. Funding

The Award is established in association with Teleglobe Canada, a Canadian
crown corporation which provides Canada’s international telecommunication
services and co-ordinates these services with those of other countries, which
is funding the Award.
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3. Purpose of the Award

The Award will recognize any work or action that will have contributed in
an exceptional manner to furthering a better understanding of the influence
exerted by communications media and technology on society in general and in
particular, on its cultural, artistic and scientific activities.

4. Value

The Award shall consist of a sum of fifty thousand (50,000) Canadian
dollars and of a commemorative medal.

5. Periodicity

The Award shall be offered every two years, the first Award being offered
in 1983. The Jury may, however, decide that no award shall be attributed in
any given year.

6. Eligibility

The Award may be attributed to an individual or to a group of identified
individuals working as a team. Institutions, organizations or corporations are
not eligible. No individual or group of individuals may receive the Award more
than once.

7. Selection of the laureate

7.1 The selection of the individual or individuals to whom the Award shall
be attributed shall be made by a jury of five persons, who shall be Canadian
citizens, appointed by the Executive Committee of the Canadian Commission
for Unesco for each year in which the Award will be offered.

7.2 The Director-General of Unesco may appoint a representative to sit
on the Jury as an observer without the right to vote.

7.3 All members of the Jury shall serve in their personal and private
capacity. The Jury shall act as an independent body and its decisions shall
be final.

7.4 Secretarial assistance to the Jury shall be provided by the Canadian
Commission for Unesco.

8. Nomination procedure

8.1 Nominations of candidates may be submitted by the National Com-
missions of all Member States of Unesco and, in Member States where no
National Commission exists, by the national body, in these states, that is
recognized by Unesco as performing functions equivalent to those of a
National Commission.

8.2 National Commissions or national bodies referred to under 8.1 are
invited to nominate candidates after consultation with the governmental bodies
and non-governmental organizations involved in communications in their
country.

8.3 Each National Commission or national body referred to under 8.1
may nominate from one to a maximum of three candidates or groups of
candidates.

8.4 National Commissions or national bodies referred to under 8.1 may
nominate candidates who are nationals of or resident in their country or
nationals of or resident in other countries.

8.5 The same individual or group of individuals may be nominated by
more than one National Commission or national body referred to under 8. 1.
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8.6 National Commissions or other national bodies referred to under 8.1
may make joint nominations.

8.7 Nominations shall be submitted to the Secretary-General of the
Canadian Commission for Unesco (Ottawa, Canada), and shall be accompanied
by the following, in respect of each candidate:

(i) a complete biographical statement;

(ii) a detailed list of the nominee’s achievements, together with samples
of his/her most important works;

(iii) a brief assessment of the nominee’s achievements based on the pur-
pose of the Award as described above;

(iv) the submission sheet attached to the Regulations, duly completed.

8.8 Documents in support of each candidature, with the exception of
samples of works, shall be submitted in English or French.

9. Announcement and closing date

The Award shall be officially announced by the Canadian Commission for
Unesco in a communication to the National Commissions of the Member States
of Unesco and to the other national bodies referred to under 8.1 above. This
communication shall include the text of the Regulations for the Award and an
indication of the official closing date for the submission of candidates.

10. Presentation of the Award

The presentation of the Award shall take place at a place and date to be
announced by the Canadian Commission for Unesco. The laureate will be invited
as a guest of the Commission and of Teleglobe Canada,

11. Amendments to the Regulations

The present Regulations shall be reviewed by the Executive Committee of
the Canadian Commission for Unesco, and amended as necessary, prior to
the announcement of each successive Award.
