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INVITATIONS TO THE MEETING OF THE SPECIAL COMMITTEE OF 
GOVERNMENTAL EXPERTS TO PREPARE A DRAFT RECOMMENDATION 

TO MEMBER STATES ON THE SAFEGUARDING OF FOLKLORE 

SUMMARY 

Pursuant to resolution 15.3 adopted by the General Conference at 
its twenty-fourth session and in accordance with the provisions 
of the Regulations for the general classification of the various 
categories of meetings convened by Unesco, the Director-General 
iS submitting proposals to the Executive Board concerning 
invitations to the above-mentioned meeting of the Special 
Committee of Governmental Experts. 
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Introduction 

1. According to the terms of resolution 15.3 which it adopted at its 
twenty-fourth session, the General Conference: 

‘1. Decides that the question of the safeguarding of folklore should be 
the subject of a recommendation to Member States; 

2. Invites the Director-General to convene a special committee of 
technical and legal experts appointed by Member States to draw up 
the final draft for submission to the General Conference at its 
twenty-fifth session in 1989.’ 

Purpose of the meeting 

2. As stated in paragraph 2 of the aforementioned resolution 15.3, the 
purpose of the meeting of the Special Committee is to draw up a draft 
recommendation on the safeguarding of folklore for submission to the General 
Conference at its twenty-fifth session and to suggest steps to be taken at 
national and international level to ensure the inventory, 
conservation 

collection, 
, preservation, utilization and protection of folklore. 

Category of the meeting 

3. By virtue of the Regulations for the general classif ication of the 
various categories of meetings convened by Unesco (hereinafter called ‘the 
Regulations’), this meeting comes in the category of ‘intergovernmental 
meetings other than international conferences of States’ (category II) and 
consequently the chief participants will represent their governments. 

Date and place of the meeting 

4. The meeting will be held at Unesco Headquarters in Paris during the first 
half of 1989 for five working days. 

Participants 

_ 5. In accordance with the provisions of the above-mentioned Regulations 
regarding category II meetings, it is for the Executive Board to take 
decisions on invitations to the meeting. 

Member States and Associate Members (Article 21.1 
of the Regulations) 

6. Under the terms of Article 21, paragraph 1, of the Regulations, the 
Executive Board, on the Director-General’s proposal and subject to the 
applicable regulations, decides on the Member States and Associate Members 
whose governments are to be invited to the meeting. 

7. In accordance with the provisions of the above-mentioned article, the 
Director-General proposes that all Member States and Associate Members should 
be invited to participate with the right to vote. 

States not members of Unesco (Article 21.3 of the Repulations) 

8. According to Article 21, paragraph 3, of the Regulations, the Executive 
Board may designate non-Member States to be invited to send observers to the 
meeting. At the time of drafting this document, and taking into account 
Resolution 22.1 adopted by the General Conference at its twenty-fourth 
session, the list of States that are not members of Unesco but which are 
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members of at least one organization of the United Nations system is as 
follows : Brunei, Cook Islands, the Republic of Djibouti, the Holy See, 
Kiribati, Liechtenstein, Nauru, Singapore, Solomon Islands, Tuvalu, United 
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Island, United States of America and 
Vanuatu. 

9. Moreover, the Director-General proposes that States which might become 
members of any one of the organizations of the United Nations system before 
the opening of the meeting should be invited as observers. 

African liberation movements reconnized by the Orpanization of 
African Unity (Article 7A of the Repulations)- 

10. Under the terms of Article 7A of the Regulations, the Executive BoarQ 
decides which African liberation movements recognized by the OAU are to be 
invited to send observers to the meeting. 

11. At the t?.me of drafting this document, the liberation movements 
recognized by the OAU were as follows: 

African National Congress (ANC) 
Pan Africanist Congress (PAC) 
South West Africa People’s Organization (SWAPO) 

The Palestine Liberation Organization recopnized bv the Leapue 
of Arab States (Article 7B of the Regulations) 

12. Under the terms of Article 7B of the Regulations, the Executive Board 
invites the Palestine Liberation Organization (PLO), recognized by the League 
of Arab States, to send observers to the meeting. 

International organizations (Articles 21.4 and 21.5 
of the Regulations 

(a) Orpanizations of the United Nations system with which Unesco 
has concluded mutual representation agreements (Article 21.4 
of the Repulations) 

13. The Director-General recalls that under Article 21.4 of the Regulations, 
the organizations of the United Nations system with which Unesco has concluded 
a mutual representation agreement, may send representatives to the meeting. 
These organizations are as follows:

14. Under the terms of Article 21, paragraph 5, of the Regulations, the Board 
may decide that the following shall be invited to send observers to the 
meeting: (a) organizations of the United Nations system with which Unesco has 
not concluded mutual representation agreements; 0) intergovernmental 
organizations; and (c) international non-governmental organizations, in 
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accordance with the Directives concerning Unesco ‘s relations with 
international non-governmental organizations. In pursuance of this text, the 
Director-General proposes that in view of the subject dealt with, the 
foilowing organizations should be invited to send observers to the meeting:

15. The Executive Board may, in view of these considerations, wish to adopt 
the following decision: 

‘The Executive Board, 

1. Having examined document 130 EX/13 

2. Decides : 

(i) to invite all Member States and Associate Members of Unesco to 
take part in the meeting of the Special Committee of 
governmental experts to prepare a draft recommendation on the 
safeguarding of folklore; 

(ii) to invite States that are not members of Unesco but which are 
members of one at least of the organizations of the United 
Nations system listed in paragraph 8 of document 130 EX/13 or 
which might become members of one of those organizations before 
the opening of the meeting to send observers to the meeting of 
the Committee; 

(iii) to invite the African liberation movements recognized by the 
OAU listed in paragraph 11 of 130 EX/13 to send observers to 
the meeting of the Committee; 

to invite the Palestine Liberation Organization recognized by 
the League of Arab States to send observers to the meeting of 
the Committee; 

to invite the organizations of the United Nations system with 
which Unesco has concluded a mutual representation agreement 
listed in paragraph 13 of document 130 EX/13 to send 
representatives to the meeting of the Committee; 

to invite the international organizations listed in 
paragraph 14 of document 130 EX/13 to send observers to the 
meeting of the Committee.’
