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1. Article 25 of the Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage, hereinafter “the 
Convention”, establishes a “Fund for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage”, hereinafter “the 
Fund”. Article 26.1  of the Convention calls upon the General Assembly of States Parties to determine, in the 
form of a uniform percentage, the amount of the contribution to be paid by States Parties, at least every two 
years, to the Fund. The Article also states that in no case this contribution of the States Parties should 
exceed one per cent of their contribution to the regular budget of UNESCO. 

2. The Assembly may wish to adopt the following resolution. 

DRAFT RESOLUTION 1.GA 4 

The General Assembly, 

1. Having examined document ITH/06/1.GA/CONF.201/4, 

2. Decides to set the uniform percentage referred to in article 26.1 of the Convention for the 
Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage at 1% for the period from [***] till [***].
