En la fecha limite del 15 de octubre se habian recibido 20 candidaturas de 19 ONG miembros de la
CCONG/EPT":

e Coordinadores internacionales: siete candidaturas que cumplian los requisitos.
e  Coordinadores regionales:
o Asia: dos candidaturas, de las cuales una cumplia los requisitos’.
o  Africa: seis candidaturas, de las cuales una cumplia los requisitos.
o  Estados arabes: una candidatura que cumplia los requisitos
o  Europay América del Norte: ninguna candidatura.
o  América Latina y el Caribe: una candidatura que cumplia los requisitos.
e Representantes de los miembros de la CCONG/EPT en su conjunto: dos candidaturas que
cumplian los requisitos.
