As you know, the district of Quehue has the privilege of having the last Inca suspension
bridge called Q’eswachaka, fully made of ichu or straw, over the Apurimac River, the
same that was declared as National Cultural Heritage of the Nation by means of
National Directorial Resolution No. 1112/INC dated August 5, 2009.

Since more than 500 years ago, the Q'eswachaka Inca Bridge has been renewed
