The term "Matenadaran” in Armenian literally means a repository of manuscripts. The
origination of Matenadaran is attributed to Mesrop Mashtots, the inventor of the Ar-
menian Alphabet at the beginning of the 5th century. During the years of the Armenian
Genocide, almost 30000 manuscripts were lost in Western Armenia. Nowadays, approx-
imately 31.000 Armenian manuscripts are kept in the museums and libraries of Yere-
van, Etchmiadzin and in many cities around the world (Jerusalem, Venice, Vienna, New
Jugha, Beirut, Moscow, Saint Petersburg, Tbilisi, London, New York, Los Angeles and
etc). The collection of Matenadaran in Yerevan comprises about 20.300 units. It covers
almost all branches of ancient and medieval Armenian science and culture.

Manuscripts in different languages such as Arabic, Persian, Greek, Assyrian, Latin, Ethio-
pian, Georgian, Hebrew and other languages can be found in Matenadaran.

The main building of Matenadaran was built between 1945-57, and the new building -
in 2011 on the occasion of the 500th Anniversary of Armenian Printing.

ARMENIAN GENOCIDE MEMORIAL COMPLEX

MEMOPWA NIbHbI KOMMNEKC MAMATK XEPTB

The Armenian Genocide Memorial Complex was built in Yerevan on the hill of Tsitser-
nakaberd. The Memorial Complex was built on the occasion of the 50th anniversary
of the Armenian Genocide between 1965-1967. In 1995, the Genocide Museum was
opened nearby, where the events of 1915 are displayed. Every year, on April 24, hun-
dreds of thousands of Armenians and foreigners gather here to commemorate the vic-
tims of the Armenian Genocide committed by the Turkish Government in the territory
of the Ottoman Empire in 1915. The year of 2015 is a year of demand for the Armenian
nation — the 100th anniversary of the Armenian Genocide.

The museum was reopened in April 2015 and presented to public with new exhibition
and new exposition spaces.

Religious buildings of Etchmiadzin and Zvartnots archeological site are witnesses of
the adoption of Christianity in Armenia and have had a great influence on the church
construction in the whole region.

Etchmiadzin Cathedral is the earliest domed Christian monument, which was built be-
tween 301-303 by the king Trdat Il (250-330 A.D.) and St. Grigor Lusavorich (St. Gregory
the Illluminator). With a cruciform plan, four altars and central dome, this setup is a great
contribution of the Armenian church architecture to the whole Christian architecture.

The churches of St. Hripsime (618), St. Gayane (630), St. Shogakat (1964) and St. Mariam
Astvatsatsin (1767) are also inscribed in UNESCO'’s Heritage List under this nomination.

On the way to Etchmiadzin from Yerevan, on the roadside, the ruins of Zvartnots, one
of the pillars of the Armenian architecture, are located. The aspiration of creating new
structures of cruciform, central-domed churches was crowned with a construction of
the masterpiece of the era — Zvartnots, which was built in the mid of the 7th century.

The History Museum of Armenia was founded in Yerevan in 1919 as an Ethnograph-
ic-Anthropological Museum-Library, and was opened to visitors on August 20, 1921.
At present, 381.199 archeological, ethnographic and historical objects are safeguarded
in museum, presenting the overall picture of the culture and history of Armenia from
prehistoric times (1 million years ago) until our days. The permanent exhibition of the
museum has 8323 exhibits.

“Garni” historical and cultural museum-reservation comprises a series of historical-cul-
tural structures and cultural values — the Castle of Garni (IlI-II cc. B.C.), a pagan temple
(77 A.D.), a bath-house with a mosaic floor, the ruins of palace and adjacent economic
structures, as well as the ruins of the seventh century church of St. Sion and the adjacent
chapel, the stone monument called “dragon” with a cuneiform inscription, a stone with
a Greek inscription, etc.

Geghard Monastery (4-13 centuries) is located 35 km to the south-east of Yerevan. The
foundation of the Monastery was ascribed to the first Armenian Catholicos of St. Grigor
Lusavorich (St. Gregory the Illuminator, approx. 257-331 A.D.) and, according to the
tradition, it was founded during the first years of adoption of Christianity as the state
religion in Armenia (the beginning of the 4th century).

The main part of the architectural complex was completed in the 13th century and
consisted of the main church (Katoghike), adjacent vestry, eastern and western cave
churches, funerary chambers of Proshyan princes, cells of different sizes and numerous
carved khachkars (cross-stones).

In 1927, the director of Yerevan State Conservatory A. Ter-Ghevondyan took the initia-
tive of establishing the opera studio and in 1932, by the decree of the Armenian SSR
Government the Theatre of Opera was founded, which, starting from 1940, has been
operating in a building designed by Alexander Tamanyan. The first opera performance

was Alexander Spendiaryan’s "Almast” opera which took place on 20 January, 1933.

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REPUBLIC SQUARE

The Republic Square is considered to be one of the masterpieces of the Armenian ar-
chitecture. It is the heart of the main plan designed by Alexander Tamanyan between
1924-1936. It includes administrative buildings — the Government house (architect Al-
exander Tamanyan, who was awarded posthumously by the state prize of the USSR in
1942), the second building of the Government where the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
and "Armenia Marriott” hotel are located. The building of the National Gallery and the
History Museum is yet another original architectural structure.

The artistic expressiveness of the buildings is complemented with the huge pool with
its “singing” fountains.
