Institutions in Latin America and the 
Caribbean such as The Latin American 
and Caribbean Network for the Rights 
of  Hospitalized and Under Treatment

The Latin American Parliament (Parlatino) 
has already accepted a legal framework 
and now decision-makers are awaiting 
the approval of  the Education Ministries 
of  each Latin American and Caribbeanna-
tion.
