Chapter 1 General Provisions

Article1 Objective

The purpose of these rules is to provide dinds for the effective
management of the Governing Board (hereinaftermedeto as “the

Asia-Pacific Region under the Auspices of UNESCGtéQory
2)( hereinafter referred to as "the Agreement")

Article 2 Scope of Application
The Board shall operate in accordance with theses unless
otherwise stated in specific rules of the Cultiedperties Protection
Law in the Republic of Korea or the Agreement.

Article3 Power
The Board shall review and approwatters determined by the
Agreement, and Legislation as well as other impartaatters of
the Centre's operation under the authority of tbarB.
