Summary Record of the Second Session 
of the Governing Board of CRIHAP
Opening Ceremony
The Second Session of the Governing Board of the International Training Center for Intangible Cultural Heritage in the Asia-Pacific Region under the Auspices of UNESCO (hereinafter referred to as the 2nd Session of the Governing Board) was held on the morning of Jun 17, 2013 in Chengdu, China. A total of 22 representatives attended the session. They are 10 members of the Governing Board of CRIHAP, including Mr. Wang Wenzhang, President of the Chinese National Academy of Arts, Director of China National Center for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage and Chairperson of the Governing Board of CRIHAP, and Mr. Lu Pintian, Deputy President of the Chinese National Academy of Arts, as well as 12 participants as observers including Mr. Wang Xuexian, Chairperson of the Advisory Committee of CRIHAP, Ms. Cecile Duvelle, Secretary of the Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage and head of the Section for Intangible Cultural Heritage, and representatives of Category 2 centers in Japan and Korea.
The session is a regular one in nature. On the meeting, the Work Report of CRIHAP for 2012 was examined and passed, the Work Plan for 2013 and other issues were approved. The opening ceremony of the session was presided over by Mr. Wang Wenzhang, Chairperson of the Governing Board.

Mr. Wang Wenzhang pointed out that since CRIHAP came into existence and went into operation in Beijing on Feb 22nd, 2012, it has built its capacity for safeguarding the intangible cultural heritage by ways of organizing international trainings, hosting or sponsoring international meetings and participating in international exchanges and corporations, and it has proactively promoted the 2003 Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage. With the efforts mentioned above, CRIHAP has developed into an important platform for exchanges and collaborations among countries in the Asia-Pacific Region, and it has played an active role in fulfilling China’s international obligations and promoting the cause of the intangible cultural heritage safeguarding in the Asia-Pacific Region and the world at large. 

After the opening ceremony, Mr. Lu Pintian, Member of the Governing Board, was entrusted by Mr. Wang Wenzhang to chair the meeting.

Item 1 on the Agenda: Adoption of the Agenda for the 2nd Session of the Governing Board 
The Secretariat of the meeting briefed the representatives about the agenda, and members of the Governing Board discussed the agenda. There were no further comments on this item.
Decision 2GB/1 adopted, with no amendments.

Item 2 on the Agenda: Approval of the Replacement of the Advisory Committee Member

As per the Agreement between the Government of the People’s Republic of China and UNESCO, the Governing Board is entitled to establish an Advisory Committee to provide necessary scientific advisory services for it and the Executive Committee. The proposal to establish an Advisory Committee was examined and approved on the Inaugural Session of the Governing Board. The Advisory Committee consists of 9 members including Mr. Zou Qishan, former Researcher of the Division of Multi-lateral Affairs, Bureau for External Cultural Relations, Ministry of Culture of the People’s Republic of China, as the representative of his bureau. Considering that Mr. Zou Qishan has retired and has been staying abroad as accompanying family member of his wife, the Bureau for External Cultural Relations proposed to have Ms. Zhang Ling, Deputy Director of the Division of Multi-lateral Affairs, to replace Mr. Zou Qishan in the Advisory Committee. There were no further comments on this item.
Decision 2GB/2 adopted, with no amendments.
Item 3 on the Agenda: Admission of the Name List of Observers
The Secretariat of the meeting read the name list of observers, and members of the Governing Board discussed it. There were no further comments on this item.
Decision 2GB/3 adopted, with no amendments.
Item 4 on the Agenda: Examination of the Report on the Work and the Final Accounts of CRIHAP for 2012
The Secretariat of the meeting elaborated on the work of CRIHAP in 2012. In the first year after its official establishment and beginning of operation, CRIHAP has conducted vigorous activities including organizing international trainings, participating in international exchanges and cooperation, hosting or sponsoring international conferences, promoting institution-building, thus laying a sound foundation for its future work. The financial budget of CRIHAP for 2012 was 4 million Yuan, and the money was reasonably used for the activities listed on the Work Plan for 2012.
Mr. Akio Arata, Director-General of International Research Center for Intangible Cultural Heritage in the Asia-Pacific Region under the Auspices of UNESCO (Category 2 center) pointed out that the correct English abbreviation of his center shall be “IRCI”. 
The Secretariat made corrections and there were no further comments on this item.

Decision 2GB/4 adopted, with no amendments.
Item 5 on the Agenda: Approval of the Work Plan and the Financial Budget of CRIHAP for 2013

The Secretariat introduced the Work Plan and Financial Budget of CRIHAP for 2013. In 2013, CRIHAP is supposed to put efforts in organizing international trainings, participating in international exchanges and cooperation, hosting or sponsoring international conferences, promoting institution-building, publicizing, developing new businesses and ensuring smooth carrying-out and continuity of the trainings and etc. The financial budget for this year is 6 million Yuan.
Mr. Timothy Curtis proposed to change “the Workshop on the Ratification of the 2003 Convention” to be “the Workshop on the Ratification and Implementation of the 2003 Convention”. 
The session reaffirmed the English abbreviation of International Research Center for Intangible Cultural Heritage in the Asia-Pacific Region under the Auspices of UNESCO to be “IRCI”. The Secretariat made corrections and there were no further comments on this item. 

Decision 2GB/5 adopted, with no amendments.
Item 6 on the Agenda: Approval of the Date of the 3rd Session of the Governing Board
The Secretariat suggested that the 3rd Session of the Governing Board be held in late February, 2013, and it sought approval from the Governing Board.

Mr. Timothy Curtis pointed out that in order to leave enough time for representatives to examine documents of the meeting, Category 2 centers should send documents earlier to participants before the session. The Secretariat promised to pay more attention to this point in the preparation for meetings in the future. There were no further comments on this item.
Decision 2GB/6 adopted, with no amendments.
Comments by Observers:
Observers recognized the achievements of CRIHAP in the first year and put forward several suggestions.

Mr. Samuel LEE, Director of International Information and Network Center for Intangible Cultural Heritage in the Asia-Pacific Region under the Auspices of UNESCO (Category 2 center in Korea), believed that the three Category 2 centers should make joint efforts to safeguard the intangible cultural heritage. He expected for continuous close cooperation among the three centers, and he hoped that repeated works could be avoided. He also suggested the three centers jointly organize an activity or a workshop annually, for instance, a workshop in Northeast Asia Region to discuss the way to safeguard the intangible cultural heritage.

Mr. Akio Arata, Director-General of International Research Center for Intangible Cultural Heritage in the Asia-Pacific Region under the Auspices of UNESCO (Category 2 center in Japan) agreed with the proposal for closer cooperation among Category 2 centers, and he said he was looking forward to seeing more preparations for further cooperation.

At the end of the session, Mr. Lu Pintian, Chairperson of the session and member of the Governing Board, expressed his thanks to the participants for their attendance and sincere suggestions. Mr. Lu emphasized that these suggestions could be of great importance for reference and guidance. He said that under the auspices of UNESCO, closer relations among CRIHAP, Category 2 centers in Japan and Korea would play a bigger role in the cause of the safeguarding of intangible cultural heritage in the Asia-Pacific region and the world at large.

Mr. Lu Pintian then declared the successful closing of the 2nd Session of the Governing Board, and invited all participants to take group photos.  
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
