An Act to establish an Australian Heritage Commission

PART I-PRELIMINARY

Commencement

2. This Act shall come into operation on the day on which it
receives the Royal AsSent.'

National Estate

. 4.(1) For the purposes 'of this Act, the national 'estate consists of
those places, being components 'of the natural environment of Austra-' .
lia or the cultural environment of Australia, 'that have aesthetic,
hislOric, scientific or social significance or other special value for
future generations as well as for the present community.

(lAI Without limiting the generality of subsection (I), a place that
is a component of the natural or cultural environment of Australia is
to be laken to be a place induued in the national estate if it has
sign"ificance or other special value for future generations as well as for
the present community because of. any of the following:

AUSTRALIAN HEIUTAGE COMMISSION '

Australian Heritllgp Cummission

6. There IS established by this Act a Commission by the 'name' of
the Australian Heritage Commission.

Functions of Commission

7. The functions of the Commission are:
(a) On ilS own motion or on the request of the Minister, to give

(c) to identify places inclut.!ed in the national estate and to pre­
pare a register of those places in accordance with Part IV;

(t.!) , to furnish advice and reports in accordance with Part V;
(da) subject to Part VA, to administer the National Estate Grants

Program, being the program devised for the grant by the
Commonwealth, in accordance with that Pan, of financial
assistance to the States and' internal Territories and to ap­
proved bodies for expenl,liture on National Estate projects; ,

(e) to further 'training ant.! education iii fields related to the
conservation, improvement' and presentation of the national,
estate; ,

(f) to make arrangements for the administration and control of
places includet.! in the national estate that are given or be-'
queathed .to the Commission; and

(g) to organize and .engage in research a!ld investigation necessary
for the performance of its other functions..

Consultation by Commission

8. The Commission shall, in the performance of its functions in
relation to any malter, and so far ,as it considers appropriate having
regard, to the nature, of the matter, consult with Departments and
authorities of the Commonwealth and of the States, local government,
authorities and. community and other organizations and, in particular,
without limiting the generality of the foregoing, shall consult with the
Director of National Parks and Wildlife in relation to any matter that
concerns the establishment or management of a park or reserve under
the National Parks and Wildlife Conservation Ad /975.

Departments and authorities to assist CommIssion

9. (1) All Departments and all authorities of the Commonwealth
shall give to the Commission such assistance in the carrying out of its
functions as is reasonably' practicable.

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PART III-CONSTITUTION AND MEETINGS OF THE
. COMMISSION

(2) All Departments and all authorities of the Commollwealth
shall comply with all reasonable requests for information made to
them by the Commission in the. performance of its functions.

l'owel"S of Commission

10. 0) The Commission' may do all things that are necessary or
convenient to be done for or in connexion. with the performance of its
functions and, in particular, without limiting the generality of the
foregoihg, the Commission may:

(a) enter into contracts; and
(b) . accept gifts, devises and bequests made to it, whether on trust

. or otherwise, and act as trustee of moneys or ·other property
vested'in it on trust.

(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act, any moneys or
property vested in the Commission upon trust shall be dealt with in

. accordance with the powers and duties of the Commission' as trustee..

6
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Nature of Commission

11. (1) The Commission:
(a) is a hody corporate with perpetual succession;
(b) shall have a common seal;
(c) may· acquire, hold and dispose of real and personal property;

and .
(d) may sue .and be sued in its corporate name.

(2) All courts,. judges and persons acting judicially shall take
judicial· notice of the common seal of the Commission affixed to a
document and shall presume that it was duly affixed.

Membership of Commission

12. (1) The Commission shall consist' of: .
(a) the Chairman; and
(b) riot fewer than 4 'nor more than 6 other Commissioners..

(1A1 A person who is the Secretary of a Department or the
Chairman of an authority of the Commonwealth may be appointed as
a Commissioner, but not more than 2 such persons shall liold office as
Commissioners at the one time.
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(2) The Commissioners shall be appointed by the Governor­
General as part-time Commissioners.

(3) The Chairman· and not fewer than one-half of the other
Commissioners· shall be persons who are not· full-time· officers or
employees of the Australian Public Service or full-time members,
officers or employees of an authority of the Commonwealth.

(4) The Commissioners, other than the representative Commis­
sioners, shall be persons having qualifications relevant to, or special
experience or interest in, a fielu related to the functions of the
Commission.· .

(5) For the purpose of making .recommendations to the Governor­
General for the appointment of Commissioners· referred to in ·para­
graph (I) (b), other than representative CommisSioners, the Minister
shall: .
, (a) have regard to the . desirability of the membership of the

Commission incluuing persons resident in different parts of
Australia; anu

(h) consult, so far as he·consiuers appropriate, with Ministers and
authorities of the States, local government authorities and
community and other organizations.

(7) The performance of the functions or the exercise of the powers
of the Commission is not affected by reason only of more than
one-half of the Commissioners, other than the Chairman, being, during
a period of .not more than 6 months,· persons who are officers or
employees· of the Australian Public Service or members, officers or
employees of an authority of the Commonwealth..

(8) For the purposes of this section, where an authority of the
Commonwealth is constituted by one person, that person shall be
deemed to he the Chairman, and a member, of the authority.

(9) For the purposes of this section, where an authority of the
Commonwealth is constituted by 2 or more persons none of whom is
called the Chairman, the person who normally ·presides at meetings of
the authority shall be deemed to be the Chairman. .

(101 The appointment of a Commissioner is not invalidated and
shall nm he called in question by reason of a defect or irregularity in,
or in connexion with, his appointment. . .

Term "foffice

13. (I) Subject to this Act, a Commissioner, other than·a
representative Commissioner, holds office for such period, being neit
more than 3' years, as the Governor-General specifies in the instrument
of his appointment, but is eligible for re-appointment.

(2) A person· shall not hold office under subsection (1) for a .
continuous period exceeding 6 ·years.

(4) A .representative Commissioner holds office· during the plea­
sure of the Governor-General.

.Rem unerlltion and allowances

14. (I) A Commissioner, other than a representative Commis­
sioner, anJ' a co·opted CommissiQner shall·be paid such remuneration
as is determineJ by the Remuneration Tribunal, but, if no determina­
titln of that remuneration by the Tribunal is in operation, he shall be
paid such' remuneration as is prescribed.

(2) A Commissioner shall be paid such allowances as are' pre­
scriheJ ..

(3) This section

Resignation

15. A Commissioner, other than a .representative Commissioner, .
may resign his office by writing signed by him and delivered to the
Governor-General, but .the resignation does not have effect until it is
accepteJ by the Governor-General.

Acting Chairman

.16. (I) The Minister may appoint a Commissioner: other than a
representative Commissioner, -to act as Chairman:

(a) during a vacancy in the office of Chairman; or
(b) during any perioJ. or Juring all periods, when the Chairman is

absent from Juty' or from AUstralia or, for any reason, is
unable to. perform the functions of his office;

hut a person 'appointed to act during a vacancy shall not continue so
to aet for more than 12 months. .

(2) The Minister may:
(a) determine the terms and conditions of appointment. including

remuneration and allowances, of a person' acting as Chairman;
and' .

(b) at any time terminate such an appointment.

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(3) Where a person is acting as Chairman in accordance with
paragruph (1) (b) and the office of Chairman becomes vacant while
lhal person is s'o acting, that person may continue so to act until the
Minister otherwise directs, the vacancy is ·filled or .a period of 12
months from the date on which the vacancy occurred expires, which- .
cvcr first happens,'

(4) The appointment oLa person to act as Chairman ceases to have
effect if he resigns thc appointment by writing signed· by him and

. dclivered to the Minister, but the resignation does not have effect until .
it is accepted by the Minister. .

(5) While the appointment of a person to act as Chairman remains
in force, he has, and may exercise, all the powers and shall perform all
the functions of the Chairman.

(6) The validity of anything done by a person acting as Chairman· .
shall not be called in question on the ground that the occasion for his
appointment had not arisen .or ·that the appointment had ceased to
h,\Ve effect.

17. (I) A representati~e Commissioner who is the ·Secretary of a
Department may, in writing, <luthorize an officer of that Department to
represent him at a meeting of the Commission.

(2) A representative Commissioner who is; or is deemed for the
purposes of section 12 to be, the Chairman of an authority of the
Commonwealth may, in writing, authorize another member of the
authority (if any) or an officer or employee of the authority to
represent him at a meeting of the CommisSion.

(3) . A person authorized· under subsection (I) or (2) to. represent a
Commissioner at a meeting is entitled to aitend the meeting in the
place of the Commissioner and, when so attending, shall be deemed to
be a Commissioner. .

Termination of appointment of Commissioner

18. (I) The Governor-General may terminate the appointment of'
a Commissioner, other than a rcpresentative Commissioner, by reason
of misbehaviour or physical or mental incapaCity, . .

(2) If <I Commissioner:
(a) not being a representative Commissioner, is absent, except with

the permission of the Minister, from 3 consecutive meetings of..
the COI:nmission; . .

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(b) becomes bankrupt or. applies to take the benefit of any law for
the relief of bankrupt or insolvent debtors, compounds "",ith
his creditors or makes ~n assignment of his remuneration for
their henefit; or

(c) fails to comply with his obligations under section 19;

the Governor-General shall terminate the appointment of the Commis­
sioner.
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Disclosure of Interest

19.. (I) A Commissioner who has a direct or indirect pecuniary
interest in a matter being considered or about to be considered by the
Commission, otherwise than as a member of, and in commOn with the
other members of, an incorporated company which consists of more
than 25 persons ami of which h'e is not a director, shall, as soon as
possible after the relcvant facts have come to his knowledge, disclose
the nature of his intercst at a meeting of the Commission.

(2) A Commissioner who is the member of an organizatiQ,n that

has a direct or indirect peclfniary or other special interest in a .matter
being considered or about to be considered by the Commission shall,
as soon as possihle after the relevant facts have come to his knowledge,

. disclose his membership of that organization and the nature of that
interest at a meeting of the Commission.

(3) This section applies to and in relation to a person deemed to
. be a Commissioner under subsection 11 (3) and a co-opted Commis­
sioner.

Meetings .

20. (1) The Commission shall hold such meetings as are necessary
for the performance of its functions. .

(2) The Chairman may at any time convene a meeting and shall
ensure that at .least4 meetings are held in each year.

(3) Where' the Minis~er reque~tS the Chairman to do so, the
Chairman 'snall forthwith convene a meeting.

(4) At a meeting,' a quorum is constituted by a number' of
Commissioners equal to a majority of the Commissioners for the time
bcing. holding office. .. .'

(5) The Chairman shall preside at all meetings at which he. is
present.

. (6) If the Chairman is not present at a meeting, the Commissioners
preserH shall elect one of their number to preside at the meeting..
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(7) ,Questions arising at a meeting shall be determined by a
majority of the votes of the Commissioners present and voting but the
vote shall be void and of no effect unless the majority of deliberative
votes are made by Commissioners referred to in subsection 12 (3).

, (8) The person presiding at a meeting has a deliberative vote and,
in the event of an' equality of votes, also has a casting vote.

'(9) In relation to a time when a' person is acting as Chairman,
references in this section to .the Chairman shall be read as references
to that person.

(10) If the Commission so determines, a CommiSsioner may
participate in, and' form part of a quorum at, a meeting of the
Commission !>y means of any of the following methods of communica- '
tion:' ' .

(a) telephone;,
(b) closed circuit television;
(c) another method of" commun,ication determined by, the Com­

mission.

(11) A determination of the Commission under subsection (Hi)
may be made in respect of a particular meeting, or in respect of all
meetings of the Commission.

(12) A Commissioner who participates in a meeting as provided by
suhsection (10) shall be taken for the purposes of this Part to be
present at the meeting.

(13) If the Commission sci determines, a resolution shall be iaken
to have been passed at a meeting of the Commission if" without
meeting, a majority of the number of Commissioners who would, if
present at a meeting of the Commission and entitled to vote on the
resolution at that meeting, have constituted a quorum of theCommis­
sion indicate agreement with the resolution, in accordance with the
method determined by the Commission.

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Co-optedCommissioncrs

21. (Ii Subject to this section, the Commissioner may appoint a
person to he a co-opted Commissioner for such period, -not exceeding
12 months, as the Commission determines.

(2) A person appoi nted under subsection (1) may take part in' the
<.ieliberations, of the Commission, but has no power to vote.

(3) For the purposes of the provisions of this Act, other than this'
section and sections 14 and 19, a person appointed under subsection
(1) shall not be regarded as a Commissioner.

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PART IV-THE REGISTER OF THE NATIONAL ESTATE

Register of th.e National Estate

22. (1) The Commission shall keep a register, to be known as the
Register of the National Estate, in which wi.1I be listed places included
in lhe national estate. .

(2) A place shall not be entered in ·the Register otherwise thali in
accordance with section 23 or subsection 25 (2). . .

(3). The Commission shall enter aplace in the Register by causing
'to be ·.entered in the Register a· description of the place sufficient .to
identify it and the date on which the entry is ~ad~. .

(4) A place shall not be removed from' the Register otherwise than'
in accoruance with section U or subsection 25 (5).

(5) Subject to subsection '(6), the Commission shall remove a place
from the Register by causing to be entered in the Register; against the

, description of that place. the statement' that the place has been. re­
moved from the Register antI the date on which the statement is
entered.

(6) TheCommission is to remove from the Register a place that is
part of a place tha't is in the Register (in. this subsection called the
"registered place" ) by causing to be entere!1 in the Register, against
the description of the registered place:

. (a) a description of lhe'first-mentioned place sufficient to. identify
it; ~nd .

(b) ,a statement that the place so described, being part of the
registered place, has been removed from the Register; and

(c) the date on which the statement is entered.

Entry of place In Register

23. .(1) Subject to'. thi~ ,section and to section' 25, where the,
~ommission considers that a place that is 'not in the Register should be

. recorded as part of the· national estate it shall enter the place iii the
Register. . .

(2) The Commission shall not enter a place in the Register in
. accordance with subsection (I) unless:

(a) it has, by public notice:

•
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(( (i) stated that it intends to enter the place in the Regis-
ter; . ,

(ii), given a description of the place suffiCient to identify
it;

(iii) notified persons of ,their right to make written objec­
, tion to the entry of. tlie place in the Register;

(iv)' specified the date by which such' objections are to be
, made, not being earlier than 3 months after the date

of publication of the notice in the Gazelle,; ,

(v) stated that although such objections may be made on
any ground, the Commission will, in, dealing with any
objection, give upmost consideration to the signifi­
cance of the place as part of the national estate;

(vi) stated ,that the Commission will supply, on request:
(A) if the location of the place can'not otherwise be

readily understood-a 'map of the place; and
(8) a statement regarding the'significance of the place

'as part of the ,national estate; and
,(vii) specified an address to which such' objections or

requests may be forwarded;
,(b) the date specified in that notice has passed; and

(c) if a person, has, not later th~n the date specified in that notice,
made written objection to the Commission to the entry of the
'place in the Re~ister, the Commission has given due conside'r-
ation to that objection. '

(2A) If:
(a) a person has, in accordance with a nOtice under' paragraph (2)

(a)" made written objection to the entry of a place in the
Register; and

(b) the Commission has not:
(i) if subparagraph (ii) does not apply-within a 'period'

of 12 months from the date,speci~ed in the notice; or
(ii) if, before the end of the period specified in

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(3) Where, after the gIVing of a' public notice referred to in,
paragraph (2) (a) in relation to a place but before the place has been
entered in 'the' Register; the CQmmission becomes of the opinion,
whether by reason of its consideration of objections or otherwise, that
the place, or a place forming part of ttie place, 'should not. be recorded
as part of the national estate, the Commission shall:

(ii) notify interested persons of their right to make writ­

ten objection to the decision;
(iii) specify the date 'by which such objections are to be

made, not being 'earlier than 3 weeks after the date of
publication of the notice in the Gautte;

(iv) state that, the Commission will, in dealing with any
objection, give upmost consideration to' the signifi­
cance of the place as part of the national estate;

(v) state that the Commission will supply, on requesi:,

readily understood-a map of the place; ,

. Notll1catIon before publication of public notice

23A. (I) Where the Commission intends to enter a place in' the
Register, the Commission must give notice of its intention to:

(a) all owners of real property situated at the place; and
(b) the local government authority for the area in which the place

is situated; .

at least. 7 days before a public' notice in respect of that place is
published under paragraph 23 (2) (a).' ..

(2) Where the number of owners to be given notice does not
exceed 50, the notice.is to be given by' personal letter sent to each .
owner.

(3) Where the number of owners to be given notice exceeds 50, the
notice may be given:.

(a) in accOrdance with subsection (2);'or
(b) in one or more of the following ways:

(i) by advertisement in local newspapers;
(ii) by letters addressed to "The owner" and left at the

address of each owner anhe place;
(iii) by displays in public buildings at or near the place.

(4) Notice to a local government authority is to be given by letter
sent to the authority at its address .
