4. Contributions to the Fund and other forms of assistance. made-available 1o th: Commitles may
be used only for such purposes as the Committee shall define. The Committes may accept
contributions to be used only for a certain programme or project, provided that the Committee shall
" have decided on the implementation of such programme or project. No political conditions may be
attached to contributions made to the Fund. = ‘

Article 16

1. Without prejudice to any supplementary voluntary coatribution, the States Partics to lhis'
Convention undertake to pay regularly, every two years, to the World Heritage Fund, contributions,
the amount of which, in the form of a uniform percentage applicable to all States, shall be determined
by the General Assembly of States Parties o the Convention, mesting during the sessions of the
General Conference of the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Orga.mzanon. This -
decision of the General Assembly requires the majonl.y of the States Parties present and voting, which
have not made the declaration referred to in paragraph 2 of this Article. -In no case shall the
i compulsary contribution of States Parties to the Convention exceed 1% of the coatribution to- the
Xy ; . Regular Budget of the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization.

2. However, each State referred to in Article 31 or in Article 32 of this Convention may declare, at
the time of the dcposu of its instruments of ratification, acceptance or acl::sslnn. that it shall ru:t be
bound by the provisions of paragraph | of this Article.

3. A State Party to the Convention which has made the declaration referred to in paragraph 2 of

this Article may at any time withdraw the said declaration by notifying the Dirzctor-General of the

: United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization. Hawever, the withdrawal of the

L declaration shall nat take effect in regard Lo the compulsory contribution due by the State until the
date of the subsequent General Assembly of States Parties to the Convention.
