BE IT ENACTED by the Legislative Assembly of Samoa in
Parliament assembled as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement-(l) This Act may be cited
as the Village Fono Act 1990.

(2) This Act shall come into force on such date as shall be
specified by the Head of State acting on the advice of Cabinet,
by Order.
