GO->SPIN is a dedicated UNESCO platform designed to
strengthen the Science, Technology and Innovation (STI)
systems of Member States, by providing tools for mapping
and analysing the national STl landscape and assessing
policies and implementation. GO->SPIN supports Member
States in collecting and analysing quantitative and
qualitative information on STI, while reinforcing capacities
for analysis and policy-making.

The GO-> SPIN methodology has become standard
practice for STl policy surveys worldwide. The open-access
GO->SPIN platform provides comprehensive information
on Member States'national STI systems with particular
empbhasis on the developing world.

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The UNESCO GO->SPIN Platform allows decision makers,
knowledge brokers, policy specialists, researchers and
society at large, to access a diverse set of legal and policy
instruments, quantitative data and qualitative information
on different dimensions of STl policies.

The GO->SPIN Platform focuses on developing countries
and their specific characteristics and needs, while
linking STI with the 2030 Agenda and the Sustainable
Development Goals.

The GO-> SPIN Platform provides graphic and
searchable tools for STI policy analysis and design,
combining indicators with qualitative policy information
including:

> Charts that depict the organization of STI systems in
Member States, and reflect different policy functions
(STI policy design, promotion, implementation and
assessment), as well as information and funding flows

P Thousands of operational STI policy instruments for
more than 50 countries, analysed across 24 different
dimensions

P> Legal frameworks for STI (laws, acts, decrees and
agreements) and inventories of STl organizations and
agencies

P> Over 300 STI indicators for all countries, with
continuous data over 60 years

P A digital library on STI policy including all relevant
documents produced by UNESCO

P> Special sections dedicated to ‘Gender in STI" and
‘Open Science’ policies, indicators and instruments
