Solutions inspired and supported by nature (“nature-based solutions”) use,
or mimic, natural processes to address contemporary water management
challenges, improve water security and deliver co-benefits vital to all aspects
of sustainable development.

& Nature-based solutions (NBS) are central to achieving the water-related Goal
and Targets of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development.

& NBS generates social, economic and environmental co-benefits, including
human health and livelihoods, food and energy security, sustainable economic
growth, ecosystem rehabilitation and biodiversity.

& Water management is still largely dominated by human-built (i.e. ‘grey’)
infrastructure, whereas the enormous potential for NBS remains under-utilized.
The goal is to find a better balance between green and grey solutions that
improve efficiency while minimizing costs.

& Eradication of poverty and the fulfiiment of all human rights depend on our
ability to meet development needs while protecting and preserving the
environment upon which all life depends.

& Sustainable water security will not be achieved through business-as-usual, and
NBS provide an essential means of moving beyond conventional approaches.
