Why do we need the SDGs for the attainment of equality, peace and justice?

Human trafficking generates billions of dollars while destroying millions of
lives. It trades in human beings — many of whom end up as sex slaves. One
woman is dedicated to stopping it.

Local governments have led the way in experimenting with new forms of
participatory decision-making, such as budgeting and planning. This goal calls
for an expansion of efforts to include every group in our communities.

For many of the world's indigenous people, loss of their traditional lands
threatens their survival and cultures. In Thailand, indigenous women are
fighting for justice and a future. Here's their story.

Weapons of mass destruction — nuclear, biological and chemical —have
plagued the human race since their invention and they still pose a threat
today.
