	In India, the Ministry of Culture has established over the last six decades, several autonoumous agencies that support sustainability and growth of cultural practices. For greater outreach, similar agencies work at provincial (or state) level in the area of language, culture, tribal welfare etc. In collaboration with such agencies -- IGN Mueseum of Man, Bharat Bhawan, Madhya Pradesh state cultural agencies, South Central Zone Cultural Center -- and University institutions like Educational Multi-media Research Center, Academic Staff College, departments of music, dance, fine arts etc., Madhukali organized seminars, workshops and confrences to enhance understanding of methods and strategies for safeguarding ICH practices. Bulk of participants in these events, hold professional association with various departments of government in the area of culture, training, education.

	As early as 2009, Madhukali planned a workshop to initiate professional ICH facilitation for those already working in field of culture, welfare and rehabilitation. Through direct participation or identification of experts, it has assissted at various levels, in successful organization of existing government schemes in the area of music and arts. The South Central Zone Cultural Center regularly seeks assistence in locating experts, learners etc. in Madhya Pradesh. Madhukali experts have served as Guru-s, resource-person and judge.  In 2010-11, Rashtriya Indira Gandhi Manav Sangrahalya and Madhukali organized three day Conference on the topic, Art as Vehicle of the Intangible. (http://omenad.net/articles/Om_conf10.htm) During its conference on Role of Instruments (http://omenad.net/articles/Om_conf09.htm), Madhukali identified the need of urgent action in preserving the essence of musical instruments through sustained provision of traditional raw material along with material-innovation to master craftsmen. This same idea was bolstered during several workshops organized in collaboration with cultural organizations.

	India has clear policies regarding freedom of cultural practices; it also has well-defined mechanisms and agencies fostering these. Madhukali has offerred assistence in area of its expertise -- Indian Classical Music & Dance -- to various governmental/ autonomous agencies. The first State Periodic Report is based on policy, functions and achievements of nodal agencies in securing nominations to representative list alongwith ngo-s identified for these cutural practices. Madhukali hopes to assist the nodal agencies in identification of problem-areas and practices in need of urgent safeguarding in the field of Indian classical music.

	Within its scope of expertise, Madhukali has identified that change in music-learning system has resulted in loss of skill, knowledge and community sustainibility. Reduction and change in learning time results in erosion of teachers/ practitioners. As result, every five years on an average, one classical / traditional musical instrument goes extinct. This narrows livelihood choices of master craftsmen and diverts next generation to more lucrative options. Community practitioners are forced to opt for mass-produced instruments and both crafstmanship and craftsman suffer. The core essence of Indian Music -- Raga-- is equally endangered. From a reprtory that grew to almost 650, less than fifty are in vogue today. Madhukali experts have innovated digital music script, Ome Swarlipi that allows notation of Indian music from KWERTY keyboard; have created portals for writing, exchange and discussion of ICM compositions. (http://www.omescribe.com/) It is hoped that aspects of music practice identified by Madhukali may be pursued for nomination in Safeguarding/ representative lists.

	Dedicated to preservation and promotion of Indian Classical Music and Dance, Madhukali was fortunate in having top musicians as its patrons. (http://madhukali.org/blog/artistes/) The organization was created as dedication to a legendary teacher-musician, so direct one-to-one relationship with the community of Indian music practitioners forms the very fabric. The scholar in question, Dr. Lalmani Misra was instrumental in first obtaining musical structures of Vedic Path (recitation), decipehring and preserving the musical notes in Vedic period for posterity, created Raga Sameshwari. Founder of Madhukali, Pt. Omprakash Chourasiya was involved in interviewing and recording the Vedic chanters. Dr. Misra had revived Vichitra Veena from near-oblivion and created a rational technique for string instruments. He also revived the practice of Dhrupad singing by oraganizing a national conference in which over a hundred parctitioners were invited. A long line of direct disciples and academic scholars thus are associated with Madhukali to meditate and resolve problems in the fled of classical music.

The organization greatly benefits from the experience of its Founder Director's experience as director of the state academy for music -- Ustad Allauddin Khan Sangeet Akademi. 
It organizes activities that maintain balance between academia, tradition, innovation and excellence. For example, its bringing togeher of pioneering women musicians on a single platform succeeded in highlighting the gender issues as well.

Representatives actively participated in discussions, mainly in ICH NGO Forum, and contributed in finalizing the NGO statements. One of Madhukali experts is in editorial board of HERITAGE ALIVE, the ICH NGO magazine. With music as common ground, it was easy for Madhukali experts to interact with participants. As music is intangible most of all arts, their experience with sustenance, dissemination and required delicacy in facilitation, could find immediate identification with most.

	The long and intense experience Madhukali enjoys, of working with communities of artistes, scholars, learners, craftsmen, facilitators and policy-makers, can provide insights into practices rooted in aesthetic expression. The diversity in the domain of Indian musical practice is  macrocosm that finds parallal in the external world. The deep first-hand understanding of threats and challenges for practices on brink of extinction enables Madhukali to provide advisory service regarding similar aesthetic practices elsewhere. It can, through sharing of expereinces along with other NGO-s, help the Convention retain a greater grasp of direction and requirements to strengthen the task of safeguarding ICH pracices. NGO-s, by their small informal structure are equipped to maintain direct evaluation at grass-root level. Madhukali scores through being an organization not mereley representing but comprising practitioners. It is committed to idea of safeguarding not as matter of principle but for the very survival of its practices. It may serve to to recall that be it piracy or valid online commerce, music holds the number one position. This popularity works against the art of music, turning it into commodity. Even its best proponants are taken up by media and turned into icons and stars. So even when it is presumed to be healthy and alive, the art-form dies a painful death.

Madhukali has tried to translate the essential principles into modern life-style. The annotation of  musical compositions dying out with letterpress printing was revived with digitsl versions of Bhatkhande notation system. To free it from necessity of learning Devnagri script, a digital notation system was designed by Madhukali experts that helped learners across the globe. Students learning Indian music through this digital 'Ome Swarlipi' notation system in Japan, could gain enough ability to be admitted to regular university programmes in India.
NGO-s would gain in prestige if allowed greater collaboration in activities of Convention, but they would far gain in esteem and sense of fulfillment.
