Part I: Work Plan for FY2015

1．International Trainings and Workshops   

As Category 2 Centre for Intangible Culture Heritage (hereinafter referred to as ICH) in the Asia Pacific Region under the auspices of UNESCO, CRIHAP will provide further training services for Asia-Pacific Member States with a view to further implementing  UNESCO’s capacity building strategy for safeguarding ICH  under the framework of the Convention. 

According to the current status and actual requirement in Asia-Pacific Region in implementing UNESCO’s capacity building strategy for safeguarding ICH and in order to better plan and allocate training resources, CRIHAP conducted a survey among UNESCO’s 7 field offices and 7 national offices in Asia-Pacific Region, and formulated a 3-year (2015-2017) training guidance for the region in accordance with the targets set in its Medium-Term Development Plan(2011-2015)（CRIHAP/2012/1.GB/5） approved at the 1st session of the Governing Board of CRIHAP. 
Ⅰ. Objectives
As per Article 7 of the Agreement, CRIHAP sets its objectives as follows:

· Promote the UNESCO Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage and contribute to its implementation in the Asia-Pacific Region; 
· Increase the participation of communities, groups and individuals in

safeguarding Intangible Cultural Heritage in the Asia-Pacific Region; 

· Enhance the capacity of the Member States of UNESCO in the region of Asia-Pacific in ICH safeguarding, particularly by strengthening the capacities of concerned personnel; 

· Foster regional and international cooperation for safeguarding ICH.

Ⅱ. The Form of Training and Workshop
Each training workshop will last less than 10 days, and take the form of class lectures and cultural excursion. 

Ⅲ. Participants

· The ICH community chiefs and the owners of the programmes.

· Governmental administrators for ICH safeguarding 

· Technicians for ICH safeguarding

· Researchers for ICH safeguarding
Ⅳ. Contents of the Training 

· Basic Knowledge
Ratification, Implementation, Inventorying and Nomination as the 4 main items of basic knowledge, supplemented by ICH related theories.

· To analyze the challenges in ICH safeguarding;

· To make Safeguarding and transmission plans for specific categories of programmes;

V. Measuring Indicators
Different training activities will be programmed according to actual requirements of different countries and regions involved. The following training activities will be conducted from 2015 through 2017.

In FY 2015, CRIHAP intends to organize 5 training workshops as follows:

This is to be achieved through demand-driven technical assistance and engagement of local and regional expertise, including the training of experts; and the production and dissemination of training materials and tools, including for policy making, data collection and partnership development.
2) As per article 7.1.2 of the Agreement, CRIHAP should enhance participation of community, groups and individuals in safeguarding ICH.
3) As per article 7.1.3 of the Agreement, CRIHAP should strengthen the capacity of UNESCO’S Asia Pacific member states in safeguarding ICH, capacity-building of relevant individuals in particular.
4) It is advised by UNESCO Office in Phnom Penh that capacity building training service should be provided to Cambodia continuously. 

5) Ministry of Culture and Fine Arts of Cambodia highly appreciated and recognized the workshops sponsored by CRIHAP in 2014 and suggested that no less than 3-year systematic training service be provided for Cambodia to improve its capacity in safeguarding ICH.

2) As per Article 7.2.2 of the Agreement, one of the missions of CRIHAP is to mobilize international and domestic experts, as well as specialists in the safeguarding of the ICH from technical non-governmental organizations to serve as facilitators and advisors for above-mentioned training activities. 
3) According to the feedback from UNESCO Office in Tashkent about the training requirement, the cultural commonality among Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, Kyrgyzstan where Russian is commonly used，and considering the status quo of the ICH safeguarding in this region, the training on inventorying is planned. In addition, UNESCO Office in Tashkent suggested that representatives from Turkmenistan be invited to attend the workshop as Turkmenistan people have not attended any training courses yet.
