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Preamble

The Yabatech UNEVOC Centre for Research and Sustainable Development noted the aspects of 

the 3d and challenges highlighted on 2017 World Youth Skills Day. Thus, with sheer 

determination and hard work the Centre despite challenges was able to proffer solutions to four 

out of the five markers highlighted by Shyamal Majumdar, Head, UNESCO-UNEVOC 

International Centre by: 

1. Promotion of TVET education by networking with different organizations and educating 

them about the positive advantage of TVET in elevating poverty and promoting 

sustainable development in respect to youth unemployment and viable economy. This in 

turn yielded a sponsor – Hope for Sure Foundation, that placed students on FREE 

TVET programme in collaboration with the Centre. 

2.  Provision of free access to quality TVET programme on six courses – Web 

Development, Dress Making, Mushrooms Production, Head Gear – Gele Tying, Make-up 

Artist and Event Decoration. The trainings are hands-on practical with professional 

tutors. 

3. Provision of facilities for each of the courses.
