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BACKGROUND

Within the framework of the implementation of the Global Strategy for a more representative
World Heritage List and upon request by the World Heritage Committee, the World Heritage
Centre organized a Global Strategy Expert Meeting on Central Asian Cultural Heritage in
Turkmenistan between 12-17 May 2000 to identify major themes attesting to the cultural-ethnic
diversity of this region of steppes, deserts and mountains at the crossroad of the civilizations of
the East and West, and to enhance the representativity of the World Heritage List, both
geographically and thematically. The Conclusions of the Meeting are attached hereafter, and the
Committee may wish to take note that the Representatives of the Central Asian Republics
requested the following:

¢ Assistance from UNESCO World Heritage Centre and ICOMOS to the Central Asian States
Parties to harmonize the Tentative Lists from this region and to assist in undertaking
comparative studies of cultural heritage sites;

¢ The organization of annual regional workshops, under the aegis of UNESCO, to share and
exchange experience on issues of protection, conservation, restoration and management of
Central Asian Cultural Heritage

¢ The development of a regional programme for the conservation of earthen architecture to be
developed on the basis of existing experience and technologies.

(WHC-2000/CONF.204/11).
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Conclusions of Session | — Major Themes
Attesting to the Cultural Heritage of Central Asia
Global Strategy Expert Meeting on Central Asian Cultural Heritage
Ashgabat, Turkmenistan (12-13 May 2000)

1. The Participants of the Expert Meeting thanked the UNESCO World Heritage
Committee, the World Heritage Centre and the Government of Turkmenistan for the
organization of the Meeting, which was the first of such regional meetings
concerning Central Asian Cultural Heritage despite the obvious lacuna in the World
Heritage List of this region’s great archaeological and historic heritage sites.

2. Session | of the Global Strategy Expert Meeting concluded by identifying the
following Major Themes attesting to the cultural-ethnic diversity of this region of
steppes, deserts and mountains at the crossroad of the civilizations of the East and
West, to enhance the representativity of the World Heritage List, both geographically
and thematically:

a. Centres and Routes of Religious and Cultural Exchange
a.l. Silk Routes
a.2.  Medieval Cities
a.3.  Sites of Buddhism
a.4.  Sites of Islam
a.5.  Sites of Zoroastrianism
a.6.  Sites of Judaism
a.7.  Sites of Christianity

b. Cultural-Natural Landscapes
b.1.  Steppe & Nomadic civilizations

c. Ensembles of Monuments testifying to the evolution of architecture

d. Ancient and Medieval Civilizations
3. Each Central Asian State Party drew up a list of sites within their territory
which they considered to be representative of the above four themes. The five lists

are hereafter annexed. (To be annexed.)

4. It was concluded that harmonization of these lists and comparative studies
would have to be undertaken, with the assistance of UNESCO and ICOMOS.
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Conclusions of Session Il — Conservation & Management

Global Strategy Expert Meeting on Central Asian Cultural Heritage

Bairam-Ali, Merv, Mary, Turkmenistan (14-17 May 2000)

1. The participants of the Expert Meeting expressed their appreciation to the

UNESCO

World Heritage Committee, the World Heritage Centre, the Government of

Turkmenistan and the Municipality of Mary for the organization of this timely and

urgently

needed forum for discussing conservation and management issues for

cultural heritage in Central Asia.

2. The Expert Meeting recognized that further examination at both a regional
and international level was urgently required for addressing the following
conservation issues:

The Expert Meeting adopted the following resolutions:

A plan of action, both short and long term, for the protection, conservation,
restoration, and management of Central Asian Cultural Heritage should be
developed in a comprehensive manner by each Central Asian State Party;

Under the aegis of UNESCO, annual regional workshops to share and
exchange experience on issues of protection, conservation, restoration and
management of Central Asian Cultural Heritage should be organized on a
rotation basis at the five Central Asian States. Reports of such meetings
should be published in both English and Russian. The first of such
workshops would be held in Samarkand in June 2000, Uzbekistan,
concerning glazed tiles and soil salinity, to be organized by the UNESCO
Tashkent Office and the Government of Uzbekistan. In 2001, a workshop

concerning rock-art conservation and management is expected to be
hosted by the Government of Kyrgyzstan;

States Parties should request assistance from the UNESCO World Heritage
Fund in harmonizing Tentative Lists and in preparing nomination forms,
including the compilation of inventories, to be submitted to the World
Heritage Committee, for a better balanced World Heritage List,
representing the four major themes identified in Session | of the Global
Strategy Expert Meeting on Central Asian Cultural Heritage (Ashgabat, 12-
13 May 2000):

States Parties with World Heritage sites should request assistance from
UNESCO in monitoring the state of conservation of their sites;

A regional programme for the conservation of earthen architecture should
be developed on the basis of existing experience and technologies. This
programme would be addressed through the organization of an
assessment of the existing situation (qualitative, quantitative, local needs &
capacities), implementation of pilot projects at selected sites, and the
organization on a mid-term basis (2 years) of a regional training workshop.
These activities would be developed for preparing a long-term programme
aiming at introducing earthen architecture conservation in the curriculum
of existing national institutions;

Central Asian States Parties are encouraged to become ICCROM Members;

The Expert Meeting examined the following preliminary guidelines for

conservation of cultural heritage and requested UNESCO, together with the
Advisory Bodies for cultural heritage of the World Heritage Committee (ICOMOS
and ICCROM), to organize a follow-up meeting to further elaborate planning and
conservation management principles for the region. The participants of the follow-up
meeting would be composed of experts from the five Central Asian Republics,
together with regional and international experts and representatives of UNESCO,
ICOMOS and ICCROM.

The materials that are to be used in a repair should be the same or as close as
possible to those originally used in the building;

Those materials should be used (unless used for a special and particular
purpose) of a less strong nature than the material that is to be protected. (If
there is continuing stress within the structure that is being repaired, then the
new material should fail instead of the historic fabric);

Local skills and methods of work should be promoted, in preference to those
of modern alien processes;

Reversible methods should be given a priority;

Rebuilding of lost structures or parts of structures should be avoided as far as
possible. Rebuilding sections of lost fabric should only be considered as an aid

to protect threatened or fragile parts of the historic fabric, not to complete a
lost design;

If a section of a building or a part of a section of a building is missing, then it
should not be “invented”, however sure the repairer is of what is missing. At
the completion of a work only original work should be evident;

The reinstatement of lost sections of decoration should be avoided;

It is not necessary to emphasize a repair by using different colour of brick or
different techniques. Rather, an effort should be made to emulate the original
build. However well the repair is executed, to the knowledgeable the repair
will be evident;

Records should always be made of the building before, during and after the
work, including details of techniques used. (These should be bound and
stored for later use.);

Regular monitoring and maintenance should be undertaken.
