 Summary.

o Challenges of using learning assessment data:
» Geographic coverage: national, regional, cross-national but not globally collected
> Availability: not collected regularly
» Comparability:

« Question collected from multi-instruments in the same assessment (e.g. school head,
teacher, student, family)

* Question can vary over time in the same instrument
« Question varies across different assessments

« Question varies between instruments used at country level (e.g. PAL Network ASER and
UWEZO ask different questions on school services availability)

o Lack of information to inform some concepts. E.g.:

» Currently no existing school-based assessment assess and survey learners at upper
secondary education level (age 15-17)

» Household questionnaire has not collected information on illiterate population

» Very limited information found to inform global citizenship education in school (only
found in ICCS national context survey)




o Harmonize questions asked in different assessments and
questionnaires

o Set standards and benchmark

o Addition of missing concepts into questionnaires
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
