Part I: Work Report for FY 2015
CRIHAP enriched the content and broadened the scope of its work and improved professionalism in accordance with the Medium-Term Development Strategy (2011-2015) (CRIHAP/2012/1.GB/5) approved at the first session of the Governing Board, and the Work Plan for FY 2015 (CRIHAP/2015/4.GB/7) approved at the fourth session of the Governing Board. 

CRIHAP further strengthened communications, exchanges and cooperation with UNESCO HQs and other category 2 centres in the field of intangible cultural heritage (hereinafter referred to as ICH), steadily promoted training, and related information collection and research work, and further standardized its internal institutional structure in accordance with Medium-Term Strategy (2014-2021) (37/C4) , Programme and Budget (2014-2017) (37/C5) adopted by UNESCO at its 37th General Assembly, and the Medium-Term Strategy for UNESCO’s Cooperation with Category 2 Centres in the Field of Intangible Cultural Heritage. 

In 2015, CRIHAP organized a series of international training activities to serve UNESCO’s capacity-building strategy for ICH Safeguarding. CRIHAP also strengthened its cooperation with UNESCO HQs and other category 2 centres by co-hosting the 3rd Annual Coordination Meeting of Category 2 Centres Active in the Field of ICH, and co-organizing training activities with other category 2 centres. It continued to publish CRIHAP Newsletter (Chinese and English Edition), promoted ICH elements inscribed in the Lists and Register of the Convention for the Safeguarding of Intangible Cultural Heritage (hereinafter referred to as the Convention), and further enhanced public awareness of ICH value and visibility of ICH safeguarding and the Convention in the Asia-Pacific Region. In addition, CRIHAP strengthened its basic research work and actively cooperated with universities and research institutes with a view to enhancing its professional operation.   

1. Organizing International Trainings and Workshops for more Countries in more Creative Ways
According to the Agreement, CRIHAP provides training services in the field of ICH safeguarding to other Member states of UNESCO in the Asia-Pacific Region to strengthen their capability of ICH safeguarding.

In 2015, CRIHAP provided 2 training activities in China and 2 outside of China, benefiting 200 person-times from 17 countries.  

From 2012-2015, CRIHAP has provided 12 training activities, benefiting more than 320 person-times from 25 countries. 
According to the Agreement, one of the functions of CRIHAP is to organize long-term and short-term training workshops and grant financial support to workshops and trainees. 
Details for training activities in 2015 are as follows:

1.1. Workshop on the Implementation of the Convention held in Cambodia, as the second one of the series of workshops for Cambodia

1.1.4. Challenges and strategies
1) It was the second year of the 3-year capacity building training programmes   for Cambodia. Upon the completion of this training, CRIHPA will discuss with UNESCO Office in Phnom Penh and Ministry of Culture and Fine Arts of Cambodia about systematic training arrangement on capacity building for Cambodia in the future；
2) During the training, UNESCO facilitators, Chinese and Cambodian experts discussed issues and challenges in common. CRIHAP will recommend and invite experts in relevant fields to contribute their intelligence to the training and cultural exchanges to enhance mutual understanding through cultural communication and promote common prosperity of both cultures.
1.1.5. Utilization of other resources
In order to actively utilize relevant cultural resources, in consideration of the demonstrative effect of the Strategy for Training Coming Generations of Fujian Puppetry Practitioners which was inscribed in the UNESCO Register of Best Safeguarding Practices, CRIHAP approached China National Art Fund (hereinafter referred to as CNAF) to fund a troupe of puppetry practitioners for the Cultural Exchange Project of Fujian Puppetry simultaneously with the workshop, and select puppetry practitioners and experts to join the training and share the experience of safeguarding and inheritance, and communicate with local Cambodian sbek thom practitioners about challenges and difficulties. 
By using other cultural resources, a platform has been set up for experience sharing in safeguarding and transmitting ICH elements of the same domain in the Asia Pacific Region so as to promote safeguarding cooperation among ICH elements.

1) Workshop on Practices of ICH Safeguarding in Fujian,China, Work Plan for FY2015 of CRIHAP (CRIHAP/4.GB/7) 1.3. fulfilled;
2) A platform was provided for demonstration and exchanges of best safeguarding practices of ICH in the Asia Pacific Region; participants’ understanding of ICH safeguarding and transmission, talents training and sustainable development was further deepened; 

3) Best safeguarding practices were introduced, laying foundation for exchanges and cooperation in the field of ICH;
4) Cooperation between CRIHAP and ICHCAP was strengthened.

1.2.4. Challenges and strategies 

As a good tryout in summarizing, disseminating and transmitting best safeguarding practices of ICH in the Asia Pacific Region under the framework of capacity-building strategy, the training was conducive to disseminating the spirit of the Convention, and promoting ICH safeguarding in the Asia Pacific Region and the world at large. 

1.2.5. Utilization of other resources

It was the first cooperative training for CRIHAP and ICHCAP and it laid good foundation for more future exchanges and cooperation between CRIHAP and other category 2 centres. Representatives of the only two programmes inscribed in the Register of Best Safeguarding Practices in the region were invited to introduce experience in ICH safeguarding, transmission, talents training and sustainable development, which improved experience sharing and promotion of ICH safeguarding in the Asia Pacific Region. 

CRIHAP combined the workshop with the Cultural Exchange Project of Fujian Puppetry hosted by CNAF. Participants of the workshop were arranged to visit puppetry theatres and watch performance of Quanzhou marionette, Jinjiang and Zhangzhou hand puppetry. The performances were supported by Cultural Department of Fujian Province. 

1.3. Workshop on Ratification and Implementation of the 2003   Convention for the South Pacific held in Australia, a multinational workshop for both States Parties and States non Party

1.3.3. Results 

1) Workshop on Ratification and Implementation of the Convention for Safeguarding ICH in Australia, Work Plan for FY2015 of CRIHAP (CRIHAP/4.GB/7) 1.5. fulfilled ;
2) Trainees from 9 Southern Pacific countries had better understanding of the Convention, and their capacity of ICH safeguarding was enhanced;
3) Representatives from both States Parties and States non Party joined the training and shared their experience and challenges in ratification and implementation, particularly what States Parties had benefited from ratification. The workshop promoted implementation of the Convention by the State Parties, and facilitated the ratification process of the States non Party；
4) It was the first time for CRIHAP to cooperate with China Cultural Centre overseas for the training workshop. Thus, overseas resources were effectively integrated and cooperation network was expanded.

1.3.4. Challenges and strategies

1) With different countries involved, it was CRIHAP`s first multinational training workshop overseas and the preparation work was very complicated. CRIHAP actively cooperated with China Cultural Centre in Sydney to integrate resources and ensured success of the training;
2) It was quite challenging to design an appropriate curriculum for trainees from States Parties and States non Party with both commonness and differences in ICH safeguarding. CRIHAP actively communicated with UNESCO Office in Bangkok and in Apia as well as facilitators, and worked out an effective curriculum. 

1.3.5. Utilization of other resources

CRIHAP actively utilized cultural resources in China and overseas to facilitate its training efforts. CRIHAP placed the workshop in Sydney which was convenient for Southern Pacific trainees to reach thanks to its unique geographical location. Support and assistance provided by China Cultural
Centre in Sydney in terms of venue, equipments and services. 

In order to actively utilize relevant cultural resources, CRIHAP approached   CNAF who funded a troupe of puppetry practitioners for the Cultural Exchange Project of Fujian Puppetry simultaneously with the workshop. In consideration of the demonstrative effect of the Strategy for Training Coming Generations of Fujian Puppetry Practitioners, which inscribed in the Register of Best Safeguarding Practices, CRIHAP coordinated with CNAF to invite puppetry practitioners and experts to share the experience of safeguarding and inheritance. This helped the trainees to better understand the spirit of the Convention, and served as a good model for the States non Party to ratify the Convention and for the States Parties to better implement the Convention.

1.4. Workshop on the Implementation of the Convention for Pakistan held in Beijing

Workshop on Inventorying of ICH in Uzbekistan, as in the Work Plan for FY2015 of CRIHAP (CRIHAP/4.GB/7) 1.4., failed to be organized (details in 1.5.2.). CRIHAP adjusted the plan of the workshop for Uzbekistan and organized workshop on the implementation of the Convention for Pakistan according to request of Pakistani partners after communication with UNESCO HQs and UNESCO Office in Bangkok.

1.4.3. Results 
1) 20 Pakistani trainees had better understanding of the Convention and their capacity of ICH safeguarding enhanced;
2) Experience and challenges of ICH safeguarding in China were shared, exchanges and cooperation among State Parties strengthened 

3) It was the first cooperative workshop with Pakistani Government. The training plan for the coming 3 years for Pakistan was discussed and a Memorandum on Carrying out Intangible Cultural Heritage Capacity-building Activities between CRIHAP and Ministry of Information, Broadcasting and National Heritage of Pakistan was drafted. 
1.4.4. Challenges and strategies

CRIHAP had better understanding of ICH safeguarding situation in Pakistan through the training, and will provide profound and sustained training service to Pakistan in the future under the framework of the Convention and capacity-building strategy.

1.5. Two workshops failed to be organized

2 workshops scheduled for FY 2015 (CRIHAP/4.GB/7) 1.2. and 1.4. approved by the 4th session the Governing Board failed to be organized due to special reasons. Details are as follows.

1.5.1. Workshop on the Implementation of the Convention (Indonesia)

1) Progress made:
CRIHAP had planned to conduct a workshop on the Implementation of the Convention on May 5-14, 2015 in Indonesia in cooperation with the Coordinating Ministry for Human Development and Culture of Indonesia, Taman Mini Indonesia and Municipal Government of Pekalongan, and reached tentative agreement with them on cooperation, budget, facilitators, content as well as the agenda for the workshop. 

2) Reason:
Re-election of the Indonesian government and the personnel changes in related Ministry. Preparation of the workshop could be resumed upon new request raised by Indonesian partners.

1.5.2. Workshop on Inventorying of ICH (Uzbekistan)

1) Progress made：

CRIHAP had planned to conduct a workshop on the Inventorying of ICH in August 2015 in cooperation with Ministry of Culture and Sports of Uzbekistan. Rounds of discussions had been conducted on training details.

2) Reason： 

UNSECO Office in Tashkent has not yet identified a Uzbek partner to cooperate with CRIHAP on the training. In addition, the facilitator Uzbekistan recommended could not make it for August training due to time conflict.

3. Formulating the Three-Year Development Plan for 2016- 2018 

By the end of 2015, CRIHAP has met the overall goal and measuring indicators specified in its first Medium-Term Strategy (2011-2015), and has conducted 12 international trainings, benefiting more than 320 person-times from 25 countries. Meanwhile, in cooperation with UNESCO, CRIHAP hosted 2 training of trainers workshops for capacity-building strategy in the Asia Pacific Region, 1 capability-building strategy review meeting, 1 annual coordination meeting of category 2 centres active in the field of ICH, as well as 1 international conference in celebration of the 10th anniversary of the Convention. CRIHAP has been actively working on the promotion of the Convention and relevant information and research via internet and various forms of media.  

Based on research and discussion, CRIHAP drafted its Three-Year Development Plan for 2016-2018. The Plan includes objectives, working principles and main tasks for the coming 3 years. It specifies the overall target and measuring indicators for smooth operation of the work in the future.
