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Item 14 of the Provisional Agenda: Amendment to the Rules of Procedure regarding the functions of the Bureau
	Summary

At its second ordinary session, the Committee adopted Decision 2.COM 11 by which it decided, inter alia, that its Bureau should be given the authority to evaluate international assistance requests of less than 25 000 USD. The Committee agreed that its Rules of Procedure should be amended accordingly, if needed.  In its Decision 2.COM 15 the Committee decided to consider at its second extraordinary session its organizational and working methods, including, if necessary, revision of its Rules of Procedure.
Decision required: paragraph 3


1. The Intergovernmental Committee for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage [“the Committee”], adopted at its second ordinary session operational directives for international assistance, to be submitted to the General Assembly of the States Parties to the Convention [“the General Assembly”] for approval (Decision 2.COM 11). These operational directives propose that the Bureau be given the authority to evaluate international assistance requests for amounts less than 25 000 USD. The Office of International Standards and Legal Affairs noted during the debate that, since the Committee’s Rules of Procedure do not foresee such a delegation of authority to the Bureau, the Committee may wish to amend its Rules of Procedure accordingly. 

2. During its second ordinary session, the Committee confirmed that the Bureau may meet between sessions to carry out certain duties. The Committee also decided that it should address at its second extraordinary session “consideration and revision, if needed, of the organizational and working methods of the Committee to better fulfil the functions entrusted to it by the Convention, including, if necessary, revision of the Rules of Procedure” (Decision 2.COM 15).
