2. Justification of the inclusion of the object in the List of World Heritage.
A. Justification of the significance of the object.

The ensemble of Ferapontov Monastery founded by Ferapont in 1398 consists
of 6 brick buildings of XV-XVII centuries enclosed in a brick wall of XIX-XX
centuries: the Church of the Nativity of the Virgin, 1490, the Church of the
Annunciation with a refectory chamber, 1531, the Treasury Chamber, XVI century,
St Martinian Church, 1641, the Holy Gates with the Churches of Epiphany and
St.Ferapont, 1650, and the bell tower, 1680s.

The ensemble of Ferapontov Monastery is unique in its beauty, authenticity and
the harmony of architectural details of different centuries. The idea of the ensemble is
the depiction of the images of God through architecture and painting. The idea was
consequently reflected in devoting the cathedral summer and winter churches in XV
and XVI centuries to the Nativity of the Virgin and the Annunciation, and the gate
church in XVII century to the Epiphany. In 1530s the workers from Rostov, while
forming the front yard, oriented architectural proportions of the Refectory Church of
the Annunciation and the Treasury Chamber with the consideration of the Church of
the Nativity of the Virgin as the first building of the monastery. Also, in 1640s a
Moscow architect, while constructing the gate churches, levelled their heights with the
help of the cathedral churches using the same details of the decor (kokoshniki) on the
same level. At the same time, the alter of the Church of St.Ferapont is strictly
oriented to St.Martinian Church adjoining the Church of the Nativity of the Virgin,
they are located on the same axis west-east.

The Church of the Nativity of the Virgin is of special significance to Russian
and world culture. According to the text of the chronicle seen on the Northern Door,

"Dionisy and his sons painted the inside of it between 6 August and 8 September 1502.
This mural of Dionisy, an outstanding representative of Moscow icon painting school
and the leading Russian artist of the end of XV - the beginning of XVI centuries, is
the only one mural of his preserved until now.



After the well-known murals of XII-XV centuries in Novgorod (Nereditsa,
Volotovo, Kovalyevo, Skovorodka) were destroyed by German troops during World
War II, the frescos of Dionisy constitute the only ensemble of frescos of Ancient
Russia now available in this country.

The wall painting of the church cover the area of 600 sq.metres. This painting
of Dionisy is the only one which authenticity was confirmed by documents. The
individuality of the wall paintings of Dionisiy lies in the unique tone richness of soft
colours, the rhythmic harmony of numerous topics strengthened by the architectural
divisions of the church. Particularities of the interconnection between the topic cycles
(Akafist to the Virgin, Universal Cathedrals, the Last Judgement and others) and
separate compositions both inside and outside of the church, as well as colour variety
and the philosophical depth, determine the significance of the wall painting of the
Church of the Nativity of the Virgin for world culture as an outstanding monument of
Russian art and culture. Due to never renovated and still fully preserved wall painting,
the murals of the church stand out among among the orthodox monuments.

The preventing conservation of Dionisy’s frescos underway since 1981 and the
regime of temperature and humidity set by specialists of the State Scientific Research
Institute of Restoration created a scientific basis for the preservation of Dionisy’s
frescos as a national treasure of Russian and European culture. Due to many years of
restoration efforts, the Museum of Dionisy’s frescos became one of the best
restoration centres where new methods of restoration can be learned.

The complex of Ferapontov Monastery with Dionisy’s wall painting is a rare
instance of preservation and stylistic unity of a Russian north monastery ensemble of
XV-XVII centuries in which the typical peculiarities of architecture of the times when
the unified Russian state was formed are manifested. The ensemble of Ferapontov
Monastery is a bright example of harmonic unity with the practically unaltered
surrounding natural landscape which emphasizes the special spiritual essence of
northern monks and at the same time reveals the peculiarities of life of the northern
peasants.

The buildings of the monastery are the only ones in the Russian North that
preserved the characteristic features of decor and interiors. The ensemble of the
monastery is the only instance in Russia that has been fully preserving since XVI
century the details of interaction between architecture and wall painting created by the
most outstanding master of the epoch.

The historical significance of Ferapontov Monastery founded in the period of
strengthening the political influence of Moscow Great Principality is determined by its
participation in the crucial events of the epoch when the Russian centralized state was
formed. This significance is closely connected with the major historical events which
took place in Moscow in XV-XVII centuries: taking the Great Prince Vassili II The
Dark prisoner and blinding him, strengthening of power of the first «tsar of all Russia»
Ivan III, the birth and the rule of the first Russian tsar Ivan IV, the formation of the
dynasty of the Romanovs, the exile of patriarch Nikon.

In the second half of XV - at the beginning of XVI centuries Ferapontov
Monastery became a major cultural and ideological centre of the Lake Beloe region
‘and one of the famous monasteries with monks who seriously influenced the policy of
Moscow.

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B. The possible comparative analysis (including the state in which the analogous
objects are preserved)

The ensemble of Spaso-Evphimiev Monastery of XVI-XX centuries: the
Spaso-Preobrazhensky cathedral, the beginning of XVI century - 1594; the Uspenski
Refectory Church, the first half of XVI century; the belfry, 1531 - XVII century; the
kivory, XIX century; the Nikolsky Church with hospital cells, 1669; the archimandrite
chambers, XVII century, the prison building, XIX century; the brothers’ building,
XVII-XIX centuries; the gate Church of the Annunciation, XVII-XVIII centuries; the
walls with 12 towers, XVII century; the door-keeper house, XVII-XIX centuries; the
household building, XX century; the lodge, XX century.

Unlike the ensemble of Ferapontov Monastery, the buildings of Spaso-
Evphimiev Monastery did not preserve in full the initial architectural forms. The
murals of XVI century in Spaso-Preobrazhensky cathedral are preserved only on the
facades - in Ferapontov Monastery there are the oldest preserved in Russia murals of
the Church of the Nativity of the Virgin dated 1502.

The ensemble of Kirillo-Belozersk Monastery of XV-XIX centuries: the
Cathedral of the Dormition, 1497; the Church of the Presentation with a refectory
chamber, 1519; the Churches of Archangel Gabriel and St.John the Baptist, 1530; the
Church of St.John Climacus, 1523-1572; the Church of Vladimir, 1554; the Church
of St.Sergius Radonezhsky with a refectory chamber, 1560-1594; the Church of
Transfiguration, 1595; the Church of St.Epiphanios, 1645, the Church of
St.Euphimius, 1646; the bell tower, 1761; the Church of St Kirill, 1784; household
and living buildings, walls and towers, XVI-XIX centuries.

Unlike the small Ferapontov Monastery, the Kirillo-Belozersk Monastery, the
biggest in the Russian North, constructed new buildings and reconstructed the old ones
in XVI-XIX centuries, which brought into the ensemble the elements and stylistic
details alien to the initial design; therefore, the homogeneity of the ensemble was
damaged. The existence of artisan settlement considerably changed the natural
surroundings and, as a result, a town appeared near the monastery.

The oldest wall painting - in the Holy Gates - is dated 1585, the murals of the
Cathedral of the Dormition were created in 1645 by the master Lyubim Ageev, a tsar
icon painter from Kostroma. Unlike Dionisy’s wall painting in Ferapontov Monastery
which was never renovated, both of the paintings in Kirillo-Belozersk Monastery were
renovated and at the present moment the restoration is underway.

C. Authenticity/integrity.

All the six sights of Ferapontov Monastery preserved their exteriors and interiors and
architectural details. They do not need any major restoration works. The architectural
ensemble of the monastery was formed as an integral complex between the end of XV
century and XVII century.

The wall painting of Dionisy dated 1502 in the Church of the Nativity of the Virgin is
an -integral work of the great master of the epoch, the only one confirmed by
documents. The painting is preserved almost completely (only 1.5 % of the area of
paintings was lost), it has never been renovated or painted over.



Scientific and conservation works on the Dionisy’s wall painting in the Church of the
Nativity of the Virgin has been underway since 1981 under the control of Scientific
and Methodical Council of Russia Ministry of Culture, there is a supervision over the
temperature and humidity regime and the state of ground and painting layers.

D. Criteria, on the basis of which the object is suggested to be included in the List (and
the justification of the inclusion of the object according to these criteria).

Integrity, authenticity, excellent preservation, uniqueness of the architectural ensemble
of Ferapontov Monastery dated XV-XVII centuries.

Integrity, authenticity, excellent preservation, significance, uniqueness of the artistic
value of the ensemble of frescos of Dionisy dated 1502 in the cathedral church of
Ferapontov Monastery.

3. Description.
A. Description of the object.
The ensemble of Ferapontov Monastery include:

1. The cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin dated 1490, 130 sq.m, the wall painting
of Dionisy dated 1502, 600 sq.m.

The nucleus of the architectural ensemble of Ferapontov Monastery is the
Cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin - the first brick building of Lake Beloe region
and the monastery. It is a first-class instance of the original Rostov architecture which
preserved the features of old Moscow brick buildings. The cross-cupola three-apse
temple has light slender proportions emphasized by the vertical blades of pilasters and
the construction of the building on the raised platform. There are three piers of
kokoshniki and a small elegant drum. The top of the facades is ornamented by the tiers
of balusters and ceramic plates with the floral ornament, the bottom - by the tier with
the teratologic and floral ornament which is a reminiscence of white stone carvings in
Vladimir architecture. The three perspective portals with keel-like finishing are cut out
of white lime stone. Inside, the cathedral is divided by four square columns with three
naves with the raised arches under the drum. The wall painting consisting of 3000
compositions covers all the surface of the walls, vaults, columns, sophets of windows
and doors. The outside wall painting of the cathedral is located in the central part of
the western wall and at the bottom of the southern wall above the grave of
St.Martilian.

The wall painting of the Cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin in Ferapontov
Monastery is the only authentic wall painting of the great Russian master Dionisy
Mudriy (Wise) completely preserved until now. The authenticity of the painting is
confirmed by the inscription on the sophet of the northern door.

The painting was done row by row, which is confirmed by the overlapping of
ground day seams. Submitting the sizes and the proportions of the painting
‘compositions to the architectural division of the temple, Dionisy reached a unique
harmony in depicting the temple as the God’s Heaven.

The outside wall paintings on the western wall, while reflecting on plane the
volumetrical location of topic inside the cathedral, present the topic of God’s Heaven



through the images of Deisus and the nativity of the Virgin. The composition at the
bottom of the southern wall is devoted to the glorification of the Mother of God, the
protectress of the founders of the monastery.

Inside the cathedral the wall painting is done, in accordance with the canon of
orthodox wall painting of XIV-XV centuries, from the top to the bottom row by row.
In the drum - Christ, below him - archangels and forefathers, there are evangelists
in the sails, the teaching of the Fathers of Church in the cheeks of the flying butresses,
evangelistic scenes in the vaults, the Last Judgment on the western wall, compositions
on the text of the Akaphistos hymn are on the level of windows of quarters. Below
one can find the Universal Assembly, there are warriors martyrs on the columns,
St.John the Baptist, the Virgin with the baby, Nikolai the Miracle Maker - in the altar
apses. At the bottom, along the perimeter of the walls and columns, there are towels
with ornaments.

The graciousness and lightness of the painting, the lengthened proportions
emphasizing the lightness of the saints soaring in the Heaven of the Saints, the refined
colours radiating unearthly light - all of the above determine the uniqueness of
Dionisy’s wall painting in Ferapontovo.

2. The Church of the Annunciation with a refectory chamber, 1530-1531, 629 sq.m.

A unique architectural monument of the first third of XVI century.
Constructed on the contribution of the Great Prince Vassili III to commemorate the
birth of the heir of the future tsar Ivan IV, the heir whose birth was prayed for in
Kirillov and Ferapontov monasteries. A carved inscription on the white temple plate
shows the time of the construction of the church. The Church of the Annunciation is
the oldest preserved combination of the church and the belfry in the North of Russia.
It is topped by the tier with five arch vaults and three rows of kokoshniki with a drum
above them. In the tier of the belfry there are a hiding place and a book deposit where
hand-written monastery books were kept. The slender one-dome temple is divided in
three tiers, the church occupies the second tier. Its square volume is completed by the
enclosed vault.

The outside appearance of the refectory and the Church of the Annunciation is
simple - the walls divided by the blades contain window niches with platbands in the
form of thin rollers.

The massive one-column refectory chamber and the church are located on the
same axis east-west and raised on the high platform. The refectory is a spacious square
one-column chamber with four cross vaults. The interior of the refectory is the oldest
authentic one in the North of Russia preserved in the buildings of this kind.

The initial system of air ways serving to heat the whole complex was preserved
in the refectory and the church. Narrow inner wall stairs were also preserved. They
connect the halls on all the levels of the building. The platform of the refectory
chamber contains the rare, perfectly executed brick vaults.

3. The Treasury chamber. 1530s. 240 sq.m.

The oldest brick monument of civil architecture of XVI century among the
ones preserved in the North of Russia. It was used to keep documents of Ferapontov
monastery. A two-storey building with the two slopes of the roof and cylindrical
vaults, hiding places and inner wall stairs. The architecture is simple and monumental:
massive walls, small window niches lack any framing.



4. The Church of St.Martinian. 1641. The parvis was constructed in the middle of XIX
century. 137 sq.m.

The marquee church was built above the grave of St.Martinian, the second
founder of Ferapontov Monastery at the southern wall of the Cathedral of the Nativity
of the Virgin. A carved inscription on the white temple plate informs that the
construction of the church was completed on 1 August 1641. It was built by masters
from Kirillov. The volume of the church is simple and laconic - a small cube with an
eight-faceted marquee and a thin drum. The decision of the lightning of the church is
unique - the windows with oriented sophets located only at the top of the volume
direct light to the grave of St.Martinian creating the effect of its luminescence. The
dark area of the marquee ended by the lighted drum is associated with the tunnel
leading to the God’s Heaven.

The outside composition of the wall painting dated 1502 on the outside wall of
the Cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin is located in the arch niche of the northern
wall of St.Martinian Church above his grave. Here a very rare depiction of the
founders of the monastery, Ferapont and Martinian, who were then not canonized, 1s
located.

5. The Gate Churches of Epiphany and St.Ferapont above the Holy Gates. 1650.
97 sq.m.

The churches are built above the two-arch Holy Gates. Their uniqueness is the
complete preservation of all elements of architecture. They are typical instances of
marquee buildings of XVII century. They stand out due to the unique and picturesque
volume of the two slender marquees. Together with the Treasury Chamber adjoining
from the south, they constitute the main facade of Ferapontov Monastery.

The both churches are quite peculiar inside. They are united in one small
rectangular volume stretched along the axis north-south and divided inside by the arch.
The marquees on the eighths are erected above the middle of the building, without any
connection with the system of vaults covering the temple. Their weight is put on the
walls with the help of the originally located relieving arches - this method is not used
elsewhere.

During the stay of the patriarch Nikon at the monastery in 1666-1676, the
Church of the Epiphany served him as the house church.

6. The bell tower. 1680s. 70 sq.m.

A three-tier marquee very rarely encountered church with the square plan of
the chime and four-faceted marquee. There are 17 bells on the tier of the chime. The
marquee contains the unique mechanism of a chiming clock dated 1638, the oldest of
the kind preserved in Russia.

B. History and development.

The history of the Belosersk men’s monastery of the Nativity of the Virgin in
Ferapontovo is in some crucial points connected with the important historical events of
‘the epoch when a centralized Russian state was formed. Founded in 1398 by
St.Ferapont, a friend and associate of St.Kirill Belozerski, Ferapontov Monastery had
been one of the major religious and cultural centres of Belozersk region for anout 400
years. Thanks to the activities of Kirill Belozerski’s pupil St.Martinian Belozerski who



was the hegumen (abbot) of the Troitse-Sergiev Monastery in 1447-1455, Ferapontov
Monastery became well-known. Together with Kirillo-Belozersk Monastery, it
became a traditional place of worship and contribution of many representatives of
Russian feudal nobility (Andrei and Mikhail Mozhayskiye, Vassili III, Ivan IV and
others), well-known hierarchs of the Russian church who took an active part in the life
of the country left its walls on the boundary of XV-XVI centuries (Archbishop
Rostovsky and Yaroslavsky Ioasaf (Obolensky), Boshop Permsky and Vologodsky
Filofei, Bishop Suzdalsky Ferapont). At the same time, high-ranking church leaders
who fought for the priority of church in the country were exiled here (Mitropolitan
Spiridon-Savva, Patriarch Nikon). The book copiers Martinian, Spiridon, Filofei,
Paisiy, Matfei, Efrosin and the icon painter Dionisty worked here.

The whole of XVI century is the period of prosperity for the monastery. This is
confirmed by the contribution letters and the charters of the civil and church
authorities, above all Ivan IV. Vassili III and Elena Glinskaya and Ivan IV came to the
monastery to pray. The monastery contribution book started in 1534 names among the
contributors «the princes Staritsky, Kubensky, Lykovy, Belsky, Shuisky, Vorotinsky ...
Godunovy, Sheremetyevy» and others. The Siberian, Rostov, Vologda, Belozersk and
Novgorod rulers are also mentioned here.

Obtaining the relics of Martinian and his subsequent cannonization brought
more attention to the monastery, which helped to increase contributions and incomes.

Ferapontov Monastery was the richest owner in Lake Beloe region. About 60
villages, more than 300 peasants and 100 waste plots of land belonged to it at the
beginning of XVII century.

The forming of the brick ensemble of Ferapontov Manastery of XV-XVII
centuries started in 1490 with the construction of the first brick temple of Lake Beloe
region, the Cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin, by Rostov masters.

In XVI century the monumental church of the Annunciation with a refectory,
the Treasury Chamber and the household buildings (the stone drying chamber, the
guest chamber, the cooking chamber) were built in the monastery. Recovered after the
Lithuanian ravage, the monastery constructed in XVII century the churches on the
Holy gates, the Church of St. Martinian and bell tower.

In 1798 Ferapontov Manastery was abolished by the decree of the Sinod.

In XIX century the decreased monastery territory was enclosed with a brick
wall.

In 1904 the monastery was re-opened as a women’s monastery, but it was
closed again in 1924.

At the present moment, Ferapontov Monastery houses the Museum of
Dionisy’s frescos that has the status of a historical and architectural museum-reserve.
The museum, established at the beginning of XX century, have been guarding the
monuments over the decades with the help of only one employee, a watchman. The
forming of the modern museum started in 1975, and the museum became a scientific,
research and information centre spreading knowledge about the unique monuments of
the ensemble of Ferapontov Monastery through various forms of the museum activity.

C. The form and the date of recent reports on the object.
The report about the activities of the Museum of Dionisy’s Frescos in

1998, 28.12.98; Data on the activity of the Museum (statistical report) in 1998,
form 8-HK, 05.01.99. the reports are submitted to Kirillo-Belozersk



historico-architectural and art museum-reserve, the Department of Culture of
the administration of Vologda region and the Ministry of Culture of Russian
Federation.

D. The present state with the preservation of the object.

The restoration works on the monuments of Ferapontov monastery
were carried out in two stages: 1912-1925 and 1974-1998. At the first stage
emergency repairs were conducted - the foundations and the roofing were
changed, the structures were strengthened. At the second stage the ring and the
layor drainage were laid, the initial forms of the window and door niches were
restored on the refectory Annunciation Church and the Church of St.Martinian,
the hydrological research was carried out which became the basis for the
project of vertical layout, the brick fence of XIX century was restored.
Measurement draughts and draft projects of restoration were prepared for the
majority of the monuments.

In 1998 a transformer sub-station was built for the museum, as well as
the site electric infrastructure, the changing of guarding and fire alarm started.

The scientific, research and conservation work has been carried out on
the Dionisy’s wall painting at the Cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin since
1981 under the control of the Scientific and Methodic Centre at Russian
Ministry of Culture. The methods used were specially worked out for Dionisy’s
murals. The group of restorers received the State Reward of Russian federation
in the field of literatire and culture in 1998 on the basis of the results of work
on the preservation and restoration of the monumental ensemble of Dionisy’s
wall painting.

The department of the preservation of the cathedral was created at the
museum. It is intended to introduce the computerized control of the condition
of the wall painting.

At present, the local natural and technical system «Ferapontov
Monastery» is functioning in the regime close to optimum and the state of the
monuments of Ferapontov Monastery does not cause any worries. The
foundations do not tend to move, ground and shower waters are drained
through the existing drainage systems. The engineering structures of the
buildings are in good condition. The main part of roofing has copper covering.
The interiors correspond to the initial architectural aim. Dionisy’s murals has
strong grounding and colour layers are in good condition according to the
results of scientific and research works. The work on the new electric
infrastructure has been conducted since 1997 in accordance with the
Conception of the development of the museum.

E. The policy and the programmes to demonstrate and to advertise the object.

The basis of the policy of the Museum of Dionisy’s Frescos is the propaganda
of old Russian culture by showing the specific features of the monuments of
Ferapontov Monastery, Dionisy’s works and his significance in Russian and world art
culture taking into consideration the conditions of their preservation.

The demonstration of the interior of the Cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin
is implemented according to the Conception of the Exposition «The interior of the

-



Cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin». Visits to the cathedral are regulated with the
help of a special programme because of the regulations how to keep an unheated
monument. To improve the opportunities for a wide range of visitors to see the
cathedral murals, new expositions and exhibitions are created; they are based on the
copies of the wall painting and on some modern bearers of information. The
expositions and exhibitions are located in the immediate proximity to the cathedral,
preparing visitors for the deep perception of the original.

The open display of the full collection of the copies of the murals in a specially
adapted exhibition complex will enable to find the peculiar features of the contents and

.composition of the main cycles of Dionisy’s murals and will help to study Dionisy’s
manner of painting.

All the expositions of the Museum of Dionisy’s Frescos describe the history
and culture of Ferapontov Monastery. They are located in the authentic architectural
monuments of XVI-XVII centuries and show the peculiar features of their interior and
architectural features.

The main directions of work of the Museum to popularize the monuments are
determined by the Conception of the development of the Museum of Dionisy’s
Frescos.

The Museum is included in the regional Programme of the development of
tourism in Kirillov district for the period 1998-2002. The majority of local tourist firms
cooperates with the museum. 20.000 visitors came to the Museum in 1998.

The Museum participates in the school learning process by delivering lectures
and organizing topical excursions in accordance with the corresponding school
programmes.

At present the Museum is developing a vast programme «School of Dionisy»
which envisages for the visitors to combine the stay in one of the most popular places
of the Russian North and the opportunity to learn and study the monuments of
Ferapontov and other monasteries, Dionisy’s murals and also the work at artistic
workshops and the workshops of traditional handicrafts, with the visit to various
historical, cultural and natural objects of the national park, and getting to know the life
style and household of a northern Russian village.

The Museum prepared for approval the programme of preparation for 500
years anniversary (1502-2002) of the creation of the murals of the Cathedral of the
Nativity of the Virgin in Ferapontov Monastery by Dionisy.

The Museum directs its publishing activity towards publishing the results of the
scientific and research activity of the Museum and the sources of the history of the
region, as well as the publishing of the scientific collection of the Museum named
«Ferapontov Collectiony.

The advertising of the Museum is carried out in different forms: via the mass
media, video cassettes, booklets, guides, advertisement publications. Recently,
publications on the Museum of Dionisy’s Frescos were included in popular regular
editions of «The Monuments of the Motherland» ( Vol.30, «Russian Life», June/July
1998. Our Heritage, 1998, Towards Light, # 15, 1998 - please see bibliography).
A CD is being prepared.

Information on the location of the Museum and on its work is put on road
“signs, entrance tickets and the information board at the entrance to Kirillov Museum.



4. Management.

A. Ownership of the object
Russian Federation

B. Juridical status.

The ensemble of Ferapontov Monastery is a monument of history and
culture of federal significance. Located at the monastery, the Museum of
Dionisy’s Frescos is a branch of Kirillo-Belozersk historical, architectural and
art museum-reserve (abbreviated as KBHAAMR) which is included in the State
List of the most valuable objects of Russian Federation by the decree of the
President # 275 dated 02.04.1997. Since 01.01.1998 KBHAAMR is under the
supervision of Russian Ministry of Culture.

Being a separate section of KBHAAMR and located outside
KBHAAMR, the Museum of Dionisy’s Frescos executes its functions including
the function of representation and, according Article 55 of the Civil Code of
Russian Federation:

B acts on the basis of the regulations approved by KBHAAMR,;

B is given property and is liquidated by the decisions of KBHAAMR;

M the director of the Museum of Dionisy’s Frescos is appointed by
KBHAAMR and acts on the basis of its power of attorney.

The Museum is guided in its activity by the Law on the Museum Fund
of Russian Federation and Museums in Russian Federation dated 24.04.1996.

C. Measures to guard the object and the means to carry them out.

The guarding and fire alarm and the round-the-clock post of Interdepartmental
Guard of the Department of Internal Affairs of Kirillov District are financed by the
Museum. When the guarding procedures are violated, the responsible person is subject
to administrative measures aimed at the correction of the situation. Persons on duty at
the Museum are responsible for the proper guarding of the Museum, the overall
responsibility rests with the director of the Museum.

D. Institution(s) having the power to manage the object.

There is an entrance fee with discounts for pensioners, students, school
children. There is a special regime of visiting the Cathedral of the Nativity of the
Virgin due to special conditions of its preservation.

Provision of information.

The routes of the comprehensive excursion «Historical and Artistic Monuments
of Ferapontov Monastery» include the viewing the territory of the monastery, the
interiors of its buildings, exhibitions, connected with the history of Ferapontov
Monastery and its private lands, the murals of the Cathedral of the Nativity of the
Virgin, the works of Dionisy with portal painting as an example.

There are the following topical excursions:

The murals of the Cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin,

The works of Dionisy;

The main cycles of the murals of the Cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin;
0Old Russian murals of XIV-XVI centuries;

The icons of Ferapontov Monastery,

The iconostasis complexes of Ferapontov Monastery of XVI-XIX centuries;
The village life in XIX century - the village of Gorka,;

The vicinity of Ferapontov Monastery - villages on Lake Borodayevskoye.

Walking and horse-riding routes make it possible for visitors to get acquainted
with the territory of Ferapontov Monastery and its vicinity - Tsipinsky grave-yard, the
Church of Ilya the Prophet, the Tsipin Mountain, the estate of Gorka, the Church of
Nikolai Miracle Maker, and the neighbouring villages.

The guides are employees of the Museum of Dionisy’s Frescos. There are also
volunteer guides.

Museum of Dionisy’s Frescos located in the buildings of Ferapontov Monastery
acts as an information centre.
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There are two shops, two car parking sites, a hotel (30 beds) and private
houses in the village of Ferapontovo. There are a restaurant, an office to hire out sport
equipment and a shop at the hotel. It also offers additional opportunities to organize
the leasure of guests.

Militia (police) posts at the Museum and at the village administration also act
as rescue and search groups in emergencies.

J. Plan of the management of the object and the clarification of objectives
(conception or description).

Regulation on the Museum of Dionisy’s Frescos describes the
functions, the management and the financing of the Museum.

The Conception of the development of the Museum of Dionisy’s
Frescos describes its aims, objectives and the perspective of development on all
directions of the activity.

K. Personnel (specialists, technical and other personnel).

Structurally, the Museum of Dionisy’s Frescos includes administration
(the director, accountant, cashier, property manager), the excursion and
exhibition department (the head, two researchers), the department of funds
(two employees, a laboratory worker, four supervisors), the mass department
(one employee), the upkeeping department (a driver, an auxiliary worker, two
yard cleaners, a watchman). Four employees have higher education, two have
non-finished higher education, and two have specialized secondary education.

5. Factors influencing the object.

A. The influence of business development (i.e. intrusion, adaptation,
agriculture, development of the fields of natural resources.

The agricultural activity was one of the activities of Ferapontov Monastery and
the surrounding landscape bears the signs of this. At present the agricultural
activity of the village inhabitants is carried out in traditional forms without
damaging the landscape formed historically.

B. Environmental influence (i.e. pollution, climatic changes)

Pollution of air by sandy dust and exhaust gases from vehicles running along
the local road near Ferapontov Monastery.

C. Natural calamities and readiness to face them (earthquakes, floods, fires
etc.)

- The most characteristic calamity of this geographic region is fires. There is a
fire alarm and special means of fighting the fire in the Museum to prevent fire
from spreading. The employees are instructed and the persons responsible for
each building are chosen.
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D. Visitors/tourists

At the present amount of visitors of the Museum of Dionisy’s Frescos
(15.000 - 20.000 per year) there is no noticeable wear of brick and wooden
surfaces. There is also no considerable wear of grass and soil. Ventilation of
buildings helps to fight a minor increase of temperature and humidity in the
buildings of Ferapontov Monastery caused by visitors.

The optimum amount of visitors of the Museum and its buildings
(overall area 1849 sq.m), i.e. the amount that will not damage the Museum in
any way, is 50.000 visitors per year.

The measures undertaken by the museum to organize the stream of
visitors are the attempts to equally distribute the stream in terms of time and
buildings, the prolongation of work hours during the warm period of the year,
the laying of paths for visitors.

E. Number of population on the territory of the object and the reserve zone.

It is forbidden to live on the territory of the object.
Depending on a season, there are between 14 and 20 people living on the
territory of the reserve zone. Their activities do not influence the development
of the Museum.

F. Other factors.

Non-controllable private business and tourist activity in the reserve
zone.

6. Monitoring.
A. Main criteria for assessing the condition of the object.

When assessing the level of the preservation of the monuments, the condition
of its structures, ground and painting layers, data on temperature and humidity and the
hydrological regime of the territory are taken into account.

The following observation takes place:

W the position of the beacons registering movement of structures is observed,

B the visual observation by the leading architecture and engineer followed my

making notes in the book of architectural supervision,

W the visual observation with photo fixation of the surface of ground and

painting layers,

B daily observation of the temperature and humidity regime,

B observation of the level of sub-soil waters on the territory of the Museum.

On the basis of observations it can be concluded that there are no
- changes which threaten the buildings. The condition of the buildings is stable
with characteristic seasonal changes.

B. Administrative measures for the supervision of the object.

The responsible persons are attached to all buildings. They are duly
instructed have certain duties which include making notes in the books of
observation and works,

The works commissioned by the Museum are carried out by the
specialists of high qualification under the control of the Scientific and Methodic
Centre of Russian Ministry of Culture with annual reports.

C. The conclusions of the previous reports.

The reports about the conservation works carried out in Ferapontov
Monastery in 1980s-1990s made a conclusion about the stable condition of the
buildings (See Annex 1 and Annex 2). After the works which were carried out
on the high level in order to create a drainage system, to move away the
technogenic soils and to make a layout of the major part of the territory with
laying bricks and constructing waterways from the buildings, the natural and
technical local system of Ferapontov Monastery functions in the regime close
to optimum. There is no penetration of water into the walls and the
deformation of the walls is negligible. The temperature and humidity regime
was stabilized in the buildings, above all in the Cathedral of the Nativity of the
Virgin. The above phenomena are the basis of the stable condition of Dionisy’s
wall painting after conservation works carried out on the most part of the
painting. These works are underway at the present moment as well.

O.V.Lelekova. The conservation of the painting layer of Dionisy’s
murals in the the Cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin at Ferapontov
Monastery // Ferapontov Collection, Vol.3, Moscow, 1991. P.278, 280, 283,
291: «The methods of the research of the micro-climate of the cathedral were
worked out. The specific system of the ventilation of the building which takes
into account its constructive features has been worked out by the Laboratory of
Museum Climatology VNIIR on the basis of the analysis of the yearly cycle of
the temperature and humidity regime in the cathedral. The system is aimed at
the liquidation of drastic changes of temperature and humidity that affect the
murals in the negative way...

Under the condition of the normalized regime, the dynamics of the
growth of micro-organisms has decreased. Observation of the surface of the
murals is carried out regularly. It was noted that the number of the cells of
micro-organisms had decreased by two or three orders due to the introduction
of the specially elaborated procedure of ventilation; now the number of the
micro-organisms remains more or less constant... Thorough research of the
murals of the cathedral makes it possible to change the point of view on the
level of its preservation. The areas in need of emergency restoration boiled
down to minimum. In 1977 a certain area of the murals was strengthened and
the neighbouring area was investigated. After 10 years, both area displayed no
damage of the painting layer.»

foundation of the murals of the drum in the Cathedral of the Nativity of the
Virgin at Ferapontov Monastery // Ferapontov Collection, Vol.3, Moscow,
1991. P.245: «Detailed description of the condition of the plaster and the
painting layer of the drum, the lower register of the murals, the portal
composition at the shrine of Martinian.

II. 19.2 Zone of protection of historical landscape.

The main aim of the zone is the restoration and preservation of historical and
architectural sights without damaging the surrounding natural and -cultural
landscape.

... The zone of protection of historical landscape covers the territory of the zones
of protection of cultural sights and areas most valuable in historical and
architectural respect. Within its boundaries, the zones of strict regulation of
construction are formed, they include the protected zones of concrete historical
and cultural sights and the adjoining territories.

It is forbidden in these zones:

B to change the historical layout,

M to pull down valuable historical buildings and to change their appearance,
B to construct new buildings and facilities, to excavate natural resources.

There is a need in these zones:

B to restore historical and cultural sights;

B to recover the losses by reconstruction of sights and new construction which
take into account the special requirements concerning the size and the character
of architecture,

B to pull down the buildings of low value which damage the historical
surroundings and the landscape,

B to completely clean and restore all territories and buildings.

... It is necessary to get all work carried out in the zone of protection of historical
landscape approved by the Inspection on the protection of historical and cultural sights
and by the director of the Kirill-Belozersk historical and architectural reserve and
museum.

... The priority form of the recreational use of the territory - short-term tourism
and excursions. ... There should be no recreational complexes in the zone except
tourist villages on the basis of the preserved or restored buildings.

Traditional business activity which does not change the existing historical landscape is
developed on the territory of the zone.

The territory of the zone covers 18 % of the territory of the national park «Russian
Northy.

«Regulations on the national park «Russian North» approved on 09.02.99
by the Federal Department of Forestry of Russia
(an excerpt) '

I1. 19.2 Zone of protection of historical landscape.

The main aim of the zone is the restoration and preservation of historical and
architectural sights without damaging the surrounding natural and cultural
landscape.

.. The zone of protection of historical landscape covers the territory of the zones
of protection of cultural sights and areas most valuable in historical and
architectural respect. Within its boundaries, the zones of strict regulation of
construction are formed, they include the protected zones of concrete historical
and cultural sights and the adjoining territories.

It is forbidden in these zones:

B to change the historical layout,

B to pull down valuable historical buildings and to change their appearance,
B to construct new buildings and facilities, to excavate natural resources.

There is a need in these zones:

W to restore historical and cultural sights;

B to recover the losses by reconstruction of sights and new construction which
take into account the special requirements concerning the size and the character
of architecture,

M to pull down the buildings of low value which damage the historical
surroundings and the landscape,

W to completely clean and restore all territories and buildings.

.. It is necessary to get all work carried out in the zone of protection of historical
landscape approved by the Inspection on the protection of historical and cultural sights
and by the director of the Kirill-Belozersk historical and architectural reserve and
museum, '

.. The priority form of the recreational use of the territory - short-term tourism
and excursions. ... There should be no recreational complexes in the zone except
tourist villages on the basis of the preserved or restored buildings.

Traditional business activity which does not change the existing historical landscape is
developed on the territory of the zone.
The territory of the zone covers 18 % of the territory of the national park «Russian

Justification by State Party

The Ferrapontov Monastery is unique in its beauty,
authenticity, and the harmony of architectural details from
different centuries. The ensemble is designed to depict
images of God through architecture and painting. This was
later symbolized in the 15th and 16th centuries by the
dedication of the summer and winter churches of the
cathedral to the Nativity of the Virgin and the Annunciation
respectively and in the 17th century of the gate church to the
Epiphany.

The church of the Nativity of the Virgin is of special
significance to Russian and world culture. Its interior was
painted by Dionisy, the leading Russian artist of the late
15th/early 16th centuries, and his sons, and it is the only
surviving mural known to have been painted by him.

The complex of Ferrapontov Monastery is a rare example of
the preservation and stylistic unity of a 15th-17th century
northern Russian monastery in which are to be found the
characteristics of the architecture of this period when the
unified Russian state was being formed. The ensemble is an
outstanding example of harmonious unity with the
surrounding landscape which emphasizes the special
spirituality of the northern monastic communities and at the
same time throws light on the daily life of the northern
peasants.

The Ferrapontov Monastery participated in the crucial events
of the period when the political influence of the Moscow
Great Principality was being strengthened and the
foundations laid for the Russian centralized state in the 15th-
17th centuries. The Monastery was later to become a major
cultural and ideological centre of the Lake Beloye region and
a monastery whose monks had a strong influence on the
policies of Moscow.

History and Description
History

The Monastery was founded in 1398 by St Ferrapont, a
friend and associate of St Kirill Belozerskii. It achieved
renown thanks to St Kirill's pupil, St Martinian Belozerskii,
who was hegumen (abbot) of the Troitse-Sergiev Monastery
in 1447-55.

Together with Kirillo-Belozersk Monastery, it became the
favoured place of worship and of endowment for many
members of the Russian feudal aristocracy, such as Andrei
and Mikhail Mozhayskiye, and rulers, like Vassili 11l and
Ivan 1V. At the turn of the 15th century it produced many
notable leaders of the Russian Orthodox Church who played
leading parts in the country's life, such as Archbishops
Rostovskii and Yaroslavskii loassaf (Obolensky), Bishops
Permskii and Vologodskii Filofei, and Bishop Suzdalskii
Ferrapont. It was also the place of exile of leading
churchmen who had fought for the priority of the church,
such as Metropolitan Spiridon-Savva and Patriarch Nikon.

Work began on the brick ensemble of the Monastery in 1490
with the erection of the Cathedral of the Nativity of the
Virgin by master builders from Rostov. During the century
that followed, the monumental church of the Annunciation,
the Treasury Chamber, and ancillary buildings were added. It
recovered from the Lithuanian incursions of the 16th century
and during the following century the Gate Church, the
Church of St Martinian, and the bell-tower were added.

The 16th century was the period of the monastery's greatest
prosperity. Princes and tsars came to worship there and Ivan
IV granted it special privileges and charters. Securing the
relics of Martinian and his subsequent canonization made it a
place of pilgrimage and attracted many gifts and
endowments. The Monastery became the richest landowner
in the Lake Beloye region, owning some sixty villages.

The Monastery was formally abolished by decree of the
Synod in 1798. In the 19th century a diminished area of the
complex was enclosed by a brick wall. It reopened as a
convent for nuns in 1904, but this was closed in 1924. It
currently serves as the museum of the frescoes of Dionisy,
opened in the first half of the 20th century, but greatly
enlarged and improved since 1975.

Description

There are six major elements in the complex of the
Ferrapontov Monastery.

- The Cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin (1490)

This is the nucleus of the Monastery. It is a three-aisled
structure surmounted by a dome, its slender proportions
emphasized by vertical rows of pilasters. The upper parts of
the facades are decorated with rows of balusters and ceramic
plaques with floral ornamentation, whilst the lower portions
bear fantastic masks and floral ornament reminiscent of the
white limestone carvings of the Vladimir churches. The



interior is divided by two rows of four stout pillars and the
drum is supported by vaulting.

The entire surface of the interior is covered by the mural
paintings of Dionisy Mudriy (the Wise), arranged in rows
that vary in size with the architectural elements of the
building. There are also paintings on the exterior, in the
central part of the western wall and in the lower part of the
southern wall, above the grave of St Martinian. The subject
matter of the interior paintings is in accordance with the
Orthodox canons, progressing upwards from saints and
martyrs to Christ in the drum.

- The Church of the Annunciation (1530-31) and refectory

This unique architectural monument from the first third of
the 16th century was donated by the Great Prince Vassilii Il
to commemorate the birth of his heir, the future Tsar Ivan IV.
It is the earliest example in northern Russia of a church
surmounted by a bell-tower. The interior is divided in three
levels, the church being in the central one. Adjoining the
church is the massive refectory, a spacious square hall with
four cross-vaults.

- The Treasury Chamber (1530s)

This is the oldest brick civil building in northern Russia. It
was used for storing the Monastery's documents and other
treasures. It is a two-storey building with a pitched roof and
cylindrical vaults. It is plain but powerful in appearance: the
massive walls have small windows without frames.

- The Church of St Martinian (1641)

This "tent" church in the style characteristic of Russian
church architecture in the 17th century was built above the
grave of St Martinian, up against the southern wall of the
Cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin. In form it is a simple
cube with an eight-faceted "tent" or spire and a slender drum.
It is lit from above, directing the daylight on the grave of the
second founder of the Monastery. In the interior is a rare wall
painting of Ferrapontov and Martinian, on what was the
original outside wall of the Cathedral.

- The Gate Churches of the Epiphany and St Ferrapont
(1650)

These two small churches are built around the double Holy
Gates, and their structure is unusual. Their spires surmount
the centre of the gate building and are supported on its walls
rather than those of the churches themselves.

- The bell-tower (1680s)

This crowns the building linking the refectory and the
Cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin. It contains seventeen
bells and the spire contains a clock mechanism from 1638,
the oldest in Russia.

Management and Protection
Legal status

Four methods of legislative protection apply to the Ensemble
of Ferrapontov Monastery: protection as an Historical and
Cultural Monument of federal significance under the
provisions of the 1978 Law; protection of a series of zones in
the surrounding area (monument protection zone, controlled
building zone, and protected landscape) established under a
1986 directive; protection as a Specially Important Cultural
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Monument, as the buildings complex of the Kirillo-
Belozerskii Museum-Reserve, in accordance with a 1997
Presidential Decree ; and protection of the surrounding area
as part of the Rouskii Sever National Park (166.6ha) under
the 1991 Law.

Management

The nominated property is in public ownership, as
established by a 1992 Presidential Decree which restricts the
restitution of church property and forbids the privatization of
cultural monuments of federal importance.

The management plans currently in force ensure protection at
three levels. The Rouskii Sever National Park Plan defines
the functional zones, the boundaries of the protection zones,
and the respective regulations. The plans relating to the land
surrounding the monument delineate the three protection
zones. The Ferrapontov Urban Plan defines the character of
the environment in the immediate vicinity of the property.

Management is exercised at the three administrative levels in
operation in Russia - federal, regional, and departmental. At
the federal level the Ministry of Culture is responsible for
overseeing, methodological control, and coordination. Three
specialized institutes of the Ministry are responsible for the
conservation of the Dionisy murals, architectural
conservation, and management of the protection zones
respectively. At the regional level, the Vologda
Administration provides financial resources for the
conservation of the ensemble, control of the works, technical
supervision, and the issuing of building permits. At the
departmental level the main institution, the Historic-
Architectural and Artistic Museum-Reserve of Kirillo-
Belozerskii is the contracting authority in respect of the
federal and regional funding and is responsible for planning
technical control, etc. Its subsidiary, the Ferrapontov
Monastery Museum, shares these functions, monitors the
condition and conservation of the ensemble, organizes
scientific, cultural, and educational events and exhibitions,
builds up its own funds, etc.

The conservation of the ensemble is financed from four
possible sources: federal (Ministry of Finance), regional
(Vologda Administration), local (the Museum's own budget),
and extra-budgetary (sponsorship).

Monitoring is carried out at different levels - by the Special
Curator of the Museum, the specialized institutes of the
Ministry of Culture, and by the federal coordinating
architect. Rapid communication between the various parties
involved is effected according to a programmed system.

Conservation and Authenticity
Conservation history

Conservation work carried out at the property since the
beginning of the 20th century reflect the successive stages of
the Russian school of conservation. At the present time the
following types of interventions are carried out:

- conservation (wall paintings, foundations, vaulting,
floors, roofs, etc);

- restoration (work carried out as a result of thorough
research and scientific investigations);



- reconstruction (justifiable restoration of secondary and
vanished elements of buildings);

- maintenance (repair of damaged elements such as walls,
roofs, doorways and windows, etc).

Since 1981 the wall paintings have been the object of a series
of successful operations: investigation, consolidation,
cleaning, microbiological studies, and stabilization of the
conditions within the Cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin.
So as to ensure the complete authenticity of the paintings, no
retouching or free improvization has been permitted.

Authenticity

The property has preserved a high level of authenticity in
terms of its original layout, its materials and techniques, and
its setting. Conservation work on the wall paintings has been
especially commendable, being restricted to consolidation
and cleaning. Certain original architectural forms and
structures have been reconstructed on the basis of scientific
study and using traditional materials. The authentic setting
has been preserved in its entirety in the surrounding
landscape as far as the eye can see. Changes in the
authenticity of function form part of the history of the
property and the insertion of the new museum function plays
an indispensable role in the protection of the authenticity of
the ensemble.

Evaluation
Action by ICOMOS

An ICOMOS expert mission visited the Ferrapontov
Monastery in February 2000.

Qualities

In its layout and architecture the Ensemble of Ferrapontov
Monastery is a remarkable model of the northern Russian
Orthodox monastery, the creation of which is characteristic
of a key period in the Russian Orthodox tradition.

The wall-paintings of Dionisy in the Cathedral of the
Nativity of the Virgin constitute a masterpiece of human
creative genius and the most valuable evidence of the
flowering of Russian national art in the 16th century.

Comparative analysis

The strength and purity of the cultural value of the Ensemble
of Ferrapontov Monastery becomes most clearly defined
when a comparative study of other Russian monastic
ensembles (including those on the World Heritage List) is
undertaken. Unlike the other monasteries, Ferrapontov
possesses wall-paintings which are not secondary elements
but have a value that is equal to the architectural and group
values of the monastery as a whole. Its architecture and
layout retain a purity that has been lost as a result of many
modifications and  additions at other  monastic
establishments, such as the Kirillo-Beloserskii Monastery. It
also preserves the purity of its links with its environment, a
purity which becomes more marked when compared with the
deterioration of the surroundings of, for example, the Kirillo-
Belozerskii, Goritzki, Spasso-Preloudskii, or Novodevichskii
Monasteries.
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ICOMOS comments and recommendations

The nomination dossier does not indicate the precise
boundaries of the nominated property nor the buffer zone.
The ICOMOS expert mission established that this
information does exist for the protected zones in the
surroundings of the Monastery. Discussions during the
mission resulted in the delineation of the nominated property
and the buffer zone and a map was provided which met the
requirements.

It is recommended that the name of the nominated property
be changed to "The Ensemble of the Ferrapontov Monastery
and the wall-paintings of Dionisy" so as to give proper
recognition to the exceptional value of these paintings.

Brief description

The Ferrapontov Monastery is an exceptionally well
preserved and complete example of a Russian Orthodox
monastic complex of the 15th-17th centuries, a period of
great significance in the development of the unified Russian
state and its culture. The architecture of the monastery is
outstanding in its inventiveness and purity and it is graced by
the magnificent wall-paintings of Dionisy

Recommendation

That this property be inscribed on the World Heritage List on
the basis of criteria i and iv:

Criterion i The wall paintings of Dionisy in the
Cathedral of the Nativity of the Virgin at Ferrapontov
Monastery are the highest expression of Russian mural
art in the 15th-16th centuries.

Criterion iv The complex of Ferrapontov Monastery is
the purest and most complete example of an Orthodox
monastic community from the 15th-17th centuries, a
crucial period in the cultural and spiritual development
of Russia.

Justification émanant de I’Etat partie

Le monastére de Ferapontov est unique dans sa beauté, son
authenticité et I’harmonie de ses détails architecturaux,
pourtant issus de différents siecles. L’ensemble est congu
pour représenter des images de Dieu au moyen de
I’architecture et de la peinture. Cela a ensuite été symbolisé
au XVe et au XVle siécle par la consécration des églises
d’été et d’hiver de la cathédrale a la Nativité de la Vierge et a
I’Annonciation, respectivement, suivie, au XVlle siécle, par
celle de I’église de la porte & I’Epiphanie.

L’église de la Nativité de la Vierge est dotée d’un sens tout
particulier dans la culture russe et mondiale. Son intérieur est
I’ceuvre de Dionisii, le plus grand artiste russe de la fin du
XVe et du début du XVle siecle, et de ses fils, et ce sont les
seules peintures murales conservées dont on sait qu’elles ont
été peintes par lui.

L’ensemble du monastere de Ferapontov est un exemple rare
de préservation et d’unité stylistique d’un monastere de
Russie septentrionale du XVe-XVIlle siécle, ou se retrouvent
les caractéristiques de I’architecture de cette période, a
I’époque de la constitution de la Russie unifiée. L ensemble
est un exemple exceptionnel d’unité et d’harmonie au sein
du paysage environnant, qui souligne la spiritualité
particuliere aux communautés monastiques du nord et
parallélement, fait la lumiére sur la vie quotidienne des
paysans du nord.

Le monastére de Ferapontov participe a des événements
cruciaux de I’époque a laquelle I’influence politique de la
grande principauté de Moscou se renforce et ou sont posées
les fondations de I’Etat centralisé de Russie, aux XVe-XVlle
siecles. Le monastere devient ensuite un centre culturel et
idéologique majeur de la région du lac Beloye et un
monastére dont les moines ont une forte influence sur les
politiques de Moscou.

Catégorie de bien

En termes de catégories de biens culturels, telles qu’elles
sont définies a Iarticle premier de la Convention du
Patrimoine mondial de 1972, il s’agit d’un ensemble.

Histoire et description
Histoire

Le monastére est fondé en 1398 par saint Ferapont, ami et
collégue de saint Kirill Belozerskii. Il doit son renom a un
éleve de saint Kirill, saint Martinien Belozerskii, higoumene
(supérieur) du monastére de Troitse-Sergiev en 1447-1455.

Avec le monastére de Kirillo-Belozersk, il devient le lieu de
culte de prédilection et I’objet de donations de nombreux
membres de I’aristocratie féodale russe, comme Andrei et
Mikhail Mozhayskiye, et des souverains, comme Vassili Il
et Ivan IV. A la fin du XVe siécle, plusieurs hauts dignitaires
de I’Eglise orthodoxe russe formés au monastére jouent un
role prépondérant dans la vie du pays, comme les
archevéques Rostovskii et Yaroslavskii lossaf (Obolensky),
les évéques Permskii et Vologodskii Filofei et I’évéque
Suzdalskii Ferapont. C’est également le lieu d’exil des
ecclésiastiques de haut rang qui se battent pour la prévalence
de I’Eglise, comme le métropolite Spiridon-Savva et le
patriarche Nikon.

En 1490, les travaux commencent sur I’ensemble du
monastére, bati en briques, avec I’élévation de la cathédrale
de la Nativité de la Vierge par des maitres d’ceuvre de
Rostov. Pendant le siécle qui suit, I’église monumentale de
I’ Annonciation, la salle du trésor et les édifices annexes sont
ajoutés. L ensemble se remet des incursions lithuaniennes du
XVle siecle et, au siecle suivant, I’église de la Porte, I’église
Saint-Martinien et le clocher sont ajoutés.

Le XVle siécle marque la période de plus grande prospérité
du monastére. Des princes et des tsars viennent y célébrer
leur culte, et lvan IV lui accorde des privileges et des chartes
spéciaux. Les reliques de Martinien et sa canonisation
ultérieure en font un lieu de pélerinage et lui valent une
multitude de dons et de dotations. Le monastere devient le
plus riche propriétaire terrien de la région du lac Beloye avec
ses soixante villages.

Le monastére est formellement aboli par décret du Synode en
1798. Au XlIXe siécle, une petite zone du complexe est
enfermée dans un mur de briques. Il rouvre en tant que
couvent pour des religieuses en 1904, mais ferme en 1924. Il
fait actuellement office de musée, ou sont conservées les
fresques de Dionisii. Ouvert au cours de la premiére moitié
du XXe siécle, il a été nettement agrandi et amélioré depuis
1975.



Description

L’ensemble du monastere de Ferapontov compte six
éléments majeurs.

- Lacathédrale de la Nativité de la Vierge (1490)

C’est le coeur du monastére. Il s’agit d’une structure a trois
nefs, surmontée d’une coupole, aux proportions élancées qui
sont soulignées par des rangées verticales de piliers. Les
sections supérieures des fagades sont décorées de rangées de
balustres et de carreaux de céramique aux ornementations
florales, tandis que les parties inférieures arborent des
masques fantastiques et des ornements floraux rappelant les
sculptures de calcaire blanc des églises de Vladimir.
L’intérieur est divisé par deux rangées de quatre piliers
trapus et le tambour est soutenu par des vo(ites.

Toutes les surfaces intérieures sont couvertes des peintures
murales de Dionisii Mudrii (le Sage), organisées en registres
dont Ila taille varie en fonction des éléments architecturaux de
I’édifice. Mais I’extérieur comporte aussi des peintures, au
centre du mur occidental et sur la partie inférieure du mur
sud, au-dessus de la tombe de saint Martinien. Le théme des
peintures intérieures est conforme aux canons orthodoxes ;
elles progressent verticalement, partant des saints et des
martyrs pour arriver au Christ dans le tambour.

- L’église de I’ Annonciation (1530-1531) et le réfectoire

Ce monument architectural unique datant du premier tiers du
XVle siécle est un don du grand prince Vassiliill, en
commémoration de la naissance de son héritier, le futur tsar
Ivan IV. C’est le plus ancien exemple, au nord de la Russie,
d’église couronnée d’un clocher. L’intérieur se divise en
trois niveaux et I’église se situe dans la partie centrale. Prés
de I’église, le réfectoire imposant est une salle carrée
spacieuse, couverte de quatre vodtes d’arétes.

- Lasalle du trésor (années 1530)

C’est le plus vieil édifice civil en briques au nord de la
Russie. C’est la qu’étaient conserveés les documents et autres
trésors du monastere. Ce batiment a deux étages possede un
toit en pente et des voites cylindriques. Tres sobre, il n’en
présente pas moins un aspect puissant : ses murs massifs sont
percés de petites fenétres sans encadrement.

- L’église Saint-Martinien (1641)

Cette église en forme de «tente», dans le style
caractéristique de I’architecture religieuse russe du XVlle
siecle, a été édifiée sur la tombe de saint Martinien, contre le
mur sud de la cathédrale de la Nativité de la Vierge. Dans sa
forme, il s’agit d’un simple cube, doté d’une «tente »,
autrement dit d’une fléche, a huit facettes, et d’un tambour
élancé. Elle est éclairée d’en haut, la lumiere du jour venant
frapper la tombe du co-fondateur du monastére. L’intérieur
s’enorgueillit d’une peinture murale représentant Ferapontov
et Martinien, située sur ce qui était jadis le mur extérieur de
la cathédrale.
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- Les églises de I’Epiphanie et Saint-Ferapont (1650)

Ces deux petites églises sont construites autour des doubles
Portes Saintes, et leur structure est inhabituelle. Leurs fleches
surmontent la partie centrale du batiment de la porte, et
reposent sur les murs de celui-ci plutt que sur celles des
églises elles-mémes.

- Latour clocher (1680)

Elle couronne le batiment reliant le réfectoire et la cathédrale
de la Nativité de la Vierge. Elle abrite dix-sept cloches, et la
fleche renferme un mécanisme d’horloge de 1638, le plus
vieux en Russie.

Gestion et protection
Statut juridique

Quatre formes de protection juridique s’appliquent a
I’ensemble du monastére de Ferapontov : la protection en
tant que monument historique et culturel d’importance
fédérale, aux termes de la loi de 1978 ; la protection d’une
série de zones aux alentours (zone de protection du
monument, zone de contrdle de la construction, et paysage
protégé), instaurée par une directive de 1986 ; la protection
en tant que monument culturel particulierement important,
comme I’ensemble de la réserve du musée Kirillo-Belzerskii,
en vertu d’un décret présidentiel de 1997 et, la protection de
la zone environnante en tant que partie du parc national
Rouskii Sever (166,6 hectares) aux termes de la loi de 1991.

Gestion

Le bien proposé pour inscription est une propriété publique,
conformément a un décret présidentiel de 1992 qui restreint
la restitution des biens de I’Eglise et interdit la privatisation
des monuments culturels d’importance fédérale.

Les plans de gestion actuellement en vigueur assurent la
protection a trois niveaux. Ainsi, le plan du parc national
Rouskii Sever définit les zones fonctionnelles, les limites des
zones de protection et les réglementations correspondantes.
Les plans relatifs au territoire entourant le monument
délimitent les trois zones de protection. Le plan d’urbanisme
de Ferapontov définit le caractére de I’environnement
immédiat du bien.

La gestion est exercée aux trois niveaux administratifs
existant en Russie : fédéral, régional et départemental. Au
niveau fédéral, le ministére de la Culture est responsable du
controle, de la direction méthodologique et de la
coordination. Trois instituts spécialisés du ministére sont
respectivement responsables de la conservation des peintures
murales de Dionisii, du patrimoine architectural et de la
gestion des zones de protection. Au niveau régional,
I’administration de Vologda assure le financement de la
conservation de I’ensemble, le contrle des travaux, la
supervision technique et la délivrance des permis de
construire. Au niveau départemental, I’institution principale,
la réserve du musée historique, architectural et artistique de
Kirillo-Belozerskii est I’autorité contractante en ce qui
concerne le financement fédéral et régional ; elle est
responsable de la planification du contréle technique, etc. Le
musée du monastére Ferapontov, qui dépend de cette



institution, partage ces fonctions avec elle, suit I’état et la
conservation de I’ensemble, organise les activités et les
expositions scientifiques, culturelles et éducatives, léve ses
propres fonds, etc.

La conservation de I’ensemble est financée par quatre
sources possibles: fédérale (ministere des Finances),
régionale (administration de Vologda), locale (le budget
propre du musée) et extrabudgétaire (mécénat).

Le suivi est effectué a différents niveaux - par le conservateur
spécial du museée, les instituts spécialisés du ministéere de la
Culture, et par [I'architecte coordinateur fédéral. La
communication rapide entre les diverses parties impliquées
se fait suivant un mécanisme réglementé.

Conservation et authenticité
Historique de la conservation
Les travaux de conservation réalisés sur le bien depuis le
début du XXe siecle reflétent les étapes successives de

I’école russe de conservation. A I’heure actuelle, les types
d’intervention suivants sont effectués :

conservation (peintures murales, fondations, vo(tes,
sols, toits, etc.) ;

- restauration (travaux réalisés suite a des recherches et
investigations scientifiques exhaustives) ;

- reconstruction (rétablissement justifiable des éléments
secondaires et disparus des batiments) ;

- maintenance (réparation des éléments endommagés
comme les murs, les toitures, les portes et les fenétres,
etc).

Depuis 1981, les peintures murales ont fait I’objet
d’opérations qui se sont avérées de grands succes:
investigation, consolidation, nettoyage, études
microbiologiques et stabilisation de I’état de la cathédrale de
la Nativité de la Vierge. Afin d’assurer I’entiére authenticité
des peintures, aucune retouche ou improvisation libre n’a été
autorisée.

Authenticité

Le bien a préservé un haut degré d’authenticité pour ce qui
est de sa conception, de ses matériaux et de ses techniques
d’origine, et de son contexte. Les travaux de conservation sur
les peintures murales sont particulierement louables, car ils
se sont limités a la consolidation et au nettoyage. Certaines
formes et structures architecturales originales ont été
reconstruites sur la base d’études scientifiques et avec des
matériaux traditionnels. Le cadre authentique a été préservé
dans son intégralité dans le paysage avoisinant aussi loin que
porte le regard. L’évolution de I’authenticité de la fonction
fait partie de I’histoire du bien, et I’insertion de la nouvelle
fonction de musée joue un réle indispensable dans la
protection de I’authenticité de I’ensemble.
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Evaluation
Action de I’'lCOMOS

Une mission d’expertise de I"'ICOMOS a visité le monastére
Ferapontov en février 2000.

Caractéristiques

Dans sa conception et son architecture, I’ensemble du
monastére de Ferapontov est un modéle remarquable de
monastere orthodoxe du nord de la Russie, dont la création
est caractéristique d’une période clé dans la tradition russe
orthodoxe.

Les peintures murales de Dionisii dans la cathédrale de la
Nativité de la Vierge constituent un chef d’ceuvre du génie
créateur humain et le témoignage le plus précoce de
I’épanouissement de I’art national russe au XVle siécle.

Analyse comparative

La force et la pureté de la valeur culturelle de I’ensemble du
monastére de Ferapontov ressortent de maniére plus nette
lorsqu’on procéde a une étude comparative d’autres
ensembles monastiques russes (y compris ceux qui figurent
sur la Liste du patrimoine mondial). A I’encontre des autres
monastéres, celui de Ferapontov possede des peintures
murales qui ne sont pas des éléments secondaires, mais qui
possédent une valeur égale a celles de I’architecture et du
groupe du monastére dans son ensemble. Son architecture et
sa conception conservent une pureté que beaucoup d’autres
établissements monastiques, comme le monastére de Kirillo-
Beloserskii, ont perdu suite a de nombreuses modifications et
a de nombreux ajouts. Il a aussi préservé la pureté de ses
liens avec son environnement, une pureté encore plus
marquée quand on la compare a la détérioration des
alentours des monastéres Kirillo-Belozerskii, Goritzki,
Spasso-Preloudskii ou Novodevichskii, pour ne citer qu’eux.

Observations et recommandations de I’ICOMOS

Le dossier de proposition d’inscription n’indique pas les
limites précises du bien proposé, ni celles de la zone tampon.
La mission d’expertise de I'ICOMOS a établi que ces
informations existent pour les zones protégées dans les
environs du monastére. Les discussions pendant la mission
ont abouti a la délimitation du bien proposé pour inscription
et de la zone tampon et un plan satisfaisant les exigences a
été fourni.

Il est recommandé que le nom du bien proposé pour
inscription soit changé en «I’ensemble du monastere de
Ferapontov et les peintures murales de Dionisii », afin de
reconnaitre pleinement la valeur exceptionnelle de ces
peintures.

Bréve description

Le monastere de Ferapontov est un exemple
exceptionnellement bien préservé et complet d’ensemble
monastique russe orthodoxe des XVe-XVlle siecles, une
période d’une grande importance dans le développement de
I’Etat russe unifié et de sa culture. L’architecture du
monastére est remarquable dans son inventivité et sa pureté,



et elle est rehaussée par les magnifiques peintures murales de
Dionisii.

Recommandation

Que ce bien soit inscrit sur la Liste du patrimoine mondial
sur la base des critéres i et iv :

Criterei  Les peintures murales de Dionisii, dans la
cathédrale de la Nativité de la Vierge au monastére de
Ferapontov, sont I’expression de I’art mural russe a son
apogée, aux XVe-XVle siécles.

Critéreiv  L’ensemble du monastére de Ferapontov est
I’exemple le plus pur et le plus complet de communauté
monastique orthodoxe des XVe-XVlle siécles, période
cruciale dans le développement culturel et spirituel de la
Russie.
