14:00 – 15:15 Session 3: Literacy in a digital world: Risks and responses  
 
Despite steady progress in the past few decades, literacy progress has been not only 
inadequate but also uneven across countries and populations, mirroring persistent and 
widening inequality in our societies. The skills gap persists also among those who are 
proficient in reading and writing but are not sufficiently digitally literate. Given the important 
roles that digital technologies play in peoples’ lives, their participation in the world of work 
and their learning, the stakes for inclusion of people into the information society are 
becoming higher. This session will look into the question of literacy in the digital world 
through the equity lens, considering both issues an opportunities for inclusion. 
 

 In what ways is increasing digitization deepening the digital divide, seen from a 
literacy perspective? In what ways are technologies alleviating such divides, and 
leading to great participation? 

 What kinds of multi-stakeholder responses are needed to increase the benefits and 
the reaping of digital dividends, and minimize the risks? 

 Participation includes issues around privacy, security and cultural and linguistic 
diversity. What responses are needed to protect people and promote diversity?
