	TP extensively participates in strengthening institutional capacities and efforts of the Flemish Government on implementing the UNESCO 2003 Convention in the Flemish Community and Brussels in Belgium:

- TP is actively consulted and involved in policy development on ICH in Flanders (e.g. procedures inventory, policy studies…).

- TP is attributed a central role within the network of ICH professionals and organizations in Flanders by the Flemish Government, focusing particularly on strengthening cooperation and networks in the field. This ICH-network is monitored by the 2012 Act for Cultural Heritage in Flanders. 

- TP is responsible for moderation of the Flemish Government's interactive website with database, focusing on safeguarding ICH: www.immaterieelerfgoed.be. The database extends the existing Inventory for ICH (Inventaris Vlaanderen voor ICE). The digital ICH-platform elaborates a bottom-up, interactive approach for inventorying ICH and safeguarding measures in the spirit of the 2003 Convention. 	The role of TP in the Flemish ICH Field is to moderate the fieldwork, raise awareness, develop methodologies, build capacities, cooperation and networks on safeguarding ICH. TP sets up trainings and workshops, and offers coaching or facilitation on safeguarding and methodologies for all ICH communities, groups and in some cases individuals. TP especially pays attention to the dimension of participation in all safeguarding processes. There is no ICH community or nomination file that has not first been involved in these preceding stages of training and support. Further, TP has an active role in the ICH advisory commission in Flanders that handles and follows up all ICH elements on the Inventory. Thus, TP itself is involved in many (indirect) ways to most, if not all, nomination files. TP is sometimes also mentioned in Belgian nomination files as a partner, and at times writes letters of support for files, mostly addressing specific aspects of safeguarding (such as education, participation). TP also gives tailored feedback when requested in the elaboration and drafting process of nomination files, from the initial phase to the follow-up and feedback after inscription. TP avoids, however, to be directly involved as a stakeholder or co-promotor of nomination files, and makes sure not becoming an interested party in any file. We consider it very important in our role as cultural broker to guard deontological and ethical principles.

	TP is highly active in processes of identification, definition and inventorying of ICH in Flanders and Brussels. TP moderates the interactive website with database www.immaterieelerfgoed.be which the Flemish Government launched in 2012. TP manages the ICH website and database through a public procurement contract with the Flemish Government (and in cooperation with FARO offering digital support). Www.immaterieelerfgoed.be extends the before existing inventory of the “Inventaris Vlaanderen” / "Inventory Flanders" for ICH. The digital platform has a participatory, bottom-up and interactive approach to inventorying ICH and safeguarding measures. It makes ICH visible; links elements of ICH with each other; links ICH elements with best practice examples and expertise; and it reports on safeguarding measures. The website is a networking, information sharing and learning tool, where both communities, groups, individuals and experts can register ICH and exchange experience, knowledge and expertise related to safeguarding. It links actors of all types (communities, experts, NGOs etc.) and at all geographical levels with each other and provides a platform for communication and exchange.

Next to the management and coordination in the field of this tool for identification, definition and inventorying of ICH, TP is active in related processes of supporting and training communities, groups, individuals as well as heritage professionals on the aspects and processes of inventorying ICH. Finally, TP is member of the advisory commission treating requests to be registered in the "Inventory Flanders for ICH". TP is also member of the advisory commission for ICH in the Netherlands.

	The mission of TP is to develop and multiply profoundly participatory heritage methods and approaches in the heritage field and in broader society. Both promoting the function of ICH in society, as well as fostering research on effective safeguarding approaches, are core to our activities. As a NGO, we are able to bridge and bond different questions, perspectives and actors in concrete field activities. For TP this results in a series of initiatives throughout the years reaching from neighbourhood projects to large scale participatory projects or innovative pilot projects in e.g. urban setting, or practical research and experiments dealing with particular contemporary challenges in safeguarding ICH. An example: TP has elaborated part of its work since 2008 focussing on a program on “rooted design” (contemporary design relying on traditional craftmanship techniques, skills and knowledge). We developed an experimental project  ‘Handmade in Bruges’ set up as a trans-sectoral policy on local level, offering a case of transdisciplinary co-management of ICH interlocking local economy, tourism, education, cultural policy, sustainable development etc … The project connects different objectives into concrete actions in cooperation with a diversity of actors in the city, from the individual craftspeople, over local associations of enterpreneurs and the cultural sector, to the city council. At the same time TP engages in translating and sharing these experiences to national and international perspectives and audiences – see http://www.futureforcrafts.org. It illustrates an important role of cultural brokerage, translation and multiplication played by NGOs familiar with the spirit and methods of the 2003 Convention.

- TP has contributed to the working of the Convention by offering consultation in its field of expertise and participating as NGO and ICH expert to initiatives UNESCO organizes or collaborates to. 

- TP has been called to deliver services through testing and presenting feedback regarding materials of the Global Capacity Building Program - SAFE - Workshop on developing safeguarding plans.  

- TP offers advisory services in less formal ways to the Committee, through active contribution in ICH NGO Forum’s work, structuration and activities; through formulation of NGO Speech, Statement, Symposium Program, NGO interventions on substantial issues in the Meeting Agendas.   

Accredited NGOs may provide advisory services to the Committee. This role is foremost limited to the Evaluation Body advising on nomination files thus far, which involves a small number of NGO’s (6). But the dedication of NGO’s for acting in advisory capacity to the Committee is not confined to this of course; it can be implicated in a broadened range of activities serving the goals of the Convention. The current OD do not yet offer adequate tools to organize further functions and contributions by NGO’s.
TP and other NGO's could be providing a series of relevant services to the Committee however:

- development of alternative and lighter ways of sharing safeguarding experiences. 
The criteria of Art18 could be reconsidered. In that process NGOs can play significant roles in selecting, testing, monitoring, and providing feedback in order to identify and share interesting practices and translate these to other contexts.

- play an interesting role in further exploring and developing on the Ethical Principles.

- take forward a role on outreach, sensitization, raising capacities and regional network building regarding the Convention and its objectives towards a larger audience of NGOs and civil society in their respective regions

- significant roles for mediation, facilitation and cultural brokerage with respect to cultivating local to global safeguarding processes. This mediation role was highlighted already in the debates of IGC and GA as well as in the 2013 IOS Evaluation report on the Convention  and ‘brokerage’ is mentioned in the new 2016 ODchapter on sustainable development. 

- build networks for exchange and cooperation involving different stakeholders (communities, NGOs, experts, civil society…). 

- advice on processes or aspects related to NGO’s in relation to the Convention:(e.g. accreditation, structuration of NGO activities, NGO’s in capacity for Evaluation Body, …)

- further organize and structure NGO activities around the goals of Convention, considering the numerous NGOs being accredited (total of 176 in 2016), stretching over a broad range of geographical distribution, different competences and activity in different ICH domains. NGOs could more efficaciously structure the NGOs cooperation around the Convention, e.g. via the Forum and by fostering a regional networking approach as it is currently being developed.

	TP is eminently experienced in working across ICH domains. The work of TP is transversal and horizontal-like, cross-cutting thematic approaches, and is methodically focused. 

In Flanders, TP has worked, together with FARO, in and across several (programmes, projects and safeguarding activities of ICH belonging to one or more) domains and with actors that try to safeguard ICH. We bring actors together in processes and networks of exchange, practical learning and capacity building. Also in international contacts we opt for interdisciplinary and transdisciplinary working methods and practices.

The expertise of TP is situated in the know-how regarding safeguarding measures and methodologies. We specialize in developing experiences and expertise in methodological and agogic knowhow that are relevant throughout all domains of ICH, addressing transversal important safeguarding challenges (central role of communities, intergenerational transmission, dealing with processes of globalization, diversification, urbanization…). Significant part of the TP work is devoted to methods and roles of mediation and cultural brokerage and how these apply in contexts of safeguarding ICH. Transversal actual challenges are addressed by conceptual and methodological research and pilot projects, as well as by training and coaching, set up in practice-oriented initiatives aiming to support and foster ICH processes in the field.
