Cicha-Kuczyńska from the Warsaw Branch.
Council for Intangible Cultural Heritage mission is to  develop stratagies for disseminating knowledge and information abourt ICH in local communities, and to assist with, and recommend activities to the organs of state responsible for cultural policy. 	Members of the PES are working intensively to prepare the first Polish nomination to the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity, which is Nativity scene making in Crakow.
Preparation of the application involves in the first place with numerous personal meeting, consultations with depositories - artists who create nativity scenes. During meetings, we discussed issues including the potential hazards and/or benefits that may be associated with inclusion on the Representative List.

	Members of the PES as a members of the Council for ICH conduct intensive activities in the field and inventorying of ICH phenomena. Cooperates with communities and individuals and provide substantive support for folk artist. Members of the PES promote their work by organizing outdoor events, as well as educational workshops for children and adults. PES supports local culinary entrepreneurs and artisans in developing applications to include their products on the regional registers, culinary heritage registers and so forth.
PES grants support to outside groups working in areas important to the convention.  PES supports efforts to inform and educate concerning the objectives and demands of the Convention, clarifying national procedures, rules, methods of preparation and describing and documenting the required elements for inscription to the ICH lists.  For example, in 2014, PES members supported the application of the Nativity scene making in Krakow and the Lajkonik Parade tradition; and, in 2015, the entry of the the lace-making tradition of Cracow.

In 2016, PES recommended bobbin lace-maker Magdalena Madej for a competitive grant for young handicraft artists sponsored by the International Bobbin and Needle Lace Organization (OIDFA).  Magdalena Madej was awarded the grant, and is currently organizing workshops in the modern use of traditional techniques of lacemaking for youth in art schools under the title "Contemporary Bobbin Lace in Arts and Crafts Education in Poland." 

PES cooperates on regular basis with the Association of Folk Artists, which brings together artisans, craftsmen, singers, dancers, musicians, writers and folk poets. Associates of the PES are members of the Program Council and are members of the juries of competitions held for the folk artists.

	PES successfully completed several projects (funded by the National Science Centre, Ministry of Culture, Ministry of Science and Higher Education and academic institutions) regarding various aspects of intangible cultural heritage, and the heritage of different regions of Poland and Europe. PES Members promote the projects of other institutions, work to ensure such projects are of the highest quality and level or organization.

The most important:

In the 2016 PES together with the Ethnographic Museum, a branch of the National Museum in Wrocław completed an important project: "Intangible Heritage of the Region and the Treasures of European Traditional Culture." The main objective was to raise awareness of the intangible cultural heritage within the meaning of the UNESCO Convention of 2003, methods of its inventorisation, documentation, safeguarding and presentation - by organizing exhibitions, concerts, workshops and consultations. A wide range of activities allowed for regional dissemination of knowledge about the Convention and made it possible to develop the proposal for local safeguarding programme of the phenomena of traditional culture, through the meetings of specialists, creators and consumers interested in the issue.

From 2012 PES continuously ran the project entitled "The Atlas of Polish Folk Costume: continuation of the publishing work, conducting field research and source queries, the digitalisation of source materials and facilitating their accessibility on the Internet." Its main objective was gathering of information regarding collections of Polish folk costumes (everyday and festive). The rationale for undertaking such an extensive project was the act of signing the UNESCO Convention for the Safeguarding of the ICH by Poland.

In the years 2014-2016 PES was a partner in the grant: "Polish Ethnographic Atlas - the scientific study, electronic data catalogue, publication of resources on the Internet".

Members of the PES, who are lecturers conduct courses about ICH in the major universities in Poland.

	PES is actively involved in activities that inform and educate concerning the safeguarding of ICH, such as the 2016 project "My Heritage," which included workshops for children and youth, entertainers and teachers. PES conducts ongoing educational programs in the field of ICH for children and students, which include ethnographic workshops about rituals, and traditional manufacturing techniques, for example the 2011-2012 workshops PES conducted on the subject of bobbin lace, which took place  in the Polish Community Centre "Świetlica" (Scotland). 

An important educational activity is the teaching of jargons.  In 2014, PES conducted 15 workshops where children, adolescents and adults were taught the traditional dialect. PES also supports the International Lach Dialect Competition in Krzanowice.
As part of its educational activities, PES organizes workshops for NGOs, cultural institutions, local government units and persons directly connected with the intangible legacy and its safeguarding. For example, in 2015 PES organized a conference on the topic, "Good Practices in the Safeguarding of Intangible Cultural Heritage by the UNESCO Convention of 2003, Selected Activities from Poland."
PES organized exhibitions popularizing, among other topics, the intangible cultural heritage from Poland. A documentary movie entitled "And yesterday evening" (2014), dir. D. Kula was produced within the project "Complementing Kolberg -  Documentation of Authentic Groups of Carol Singers of the Kashubia".
PES organizing folklore workshops, meetings with Polish regional cultural organizations, making educational trips, promoting Polish THEIR abroad,(e,g., "Folk Festival - theories, practices, policies, Integrations" or 5. IOV World Youth Congress "Folk Fusion. Intangible cultural heritage and inspiration of folklore" organized by the International Folk Meetings Malopolska.
PES cooperates in this respect with the Association of Folk Artists and the National Heritage Board of Poland .

It brings together 600 members who represent expertise in the fields of humanities and social sciences dealing with the study and documentation of ICH (ethnology and social and cultural anthropology, folklore, linguistics, ethnomusicology, ethnochoreology, sociology). Members of the PES are employees of universities and research institutes, cultural institutions, work in local non-governmental organizations dedicated to individual fields of ICH.

In the years 2013-2016 PES realized a project commissioned by the Ministry of Science and Higher Education (program National Programme for the Development of Humanities). PES members studied traditional craft skills (weaving, embroidery and lacemaking). They conducted a consultation for bearers and explained the rules for application for nomination for entry into the Polish List of ICH phenomena. In 2016, the Polish List of ICH has been enriched by the entry of "Perebory - the Bug tradition of weaving", which was the subject of research.
Members of the PES write publications popularizing ICH, formed on the basis of research and related to various ICH domains:

PES provides information on the objectives and demands of the Convention, clarification of national procedures, informs on rules, methods of preparation and documentation describing the elements of the applicant.  PES leads orderly activities to prepare materials, folders, documents and help writing letters to the institutions.They provide substantive support in meetings and discussions concerning the application on lists of ICH. At the present time, PES is helping prepare the documentation and application of the first Polish nomination to the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity, which is Nativity scene making in Crakow. 
On behalf of the the Council for Intangible Cultural Heritage, PES members prepared expert opinion such as position papers on the ethical aspects of preparing entries which involve animals  (e.g., bullfighting). 

PES is developing expertise in the area of historical and artistic gunsmithing in Cieszyn, which in 2014 was inscribed  on Poland's national list of intangible cultural heritage.

	PES and its members were actively involved in the preparation of the documents for the nomination of "Nativity scene making in Crakow" to the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity. The organisation can assist the Convention in drafting working texts. The language preference is English, but several of our members, who are fluent in French, can also prepare the required texts in French. PES drafts and edits texts, for example on the occasion of the conferences which accompanies the annual General Assembly. PES frequently uses English to produce documents and papers for symposia and technical meetings, as well as texts for the international public, with the collaboration of translators. We help our depositors in drafting synthetic texts in Polish and let us serve them with the help of a translation into English. Our members write the book in the English language about the intangible heritage or articles for foreign magazines and do revievs .

They publish on international journals and serve in boards of foreign scientific magazines. At the invitation of the editors of The IOV Journal of ICH (2015 IOV World, Bahrain) Dr. K. Czerwińska, Dr. A. W. Brzezińska prepared and published texts regarding ICH in Poland. Our members write about local traditions and intangible heritage to foreign magazines, such as: "Jahrbuch für Europäische Ethnologie" (Germany), "Journal for the Study of Religions and Ideologies" (Romania), "Tradicije ir dabartis" (Lithuania), European Journal of Science and Theology (Romania), "Ethnologia Slovaca et Slavica" (Bratislava, Slovakia), "Etnologické rozpravy (Ethnological Disputes)" (Slovakia), "Etnologické rozpravy" (Slovakia).
