GFDD promotes the sustainable development of the Dominican Republic. lt puts together cultural 
events, publishes research material, arranges academic exchanges, and coordinates many more 
activities from the international to the grassroots level within the Dominican Republic. The following 
list is just a short extract of activities in 2016: 

Over 43 films, documentaries, and national and international short films were screened at the sixth 
edition of the Dominican Republic Environmental Film Festival (DREFF) on September 13-18 
2016, in cities across the Dominican Republic. With topics that ranged from sustainable fashion to 
climate change, 11 cities hosted 140 screenings. Through this annual festival and year-round 
screenings, the foundation promotes environmental stewardship; with the belief that the arts are 
instrumental to making the general public aware of the extensive biodiversity within the Dominican 
Republic. 

Dunng the DREFF, several workshops on filmmaking were offered to students in Dominican 
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schools, including one at Punta Cana called "Environmental Documentaries: How to harness the 
power of the image." The class was given by the director of the New York Film Academy's School 
of Film, Claude Kerven. Film students of all levels and representatives of various media outlets 
participated in the event. Students learned the technical skills to produce an environmental short 
film involving the four major stages of the creative process: pre-production, production, post­
production, and distribution. 

To celebrate the release of GFDD's latest research publication, "Challenges for Sustainable 
Growth through Tourism in the Dominican Republic" the Fellows Program invited GFDD Fellow 
Emma Fawcett to give a special presentation of her findings to the public at GFDD's Washington 
D.C. office. The presentation was followed by a panel discussion and Q & A with the Fellow and 
several experts who offered insight on the importance of sustainable tourism for the development 
of the Dominican Republic. 

Since the launch of its Eco-Huertos program in 2012, an initiative which supports the creation of 
organic and sustainable vegetable gardens in schools and communities, GFDD has successfully 
created more than 90 vegetables gardens in education and community centers across the country. 
Open to communities with interest in vegetable gardens, the sessions educate children on the 
principles of sustainable agriculture and how to create and maintain a vegetable garden. 

The ReCrearte Program is another unique initiative which offers women and children across the 
Dominican Republic workshops in art recycling. lt demonstrates how recycling waste into art can 
empower individuals and communities alike. Since 2012, partnering with different institutions, 
ReCrearte has completed more than 180 workshops in over 10 different cities (an average of 2,000 
people each year). The workshops are therapeutic, reinforce the sense of individual worth as well 
as the sense of community, and offer the foundations for women's independence and active 
participation in the local economy. 

The RDescubre program provides underserved students and communities with the opportunity to 
take part in educational expeditions that highlight the country's wealth of natural resources. In 2015 
and 2016 several hundred students took part in a range of environmental expeditions including 
hikes up to Pico Duarte, cocoa trail tours, and educational explorations of coral reefs and Lake 
Enriquillo. Some of the expeditions included environmental clean ups in rural and urban areas at 
the end of which the participants would often use materials to create a mural made of recycled 
material thus reinforcing educational outcomes through artistic expression.

Since its creation in 2002, GFDD has collaborated with numerous stakeholders, seeking to 
promote intangible cultural heritage in the Dominican Republic and abroad. GFDD's programs are 
conducted in collaboration with partners at the local, national and the international level. Indeed, to 
pursue its initiatives, GFDD collaborates with local communities, civil society organizations, 
community centers, private sector organizations, government agencies, UN Agencies and many 
more. 

Examples of such cooperation include: 

Dominican Get Together events held in collaboration with the Symphony Space Theater in 
Manhattan, New York. The events are an opportunity to bring together the Dominican community 
and promote a better understanding of the Dominican culture's richness and diversity, while 
creating a space for reflection and discussion of topics relevant to the Dominican community in the 
US and in the homeland.

Name. Seal. and Offices

The annual meeting of the Board of Directors shall be held 
each year at the principal office of the Corporation at 1 0 o'clock in the morning on the second 
Tuesday in December or at such other location and/or date and/or time as may be fixed by the 
Board of Directors, for the purpose of election of directors, organization, election of officers, and 
the tmnsaction of other business. 

4.8. Regular and Spedal Meetin2s. Regular meetings of the Board ofDirectors may 
be held at such times and place or places as shall be determined by the Board of Directors. 
Special meetings of the Board of Directors may be called by the President as he or she sees fit 
and must be called by the President upon the written request of any two m"'m bers of the Board of 
Directors. Except as otherwise required by law, the Articles of Incorporation or these Bylaws, 
any business may be transacted at any directors • meeting. 

4.9. Notice of Meetings. Notice of the time, place and purposes ofthe annual m ling 
shall be given to each dire tor not less than 10 nor more than 30 days before the date th~of. 
Notice of all special meetings of the Board of Directors, except as otherwise provided, shall be 
given to each tliJ-ector not less than 5 nor more than 30 days before the date thereof. Regular 
meeti:ngs, of the Board of Directors, held p lllllwmt to a schedule previously adopted by the Board 
of Directors and made known to all directors, may be held without additional notice. Notice of 
any merong may be waived by any director. At any meeting at which every director shall be 
present, even though without any notice or waiver, any business may be transacted. 

4.10. Method of Giving Notice. Notices shall be deemed given immediately upon 
personal delivery, five days following the date of dispatc~ postage prepaid, via United States 
registered or certified mail, mum receipt requested, on the next business day following the date 
of dispatch, delivery charges prepaid, via United States Express Mail, Federal Express Priority 
Service or other reputable overnight delivery service~ or on the date of transmission via 
telephone electronic facsimile ("fax"), provided that wrincu confirmation of completed 
tra.D;Sm,ission is .re~:eived at the l.rausruitting fax machine. Notices that are given by mail, 
overnight delivery service or fax shall be de=:med received hereunder only if addressed to the 
d.i:rector at the last address or fax number, as the case may be, that the director shall have 
provided in writing to the Seomary of the Corporation for receipt of notices. 

4.11. Quorum. At all meetings of the Board of Directors, the presence of directors 
entitled to eaBt. a majority of all votes that can be cast by all of the directors (including vacant 
director positions) shall be sufficient to constitute a quorum for the lrru.lsac:tion of business. The 
p~mtcc of directors entitled to cast a majority of all votes that can be cast by all of the directors 
then in office (even if less than a majority of all votes if all director positions were filled) J1 11 be 
sufficient to constitute a quorum for the sole purpose of filling vacant seats on the Board of 
Directors or vacant offices of the Corporation. The act of directors casting a majority of the 
votes cast by directors present at any meeting at which there is a quonnn shall be the act of the 
Board of Directors, except as otherwise specifically may be provided by statute, the Articles of 
Incorporation of the Corporation or these Bylaws. If at any meeting there is less than a quorum 
present, a majority of those p ent may adjourn the meeting without further notice to any absent 
director. 
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4.12. Electronic Presence at a Meetiqz. Any or all directors may participate in any 
annual, regular or special meeting of the Board of Directors by, or conduct the meeting through 
the use of, any means of communication by which alJ dir tors participating may hear each other 
simultaneously during the meeting. A director participating in a meeting by this means shall be 
deemed to be present in person at the meeting. 

4.13. Compensation. Dirutors shal1 not receive any stated salary for their services, 
but by rt.$01ution of the Board a fixed reasonable sum or exp nses of attendance, if any, or both, 
may be allowed for attendance at each regular or special meeting of the Board. The Board of 
Dir~tors shaH have power in its discretion to contract for d to pay to cfun ... <::tors rendering 
unusual or exceptional services to the Corporation special compensation appropriate to the value 
of such services. Payments to directors under this Section 4.13., if not excessive, stwn not be 
deemed to violate the prohibition set forth in Subsection 12.2(a) hereof; however, the ~ctions 
set forth in Subsection 12.2(c) hcre:af sh U apply to any detmn.ination by the Board of Dim::tors 
as to the mm.:ing of such payments. 

4.14. Action Without Meeting. Any action required by Jaw to be taken at a meeting of 
the Board of Directors, or any action that may be taken at a meeting of the Board of Directors, 
may be taken without a meeting or notice if a consent in writing, setting forth the action so taken, 
shall be signed by all of the members of the Board of Directors, and such consent shall have the 
same force and effect as a unanimous vote at a meeting. Action taken under this Section is 
effective when the last ~tor signs the consent, unless the consent specifies a different 
effective date. A consent signed under this Section 4.14. shall have the effect of a meeting vote 
and may be described as such in any document. 

ARTICLES 
Officers 

5.1. Number and Titles. The officers of the Corporation shall be the President, 
Secretary, T:raasu.rer and such other officers, including any number of Vice P~idents, with such 
titles, powers and duties not inconsistent with these Bylaws as may be ointed and dct=rmined 
by the Board of Directors. Any combination of offices may be held by the same person, except 
that the P ident shall not hold any office that has the title of Vice President. 

5.2. Election, Term of Office. and QualifJcadons. The officers shall be elcc ed 
annually by the Board of Directors at the annual meeting of the Board of Directors. The 
President shall be elected from among the members of the Board of Directors, and all other 
officers shall be elected from among the members of the Board of Directors or such other 
p!:IE"ons as the Board ofDirectors may see fit. 

5.3. Vacancies. In the event that any office of the Corporation shall become vacant 
by death, resignation, retirement, disqualification, or any other cause, the majority of the 
directors then in office, although less than a quoi'Ulll, may elect an officer to fill such vacancy, 
and the officer so elected shall hold office and serve until the election and qualification ofhis or 
her succes5or. 
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5.4. President The President shall preside at all meetings of the Board ofDirectors. 
He or she shall have general charge and supervision of the bu iness and affairs of the 
Corporation, subject to the direction of the Board of Directors, and shall perform such other 
duties as may be assigned to him or her by the Board of Directors. 

5.5. Vice Presidents. At the request of the President, or in the event of his or her 
absence or disability, any Vice President, if any shall then be in office, shall perform the duties 
and possess the powers of the President; and to the extent authorized by law each Vice President, 
if any shuU then be in office, shaiJ have such other powers as the Board of Directors may 
determine, and shall perfonn such other duties as may be assigned to him or her by the Board of 
Directors. 

5.6. Secretary. The Secretary shall have charge of books, documents, and papers as 
the Board of Directors may determine and shall have the custody of the corporate seal. He or she 
shall attend, or cause to be attended, and keep, or cause to be kept, the minutes of all the 
meetings of the Board of Directors and committees having the delegated authority of the Board 
of Directors, and he or she shell be responsible for the Corporation•s compliance with all 
requirements under Section 8.1. of these Bylaws relating to such minutes. He or she may sign 
with the President or an authorized Vice President, in the name and on behalf of the Corporation, 
any contracts or agreements authorized by the Board of Directors, and when so authorized or 
ordered by the Board of Directors, he or she may affix the a>~-al of the Corporation. He or she 
shall, in general, perfonn all the duties incident to the office of Secretary, subject to the control 
of the Board of Directors, and shall perfonn such other duties as may be assigned to him or her 
by the Board of Directors. 

5.7. Treasurer. The T n;asurer shall have the custody of all funds, property, and 
securities of the Corporation, subject to such regulations as may be imposed by the Board of 
Directors. He or she may be required to give bond for the faithful performance of his or her 
duties, in such sum and with such "SUJ'e'ties as the Board of Directors may require. He or she shall 
be responsible for managing the funds of the Corporation and for creating and managing a yearly 
budget for the Corporation. He or she may endorse on b eh.ll.lf of the Corporation for collection 
checks, notes, and other obligmions, and shall deposit the same to the credit of the Corporation at 
such banks or depositories as the Board of Directors may desi811tHe. He or she shall sign all 
receipts and vouchers. He or she shall make such payments as may be necessary on behalf of the 
Corporation. He or she shall cnlm regularly on the books of the C ration to be kept by him or 
her for J.h.at purpose full and accurate I'IDi:ount of all moneys u:nd obligations received and paid or 
incurred by him or her for or on account of the Corpomtion. He or she s'bn.U be ponsible for 
the Corporation's compliance with all requirements under Section 8.1. of these Bylaws relating 
to such books and records of account. He or she .shall exhibit such books at all nab le times 
to any director on application at the offices of the Corporation, and he or she shall submit the 
books and records of the Corporation for annual review by the Board of Directors. He or she 
shall perform. in general, all the duties incident to the office of Treasurer, subject to the control 
of the Board ofDirectors. 

5.8. Compensation. The salaries of all offi cor.t shall be fixed by the Board of 
Directors and shall be reasonable in amount The fact that any officer is a director of the 
Corporation or a member of one or more committees of directors, shall not preclude his or her

receiving a salary or voting on the resolution providing for the same. Payments to officers under 
this Section 5.8., if not excessive, shall not be deemed to violate the prohibition set fi lh in 
Subsection 12.2(a) h ~f; however, the restrictions set forth in Section 12.2(c) hereof shall 
apply to any determination by the Board of Directors as to the making of such payments. 

5.9. RemovaL Any officer may be removed from office by the affumative vote of 
directors entitled to cast a majority of all of the votes that may be cast at any re~' or ~pccial 
meeting called for that purpose, with or without cause. Any officer proposed to be removed shall 
be entitled to at least five days' notice in writing, by any method described in Section 4.10. 
hereof: of the meeting of the Board of Directors at which such removal is to be voted upon and 
shall be entitled to appear before and be heard by the Board of Directors at such meeting. If the 
officer proposed to be removed is also a director, then the presence or absence of such director 
shall not be taken into account for the pu:rp e of detaminlng whether a quorum is ~1, and 
such director shall not be entitled to cast a vote on the question of his or her removal from office. 

ARTICLE6 
Committees 

6.1. Committees of the Board of Directors. By resolution duly adopted, the Board 
of Directors may establish one or more committees of the Board of Directors, each of which 
shall consist of two or more directors. To the extent provided by such rcs~lution, such 
committees shall have and may exercise the authority of the Board of Directors in the 
management of the Corporation; provided, however, that the designation of such committees and 
delegations of authority there a- shall not operate to relieve the Board of Directors, or any ~tor 
individually, of any · responsibility imposed upon it, him or her by law, the Articles of 
Incorporation or these Bylaws. Any member of any such commi~ may be removed by the 
Board of Directors whenever, in the judgment of the Board of Directors, the interests of the 
Cmpor tion would be served best by such removal. 

6.2. Advisory Committees. Advisory committees not having and exercising the 
managerial authority of the Board of Directors may be established by resolution duly adopted by 
the Board of Directors. Membmhip of such commit - shall not be limited to directors of the 
Corporation. Except as otherwiie may be provided by resolution, members of such committees 
shall be selected by appointment of the President Any member of any such committee may be 
removed by the perscn or persons authorized to appoint such member whenever, in the judgment 
of such appointing person or ns, the int ... rests of the Corporation would be served best by 
such removal. 

6.3. Terms of Office. Each member of a committee shall continue as such until the 
next annual meeting of the Board of Directors and until his or her succ r is appointed, unless 
such committee shall be abolished sooner or unless such commi ee member shall resign, be 
removed, or cease to qua.f fy as a member th f. 

6.4. Cbatrn:erson. One member of each committee shnlt be designated as chairperson 
by the person or persons authorized to appoint the members of the committee (subject to 
Section 6.1. h tu'eof). 
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6.5. Vacancies. Vacancies in the membership of any committee shall be filled by 
appointments made in the same manner as provided in the case of original appointments, and any 
member so elected shall be elected for the unexpired term of his or her predecessor. 

6.6. Votin. and Qnornm. Each member of each committee shall have the right to 
cast one (1) vote upon all matters voted upon by the committee. The presence of members of a 
committee having the power to cast a majority of the votes that can be cast by the whole 
committee shall constitute a quorum, and the act of the members of the committee having the 
power to cast a majority of the votes that can be cast by all of the members present at a meeting 
at which a quorum is present shall be an act of the conn:nittee. 

6.7. Rules. Each connnittee may adopt such rules and regulations for its meeth1gs and 
the conduct of its activities as it may de appropriate; provid~ however, that such rules and 
regulations shall be consistent with these Bylaws. The rules set forth in Section 4.12. of these 
Bylaws, regarding electronic presence at meetings ofthe Board of Directors, shall be applicable 
to connnitt.ecs of the Board of Directors. 

6.8. Compensation. The members of any committee sJmll not receive any stated 
salary for their services, but by resolution of the Board of Directors a fixed ... nab le smn or 
expenses of attendance, if any, or both, may be allowed for attendance at each regular or sp. . ial 
m eeting of such committee. The Board of Directors shall have power in its discretion to contract 
for and to pay to any member of a committee rendering unusual or exceptional services to the 
Corporation special compensation appropriate to the value of such services. Payments to 
memb of commi tees under this Section 6.8., if not excessive, shall not be deemed to violate 
the prohibition set forth in Subsection 12.2(a) hereof; however, the restrictions set forth in 
Section 12.2(c) hereof shall apply to any determination by the Board of Directors as to the 
making of such payments. 

ARTICLE7 
Agents and Representatives 

The Board of Directors may appoint agents and representatives of the Corporation with 
powers and to perform sots or duties on bl..:hl!lr of the Corporation as the Board of Directors may 
see fi~ so far as may be consistent with these Bylaws, to the extent authorized by law. 

ARTICLES 
Books, Records and Rep rts 

8.1. Books and · ecords. In compliance with Section 617.1601 ofFlorida Statutes, as 
amended, or any successor thereto, the Corporation shall keep as permanent records correct and 
complete books and records of accounts and shall keep minutes of the proc::edmgs of the Board 
of Directors and committees having any of the authority of the Board of Directors. All books 
and records of the corporation shall be kept in written form or in another form capable of 
conversion into written form within a reasonable time. 

8.2. Annual Reports. The Corporation shall file with the anment of State of the 
State of Florida, on or after January 1 and on or before July 1 of each year, a sworn annual report 
on such forms and eo taining such information as the Department of State may prcscnbe. 
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ARTICLE9 
Contracts, Deposits, Cheeks and Contributions 

9.1. Contracts. Except as otherwise provided in these Bylaws, the Board of Directors 
may authorize any officer or agent to enter into any contrac. or execute and deliver any 
instrument in the name and on behalf of the Corporation, and such authority may be general or 
confined to a specific instance. Unless so authorized by the Board of Directors, no officer, 
employee, agent or representative shall have any power or authority to bind the Corporation by 
any contract or engagement, or to pledge its credit, or render it liable pecuniarily for any purpose 
or to any amount. 

9.1. Deposits. All funds of the Corporation shall be deposited from time to time to the 
credit of the Corporation in such b.a_nks, trust companies or other depositories or, pursuant to 
Article 13 hereof, invested from time to time for and on behalf of the Corporation, as the Bonrd 
of Directors may elect 

9.3. Checks, Drafts, Orders for Payment. All checks, drafts or orders for the 
p11yment of money. notes, or other evidences of indebtedness issued in the name of the 
Corporation shall be signed by such officer or officers, agent or agents of the Corporation and in 
sucll manner as the Board of Directors from time to time shall determine by resolution. In the 
absence of such determination, such instruments shall require the signa.ure:o of both of the 
President and the Treasurer of the Corporation. 

9.4. Contributions. The Board of Directors may accept on behalf of the CDrporation 
any contribution, gift. bequest, or devise of any property whatsoever, for the purposes of the 
Corporation (subject to Section 13.2. hereof). 

ARTICLE 10 
Voting Upon Shares of Otber Corporations 

Unless other\vise ordered by the Board of Directors, the President shall have full power 
and authority on behalf of the Corporation to vote either in pewn or by proxy at any meeting of 
shareholders of any corporation in which this Corporation may hold shares, and at any such 
m · g may pou:ss and e:x,m-ciiie all of the rights and powers incident to the ownership of such 
shares that, as the owner, this Corporation might have possessed and exercised ifpresent The 
Board of Directors may confer like powers upon any other person and may revoke any such 
powers as granted at its pleasure. 

ARTICLEll 
Fiscal Year 

The fiscal year of the Corporation shall commence on JanUary 1 of each year and end on 
December 31. 
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ARTICLE 12 
Prohibited Acts 

12.1. Sharing in Corporate Earnin~. No director, officer, employee, agent, 
representative or membDT of a committee of or person connected with the Corporation, or any 
other private individual shall receive at any time any of the net oomings or pecuniary profit from 
the operations of the Corporation, provided that this shall not ~ ent the payment (subject to 
Section 12.2. hereof) to any such per~ n of such reasonable compensation as shall be fixed by 
the Board of Directors for services rendered to or for the Corporation in effecting any of its 
purposes; and no such per.son or persons shall be entitled to share in the distribution of any of the 
corporate assets upon the dissolution of the Corporation. 

12.2. Self-Dealing. 

(a) No disqualified person (as defined in Subsection (b) of this Section 12.2) 
shslJ enter into or be interested, directly or indirt£.tly. in any transaction, contract or business 
relatiomhip with the Corporation or relating or incidental to operations of the Corpomtion, nor 
&hall any disqtmlified person receive from or contribute to the Corporntion, directly or indirectly, 
any goods, services, facilities, compens' tion, expenses, funds or other property unless such 
tran.Saetion, contract, business relationship, "pt or contribution shall be excluded from the 
definition of "self-dellling'' set forth in Section 494I(d) of the Intemsl Revenue Code and its 
Regulations, as they now exist or as they may be amended. 

(b) For purposes of this Section 12.2., the term "disqualified person" shall 
mean any (i) director, officer or m nager of the Corporation, (ii) substantial contributor to the 
Corporation (as defined in Section 507(d)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code and its Regulations, 
as they now exist or as they may be amended), (iii) spouse, lineal ancestor, lineal descendant or 
spouse of a lineal descendant of any person described in item (i) or (ii) of this sentence, (iv) 
owner of a twenty percent {200/o) or greater interest in any substantial contnoutor to the 
Corporation, or (v) corporation, partnership or trust or estate in which the -persons descn"bed in 
items (i), (ii), (iii) and (iv) of this sentence in the aggregate have greater than a thirty-five peru t 
(35%) voting, ownership or beneficial interest. 

(c) Any contract, transaction, or act on beha]f of the Corporation in a matter 
in which any one or more di~tors or officers is intc ed pet5onally, if not proh.J.oited by 
Subsection (a) of this Section 12.2, shall be at arm's leng h and not violative of the proscriptions 
in the Articles of In.co'"Panu.ion against the Corporation's use or application of its funds for 
private bonefit; no contract, transaction, or act shall be entered into on be:holf of the Corporation 
that would result in the denial of the tax exemption under any Section of the Internal Revenue 
Code and its Regulations as they now exist or as they may be amended, including without 
limitation Sections 501 and 507 thereof; and no contract, transaction or other act d "bed in 
Section 617.0832 of Florida Statutes, as amended, or any successor thereto, shall be entered into 
by the Corporation unless such contract, transaction or other act is characterized under said 
statute as being not void or voidable. In no event, however, shall any ,on or other entity 
dealing with the directors or officers of the Corporation be obligated to inquire into the authority 
of the directors and officers to enter into and consuiD1ll.ilte any contract, transaction, or other 
action. 
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TICLE 13 
Investments 

13.1. Mana~:;ement of Investments. Funds, securities and other property of the 
Corporation may be invested and reinvested under the direct management of the Board of 
Directors, such officers of the Corporation as may be designated by the Board of Directors, or 
such investment managers and/or brokers as the Board of Directors, in the exercise of its 
judgment, may engage for such purpose. The Board of Directors may authorize any such 
investment tnW:J ger or broker engaged by the Board of Directors for such purpose to exercise 
such discretion as the Board of Directors shall determine, in the exercise of its judgment, to be in 
the best interests of the Corporation; provided, however, that in all such instances, the Board of 
Directors clearly and specifically shall instruct such investment manager or broker as to the 
extent and limitations of the discretion so authorized and h:a1l require such investment manager 
or broker to make regular reports to the Board of Directors as to its investment policies, 
tmrure:ctions on behalf of the Corporation and the results thereof. 

13.2. Permissible Investments. The Corporation shall have the right to retain all or 
any part of any securities or property acquired by it in whatever manner, and to invest and 
reinvest any funds held by it, according to the judgment of the Board of Directors, without being 
restricted to the class of inv~tments that a director is or may be permitted by law to make or any 
similar restriction; provided, however, that (i) no action shall be taken by or on behalf of the 
Corporation if such action would result in the denial of the tax exemption under any Section or 
sections of the Internal Revenue Code and its Regulations as they now exist or as they may be 
amended, including without limitation Sections 501 and 507. and (ii) the Corporation shall not 
hold any investments that constitute excess busjness holdings, as defined in Section 4943 of the 
Intemat Revenue Code and its Regulations, as they now exist or as they may be amended, or lha 
jeopardize or may be deemed to jeopardize the carrying out of any of the Corporation's exempt 
pmposes, as set forth in Section 4944 of the Internal Revenue Code and its Regulations, as they 
now exist or as they may be amended. 

ARTICLE 14 
Exempt Activ:ides 

Notwi lhsblnding any other provision of these Bylaws, no director, officer, employee, 
agent or representative of this Corporation shall take any action or <:;uz:ry on any activity by or on 
behalf of the Coiporation not permitted to be taken or carried on by an orga.nizarion exempt 
under Section 501 ( c )(3) of the Intern l Revenue Code and its Regulations as they now exist or as 
they may be amended, or by an or ization contributions to which are deductible under 
Sections 170(c)(2), 2055, 2106(aX2) and 2522 of such Code and Regulations as they now exist 
or as they may be amended. 

ARTICLE 15 
Indemnification 

The Corporation shall indemnify and advance expenses on behalf of its directors and 
offi~s to the fullest extent permitted under Section 617.0831 of Florida Statutes, as amended, 
or any successor thereto. Said indemnification .sb 1 extend to any and all liabilities of the 
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directors and officers arising from their relationships with the Corporation in any and alJ 
capacities. By resolution duly adopted, the Board of Directors may authorize the corporation to 
(i) indemnify any or all of its employees and agents who are not directors to any extent that the 
Board of Directors may detenninc, up to and including the fullest extent permitted under 
Section 617.0831 of Florida Statutes, as amended, or any successor thereto, and/or (ii) provide 
jnsurnnce: coverage to any or all of its directors, officers, employees and agents against any or all 
m· · or liabilities that such persons may incur by virtue of their relationships with the 
Corporation. 

ARTICLE 16 
Parliamentary Authority 

Robert's Rules of Order shall be the governing authority for conduct of all meetings of 
the Board of Directors and all committees, except where inconsistent with law, the Articles of 
Incorporation, these Bylaws or the rules adopted by any such committee for the conduct of its 
meetings. 

ARTICLE 17 
Am~ndmen 

These Bylaws may be altered, amended, or repealed, or new bylaws may be adopted, 
only by the a um tive vote of a majority of the votes cast at a meeting of the Board of Directors 
at which a quorum is present

5.4 Executive Director. The Executive Director shall preside at all 
meetings of the Board of Directors. He or she shall have general charge and 
supervision of the business and affairs of the Corporation, subject to the 
direction of the Board of Directors, and shall perform such other duties as may 
be assigned to him or her by the Board of Directors. 



5.5 Vice Presidents. At the request of the Executive Director, or in the 
event of his or her absence or disability, any Vice President, if any, shall then be 
in office, shall perform the duties and possess the powers of the Executive 
Director; and to the extent authorized by law, each Vice President, if any, shall 
then be in office, shall have such other powers as the Board of Directors may 
determine, and shall perform such other duties as may be assigned to him or her 
by the Board of Directors. 

5.6 Secretary. The Secretary shall have charge of books, documents, and 
papers as the Board of Directors may determine and shall have the custody of 
the corporate seal. He or she shall attend, or cause to be attended, and keep, or 
cause to be kept, the minutes of all the meetings of the Board of Directors and 
committees having the delegated authority of the Board of Directors, and he or 
she shall be responsible for the Corporation's compliance with all requirements 
under Section 8.1 of these Bylaws relating to such minutes. He or she may sign 
with the Executive Director or an authorized Vice President, in the name and on 
behalf of the Corporation, any contracts or agreements authorized by the Board 
of Directors, and when so authorized or ordered by the Board of Directors, he or 
she may affix the seal of the Corporation. He or she shall, in general, perfmm 
all the duties incident to the office of Secretary, subject to the control of the 
Board of Directors, and shall perform such other duties as may be assigned to 
him or her by the Board of Directors.

9.3 Checks, Drafts, Orders for Payment. All checks, drafts or orders for the 
payment of money, notes, or otherwise evidences of indebtedness issued in the 
name of the Corporation shall be signed by such officer or officers, agent or 
agents of the Corporation and in such manner as the Board of Directors from 
time to time shall detennine by resolution. IN the absence of such 
determination, such instruments shall require the signatures of both of the 
Executive Director and the Treasurer of the Corporation;

FURTHER RESOLVED, that Article 10 of the Bylaws of the Corporation shall 
be amended as follows:

Voting Upon Shares of Other Corporations 

Unless otherwise ordered by the Board of Directors, the Executive Director 
shall have full power and autbolity on behalf of the Corporation to vote either in 
person or by proxy at any meeting of the shareholders of any corporation in 
which this Corporation may hold shares, and at any such meeting may possess 
and exercise all of the rights and powers incident to the ownership of such 
shares that, as the owner, this Corporation might have possessed and exercised 
if present The Board of Directors may confer like powers upon any other 
person and may revoke any such powers as granted at its pleasure.
