Dear Madam Director-General,

In accordance with Article Xlll of the Constitution of UNESCO and Rule 109 of the Rules of
Procedure of the General Conference, and with reference to my letter of May 9, 2019, please find
below the revised amendment to Article VI.2 of the Constitution.

2.  The Director-General shall be elected nominated-by-the-Executive Board-and-appeinted by
the General Conference, as of its 43rd session, from a shortlist of a minimum of two and up to
three nominees submitted to it by the Executive Board for a period of four years, under such
conditions as the Conference may approve. The Director-General may be appointed for a further
term of four years but shall not be eligible for reappointment for a subsequent term. The Director-
General shall be the chief administrative officer of the Organization.

This substantive amendment will be obsolete and will be deleted from the Constitution at the opening
of the 43rd session of the General Conference.

Should the General Conference adopt the above amendment, amendments to the corresponding
Rules of Procedure of the General Conference and the Rules of Procedure of the Executive Board
would be required.

We respectfully request that this amendment be included as an item on the provisional agenda of
the 40th session of the General Conference in November 2019 and circulated to all Member States
six months before, for their consideration.
