Director-General's introduction and will continue throughout thé morning of
Tuesday 15 October.

Board at ex lendebate unesco. or ). Please note that thé list is drawn up
according to thé order in which registration forms are received from Member
States on thé Board, and will be distributed in Room X in thé morning of
Monday 14 October. This list will also be sent to Board members and
Délégations prior to thé Plenary debate, and will be availabte on thé
Executive Board website.

Thé Director-General's reply and thé usual question-and-answer session will
follow in thé afternoon of 15 October.

Immediately after thé question-and-answer session, item 3 entitled thé
"Report by thé Director-General on thé application of rule 59 of thé Rules of
Procédure of thé Executive Boarcf' will be considered.
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As was thé case at thé past three sessions and in view of thé number of
additional items requested for inclusion on thé agenda of thé 207th session, l
would like to reiterate thé need for Member States to hold informai
consultations, as outlined in recommendations 44 to 47 of 39 C/Resolution 87,
"Governance procédures and working methods of thé governing bodies of
UNESCO".

Thèse informai consultations should ensure that thé work of thé Committees
and Commissions be efficient and cost effective. In this regard, a meeting room
might be put at thé disposai of Members States prior to thé opening of thé
Board session.

Moreover, as per recommendation 28 of thé above-mentioned résolution, l
would like to invite Members to focus their contributions to thé Plenary debate
on thé précise items of thé agenda of thé session.

Pursuant to 180 EX/Decision 22 (Part l), thé PX and FA Commissions will
continue to examine, in joint meetings, items with intertwined programme,
administrative and financial aspects, as proposed in thé enclosed provisional
timetable of thé session.

Lastly, l wish to recall 194 EX/Decision 4 (Part II.C. 11 (b) & (e)) (enclosed
herewith for ease of référence) pertaining to thé payment of travel expenses
and subsistence allowance to représentatives appointed by thé members of thé
Executive Board.
