5.
PASSPORT, VISA AND OTHER TRAVEL INFORMATION

5.1 Visa requirements 

Each participant is required to hold a valid passport to enter the United Arab Emirates.
It is recommended that visa requests be sent before the beginning of Ramadan (20 August – 20 September 2009). 

All visitors to Abu Dhabi, except for citizens of the Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC states) will require a visa. However, certain nationalities automatically get a visa on arrival, usually for 60 days, that can be renewed once for additional 30 days (for a fee of Dhs.500). Citizens of Andorra, Australia, Austria, Brunei, Belgium, Canada, Denmark, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Hong Kong, Iceland, Ireland, Italy, Japan, Liechtenstein, Luxembourg, Malaysia, Monaco, the Netherlands, New Zealand, Norway, Portugal, San Marino, Singapore, South Korea, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, United Kingdom, United States of America and Vatican City receive an automatic visa on arrival in Abu Dhabi. 

The website of the UAE Ministry of Foreign Affairs at http://www.government.ae/gov/en/gov/index.jsp provides helpful visa information for foreigners travelling to the United Arab Emirates. If a visa is required, it is the responsibility of the participants to obtain it before travelling. For all information concerning visas and other formalities for entering the United Arab Emirates, the participants may also contact directly the UAE Embassies or Consulates in the countries where they reside. 

The invitation letter from UNESCO may be used when applying for a visa. Please note that no personal letters of invitation can be provided for this purpose, and that only the UAE authorities may determine the granting of a visa.

The United Arab Emirates (Abu Dhabi Authority for Culture and Heritage) is providing transport from airport to hotel. 

There will be a welcome desk at the Abu Dhabi International Airport to assist the delegates upon their arrival (from 26th September to 28th September) and their departure (from 2nd October to 4th October) and the opening hours will be per flight schedule.
In addition, there are the three means of paid transportation from the airport to Abu Dhabi city are taxi, bus, or car rental. Traveling by taxi is made possible by Al Ghazal Transport taxi service, which costs Dhs. 100 (US$ 30) and takes around 35 minutes. Transportation by bus is serviced by the Abu Dhabi Municipality bus service running on bus Route 901. Introduction to Abu Dhabi
The United Arab Emirates sits on the north-eastern part of the Arabian Peninsula, bordered by Saudi Arabia to the south and west and by Oman to the east and north. The country is made up of seven emirates of which Abu Dhabi is the largest, occupying over 85% of the landmass. There are two major cities within the emirate: Abu Dhabi, which is the capital of the United Arab Emirates, and Al Ain west region, which lies at the foot of the Hajar Mountains on the border with Oman.
From its origins as a centre for pearl diving and fishing, Abu Dhabi has developed at fast speed to become a truly 21st century modern society.
With much of the interior of the emirate comprising desert, including part of the spectacular Rub Al Khali (Empty Quarter), or sabkha (salt flats), and despite the combination of high temperatures and inhospitable terrain, the Abu Dhabi authorities work hard to green the urban landscape. 

Documentation of Abu Dhabi’s history is evolving fast to unearth the emirate’s rich archaeological sites. Evidence of settlements have been found around the island of Marawah and Dalma as well as Jebel Hafeet near Al Ain, and on the island of Umm al Nar near Abu Dhabi city, some dating goes back as far as 7 000 years ago. Abu Dhabi’s history really began with the Bani Yas Bedouin tribe who are known to have been in the area along the coast by the 15th century.

From its small beginnings as a pearling settlement, Abu Dhabi has come a long way in the last 50 years. Its population has grown from just 15 000 in 1962 to 1.8 million today. Oil revenus have been invested wisely to create an impressive modern society and first-class infrastructure. Tourism is a key propriety in the government’s ambitious diversification plans, with a target of 3 million visitors by 2015.

6.2
Local Transportation

Transportation means in Abu Dhabi are various (taxi, car hire, buses, boats etc.) The taxi is the most common method of getting around. Reasonably priced, they can be flagged down at the roadside. Al Ghazal and NTC taxis must be booked by phone (444 7787 or 622 33). The major international car rental companies are also available in Abu Dhabi. For driving licenses see 6.3. The Abu Dhabi Municipality operates bus routes all over the emirate, as well as in the city. The service is almost 24h/24 and fares are inexpensive – approximately Dhs. 1 for travel within the capital. Various companies offer trips by dhow or motor boat, to explore the islands off the coast. 
6.3 Driving 

Visitors to Abu Dhabi can rent or drive a car in the emirate if they have a valid international driving license issued by the country from which their driving license has been granted. Visitors are not allowed to use their national driving license during their stay in Abu Dhabi. Note must be made that while the law allows visitors to drive privately registered vehicles, some insurance companies will not cover accident claims, as they only insure vehicles for drivers holding a valid UAE driving license. 


Nationals or residents of other Gulf Cooperation Council countries do not require an international driving license, and can drive or rent a car in Abu Dhabi using their GCC-issued driving license for the duration of their visit in the emirate (up to three months). 

6.4 Currency and Exchange

The official currency of the United Arab Emirates is the dirham (Dhs or AED), with each dirham divided into 100 fils. Dirham notes come in 5, 10, 20, 50, 100, 200, 500, and 1000 denominations, while coins come in Dhs 1 and files 0.5, 0.25, 0.10 and 0.05. The latter two denominations are rarely used anymore. 

As of August 2009 the exchanges rates stood at around 3.67 to the US dollar, 5.21 to the euro and 6.13 to the UK pound.

There is some limitation on the import of currency into the country. Cash exceeding Dhs 40,000 or its equivalent in foreign currency must be declared to airport customs control upon entry. There are no foreign exchange restrictions in place in the country, and foreign currency of almost any denomination is readily exchanged. Banks and money exchange bureaus can be found throughout Abu Dhabi, the latter located in most shopping malls and key locations. All major hotels will also readily exchange currency for guests. 

Credit cards, such as MasterCard, Visa, American Express and Diners Club, are widely accepted in the United Arab Emirates, as are traveler’s cheques. Travelers are advised to carry traveler’s cheques in either US Dollar or UK Pounds Sterling to avoid additional exchange rate charges. 

6.5 Banks and ATMs

There is a huge network of local and international banks strictly controlled by the UAE Central Bank. 
Most banks operate five days a week, Sunday to Thursday, from 8:00 am to 2:00 pm while a few others are also open on Saturdays from 8:00 am until 2:00 pm . Branches located in prominent city centres and malls open at 9:00 am, and remain open until 6:00 pm.  ATMs can be found in the airport, most shopping malls and hotels as well as petrol stations.
Visitors can also avail 24- hour telephone banking services by dialling their respective bank’s toll free number. 

6.6 Electricity and Water
Electricity 


The electricity supply in Abu Dhabi is 220/240 volts at 50 Hz. Square three-pin sockets are standard. It is advisable to bring a plug adapter with you, but  most hotels can supply you with adapters for other kinds of plug or you can purchase adapters locally.

Tap water is perfectly safe to drink in Abu Dhabi, but if you prefer the taste of bottled water, locally bottled mineral water is readily available in supermarkets and grocery stores everywhere. 

6.7
Postal Service

An extensive network of post offices covers Abu Dhabi, offering fast and reliable postal services. Emirates Post, the sole provider of postal services in the UAE, has 22 offices spread out across the emirate that provide both domestic and international mail and courier services. Working hours vary at different post offices, with some post offices remaining open till late evening while others open only until early afternoon.

Mail services in Abu Dhabi are inexpensive, with domestic mail costing 50 fils per letter (under 20 grams) and up to Dhs 3 per letter to Europe. Postcards cost up to Dhs 2 to Europe, America, Australia and the Far East. Most hotel front desks will be able to provide assistance in posting mail or postcards both domestically and internationally.

Etisalat observes dual rates (peak and off-peak) for national and international phone calls arising from either fixed or mobile telephone lines. Off-peak rates, which are significantly lower than peak rates, may be availed during designated hours on ordinary days and during Fridays and other special holidays. Off-peak hours for mobile phone services (both voice calls and SMS) are between 2:00pm and 4:00 pm and between 12:00 midnight and 7:00 am. Off peak hours for calls within the UAE from a landline to another landline, however, are between 2:00pm and 4:00pm and from 7:00pm to 7:00am.

Outgoing national calls from a mobile phone during peak hours costs 30 fils for the first 60 seconds, and 15 fils for every succeeding 30 seconds (or 12 fils for every 30 seconds during off-peak hours). Outgoing SMS, on the other hand, costs 18 fils per message (national) or 30 fils per message (international).

Fixed and wireless Internet access is ubiquitous across the cities of Abu Dhabi and Al Ain. Most hotels provide Internet access in their conference lounges, as well as in their rooms and suites. Furthermore, dozens of restaurants and coffee shops  are now offering wireless Internet access services, including public places such as the airport and malls. And if, on a very unexpected occasion, you find yourself with neither, the third option is to avail access in a nearby Internet café, where the hourly rates range between Dhs5 to Dhs10, depending on the location and available facilities within the cafe.

All the Internet access is wireless in the Intercontinental Abu Dhabi as well as for the other recommended hotels

Time Zone

The United Arab Emirates’ time zone is UTC/GMT + 4 hours. No daylight saving time in 2009.

Weather and “Dress Code”
Abu Dhabi has a subtropical, arid climate. Rain is infrequent and temperatures range from a low around 10°C (50°F) on a winter’s night to a high of 48°C (118°F) in summer. As an island, Abu Dhabi becomes very humid in the hottest months (July, August and September).

Abu Dhabi is generally conservative but tolerant when it comes to dress code. The attitude to dress is relaxed, but visitors (both men and women) are advised not to wear excessively revealing clothing in public places, as a sign of respect for local culture and customs. This also applies to public beaches, where swimmers should avoid excessively revealing swimming suits. Most nightclubs require their guests not to wear shorts, caps or sport shoes on their premises. Unless otherwise indicated, official events usually require non-locals to wear formal dress; a suit and tie for men and an evening dress for women.

As for the weather requirements, lightweight summer clothing is suitable for most of the year (summer, spring and autumn), though a light sweater or cardigan could be handy when visiting a shopping mall, hotel or restaurant where the temperature might be kept too low to counter the outdoor heat. Slightly warm clothes are needed for the short winter season, especially in the evening.

6.11
Restrictions

Alcohol is served to non-Muslims in all major hotels and licensed restaurants, but public drunkenness and drinking and driving are not tolerated. The latter is a serious offence, with zero tolerance for driving while under the influence of alcohol. There is also no tolerance for drug use, and visitors may face long prison sentences if apprehended with any drugs, however small the quantity.  The Ministry of Health’s Drug Control Department publishes lists of restricted drugs and medications that may otherwise be prescribed in travelers’ home countries, so travelers must take special care to ensure that their medications or other substances are not restricted before traveling. 

Visitors to Abu Dhabi should avoid photographing women in general, and particularly national women, without their permission. It is always courteous to ask before photographing people. There are few other restrictions on photography in the emirate – only military, government and airport installations are not allowed to be photographed.
