	The communities concerned are the Kijimana ethnic group and some neighbouring communities of the coastal region of Wotthama, the nation as a whole; international organizations concerned about the development of the region and interested in African culture; and all of humanity since the Madaras, which were inscribed on the World Heritage List, are the responsibility of all humankind. The Kijimana no longer live in the fortified settlements in the Madaras. Some of them live in nearby villages and have, generally speaking, maintained their link with the Madara forest settlements, but others have moved away from the villages into urban and peri-urban areas. The international community concerned about the Madaras includes NGOs such as the World Ecology Forum (WEF); the Campaign for the Promotion of Participatory Tourism to Save Africa (CAMPITSA), and the World Heritage Centre (Paris), although the authentic Madaras belong to the Kijimana people in Wotthama.

	The Kijimana people live along the coastal strip of the country. The Kijimana of Wotthama live in East Africa and in a worldwide diaspora.  Unlike these and other similar communities in neighbouring countries, however, the Kijimana in Wotthama are more active in performing the rituals associated with their Madaras. The international community is also concerned about the Madaras including NGOs based in Europe and Africa, and of course – since the Madaras are already inscribed on the World Heritage List – UNESCO (Paris). Inscription of the element will confirm that all aspects of the Madaras belong to the heritage and memory of all of humanity.

Identification and definition of the element

	

	For Criterion U.1, the States shall demonstrate that ‘the element constitutes intangible cultural heritage as defined in Article 2 of the Convention’.

	In 2008, the nine Madaras were inscribed on the World Heritage List as cultural landscapes. This has helped to increase international tourism in the area, and the inscription of the Madaras as World Intangible Heritage will further encourage people from abroad to visit these outstanding sites and appreciate the rituals, as well as the natural ecology of the region, and the beaches. The traditions and environmental value of the Madara areas will thus be highlighted by the UNESCO inscriptions, and spread around the world.

The ancestors of the Kijimana (or the majority of them) lived in Talana. Due to scarcity of land in the early sixteenth century, they migrated southwards to the coast of what is now Wotthama where they established fortified settlements (Madaras) in what are now known as the Madara forests. Today many Kijimana tell the legend of this migration, which according to several experts largely reflects historical reality (T. Brown, The Madara Complex, 1978). However, Jones says that most of the ancestors of many Kijimana did not come from Talana at all (E.A. Jones, A History of African Societies, 1997). The Kijimana in different Madaras assimilated people from other ethno-linguistic groups, which may explain why some Madara traditions differ from one another. Archaeological investigations at Madara sites will probably help to answer some of these questions about the history and identity of the Kijimana, and may ultimately tell us whether the ICH of the Kijimana is authentic or not.

Barter between the Kijimana and their neighbours prior to the end of the nineteenth century supported the close-knit settlement pattern of the Kijimana in their Madaras and helped to maintain their social practices, including the age-grade system that concentrated social authority in the hands of the Elders. With the emergence of new trading relationships under colonial rule, that enriched some younger men, the power of the Elders began to be challenged. In the 1920s, however, the Kijimana entered a new area due to the construction of the colonial railway. This led to a pattern of migration out of the Madaras that increased in the second half of the twentieth century. Even today, many Kijimana leave the villages near the Madaras to look for employment on large commercial farms and in nearby towns and for better schooling for their children, some abandoning the traditions, customs and cultural life of the Madaras. Tensions between different groups in these urban or peri-urban areas were evident during the troubles around the time of the election in 2009. 

Due to migration, globalization, urbanization and social transformation, the traditions and cultural practices associated with the Madara settlements are being practised less often, thus increasing the threats to the social fabric and community life of the Kijimana. Kijimana women, who do a special dance at the end of some of the rituals, complain that it is difficult to find younger women willing to learn the dances as many of them have left the villages in search of a paid job. With the growing tourism potential of the Madaras, there is more concern about the effect this may have on other aspects of the local culture. As a result, the free association of women and children with foreign tourists has been actively discouraged.  
The rituals and practices associated with the Madaras include the governance functions of the Councils of Elders related to each Madara (which discourage socially deviant behaviour), healing rituals (conducted at times of misfortune or illness), and rituals associated with birth and with burying the dead (including the use of talismans and Haniwa grave figurines). The use of natural resources within the Madara forests was regulated by never-changing traditional rules enforced by the Councils of Elders; the weakening of this traditional regulatory function, together with increasing tourism, has started to have a negative impact on forest biodiversity.

	2.
Need for urgent safeguarding

	Threats faced by the element include globalization, modernization, socialization, formal education, religious conversion, unemployment, tourism, land reforms and migration, as well as the advanced age and conservatism of most of the elders. Some of the oath-taking ceremonies no longer take place, but they can be revived through the proposed measures.  
The international community concerned about the Madaras includes NGOs such as the World Ecology Forum (WEF) and the Campaign for the Promotion of Participatory Tourism to Save Africa (CAMPITSA). The survival of these NGOs is ensured because they have a broad range of funding sources, and desirable as their actions make the Madaras more viable because they promote development and use of the cultural and ecological resources. They can help to implement the government’s tourism policy in the region and they can do that – since they are self-supporting non-profit organizations – without imposing costs on the government. 
Tourism opportunities provide a chance to extend knowledge of the authentic practices associated with the Madaras to other interested parties so that Madaras practices can become more viable by being applied in different situations around the world. Kijimana settlements could become models for ecological forest management in other locations and for keeping the peace in small communities where no police are available. Increasing participation of tourists in the cultural practices of the Madaras, guided by men, and teaching them the rituals of the site, may help to increase visibility and viability of the element in the future, and sustain the development of the Kijimana.

Safeguarding measures

	Protection of the Madara sacred forests and associated rituals and practices is a coordinated effort of the Forest Services, the Provincial Administration and the National Government. NGOs are helping these State agencies to restore the ecological balance of the forests. By 2001, all nine Madaras had been proclaimed as national monuments and forest reserves under the Heritage Act. The Community Conservation and Development Groups formed among the Kijimana during this process assist in maintaining forest biodiversity around the Madaras.

The physical safeguarding of the Madara forests is thus guaranteed. The UNESCO inscriptions will highlight the environmental value and – soon – the traditions of the Madara areas. The element can thereby be shared by all humanity, and can be better protected thanks to income from tourism. World Heritage status has helped to increase international tourism in the area, and the inscription of the Madaras on the Intangible Heritage List will further encourage people from abroad to visit these sites, to observe the rituals and to see the forest ecology in action. 
The National Community Performing Arts Festival has developed a special category for Kijimana songs, narratives, and dances to show them to tourists. Cultural centres in the community – there is already one – will be used as focal points for development by staging performances for tourists. 
The Haniwa figurines placed on graves within the Madaras and the village graveyards nearby fetch high prices on the black market, which is problematic because Kijimana people believe they can no longer communicate with their ancestors if the figurines are removed from the graves. The Department of Culture thus plans to remove as many grave figurines as possible for better safekeeping in museums; they will be loaned to the Kijimana for special ceremonies and to institutions around the world so that people can enjoy them everywhere. Kijimana men will be encouraged to produce Haniwa in large quantities to be placed on the graves to replace the old ones and sold to tourists visiting the Madaras. There will be workshops for young tourists who will be taught to make figurines for themselves. All these Haniwa will be authentic souvenirs, made from the materials traditionally used for that purpose.  These safeguarding measures will keep the Madaras vibrant and authentic and show that they are viable as only a few variations will be made to meet the needs of international tourists. So far an assessment of the community efforts – past and present – has led to the conclusion that the Madaras will be protected. With inscription of the Madaras on the Urgent Safeguarding List, we believe the Maradas will become widespread and will be practiced in the villages where it had died out some years ago.

	At the national level, the State Authorities are committed to providing an environment favourable for the development of Madara tourism, to protecting the Madaras as World Heritage sites and the related rituals and practices – once they are inscribed – as the outstanding examples of the World Intangible Heritage of Humanity that they are. The national authorities, having consulted with NGOs, environmental and cultural experts, propose a series of safeguarding measures outlined below. 
Documentation: Many contradictory stories emanate from the Kijimana themselves about the background and function of their traditions. The practices and traditions associated with the Madaras thus need to be documented and validated by archaeological and historical experts who know how to distinguish between fact and fiction. This will ensure that their authentic forms are accurately understood and scientifically documented. Proper archiving will ensure that information about them will be readily available to interested parties around the world. In this way the Madara traditions will become part of the Memory of Humanity forever. The documentation of the practices might help to modernize certain of them, eliminating superstitious elements from the burial rituals, for example.

Viability and transmission: Since the viability of traditions and practices is closely related to the economic well-being of the communities or groups concerned, and to sharing them with others, tourism to the Madaras should be further encouraged. Partnerships with regional, national and international stakeholders (such as pharmaceutical companies) will be strengthened to promote efforts for safeguarding the living traditions associated with the Madara forests. The traditional pharmaceutical knowledge of the Kijimana is not included in the heritage proposed for inscription, as the State is the rightful owner of the associated intellectual property rights. The State will also instruct teaching of the living traditions of the Madaras as a compulsory part of the secondary school education.  
Protection of the Madara sites: Two Madaras should be made into environmental reserves, preserving the ecological integrity of the sites; no members of the public (including tourists or Kijimana) will then be allowed to enter these Madaras. With the help of the NGOs, a modern cultural centre exhibiting the living traditions of the Madaras will however be constructed to attract more tourists. Working in collaboration with local artists, some of the cultural practices related to the Madara will be acted out and modernized to suit the interest of the tourists.
Awareness-raising: After further research has been undertaken, under the Department of Culture, the results will be compiled and disseminated as tourist information. The Kijimana themselves will be among the first to benefit from such action and some of them will be employed as tourist guides. Another idea that might be discussed with the Elders once the element is inscribed, is the return of some Kijimana to live in one of the Madaras close to the main road during the tourist season. By performing rituals and practices in forms approved by the Museum experts in front of the tourists, increasing numbers of Kijimana will be trained in enacting correct forms of their ICH. All tour agencies will be instructed by the Ministry of Tourism to include information on the Madaras in their promotional materials and the sites will be included on tourist routes.
After inscription, the Ministry of Tourism and the National Museums will each invest US$10,000 over two years as seed money. A copy of this nomination form will be sent to the National Commission for UNESCO and the UNESCO regional field office for them to request funding from the Intangible Heritage Fund for the remaining activities. The ministries concerned agreed that if choices have to be made, the documentation of Kijimana traditions and the transformation of two Madaras into nature reserves should have priority.

	In order to discuss safeguarding measures for traditions and practices of the Kijimana and the conservation of the Madara forests, the Department of Tourism has held a series of consultation meetings with the concerned NGOs and some experts. All stakeholders agreed that in the future there should be a place for Kijimana with expert knowledge in activities concerning the Madaras – a major aspect of the implementation of the two UNESCO Conventions at the local level. One elder from a Kijimana Council of Elders was also invited to participate as an informant and attend consultation meetings. 
The World Ecology Forum (WEF) and the Campaign for the Promotion of Participatory Tourism to Save Africa (CAMPITSA) have shown their commitment to help return parts of the Madara forests to the state they were in before the intrusion of humans. They plan to employ and consult members of the Community Conservation and Development Groups in this regard. The NGOs have already consulted archaeologists, historians and wildlife experts from national institutions who have undertaken to conduct research on the Madaras.

	The concerned NGOs approved this nomination file after they had been informed about the pros and cons of a possible inscription on the 2003 Convention, and particularly for the Urgent Safeguarding List in view of the critical state of viability (low frequency of practice; not many young people involved). Their agreement, which is free, prior and informed, was captured in the video clip (filmed on 11 March, 2012). A standardized consent form was later designed and sent to over 200 community members, NGOs and other partners to append their signatures or thumbprints as evidenced in the attached documents.

	We are aware of the need to respect the customary practices governing access to the element, but some entry taboos currently enforced by the Councils of Elders around the Madaras, such as not to wear shoes, not to sing songs unless invited, not to take photos or videos, are incompatible with twenty-first century participatory tourism and will therefore be suspended for outsiders. Most Kijimana might agree with this decision and they will be encouraged to convince the Elders that some modernization of their traditions is in order. Women are responsible for certain traditional rituals but, because of their limited education and inability to handle tourists, they might only participate in the sale of crafts.
Also, in the interests of raising awareness and sustainable development, some information that hitherto was not shared with the outside world by the Kijimana may be made available on an exclusive basis to certain interested parties. There may be interest, for example, in developing medicines based on the traditional knowledge of the community about local plants, the intellectual property rights to which are legally owned by the State in any case, and pharmaceutical companies may wish to have access to such information if they are willing to pay for that. The income that may generate will not fail to create a positive attitude in the country as a whole towards the preservation of Kijimana heritage and create mutual respect among communities, in particular towards the Kijimana.
