» Patients confirmed to be infected will receive subsidies from the central and local governments for medical expenditures;
» Medical workers will be subsidized;

 those who become infected on duty will be compensated

* The central government:

» Help local governments to purchase medical equipment and testing Kits;

* The Ministry of Finance:

« Earmarked a total of 5.4 billion yuan;

 Support local governments across the country to prevent and control the epidemic;

« The National Development and Reform Commission:
* Invested 300 million yuan;

» Support the construction of a new hospital in Wuhan, Hubel.

 College students should follow the principle of ‘not leaving home, not returning
to university ’, and take the online learning at home;
 Parents and teachers should pay more attention to the home life of K12 students,
like appropriate outdoor activities or at home.
