Foreword

Republika Srpska Institute of Statistics carries out surveys in the field of cultural statistics, in accordance with the
multiannual programme of Republika Srpska and the annual Working Plan, and these surveys are used to collect,
process and publish data on radio and television stations, cinemas, theatres, libraries, museums, galleries and
exhibitions, archives, and publishing activity. In order to achieve full coverage of cultural statistics, as well as
because of the need for harmonisation with international standards, it is necessary to work on its further
development and improvement.

Further development of cultural statistics presupposes activities aimed at improvement and harmonisation of
methodological explanations based on recommendations and definitions of the UNESCO’s Framework for Statistics
in the field of culture and requirements of the EU Statistical Office (EUROSTAT), thus ensuring international
comparability of data in the field of cultural statistics. These activities refer to improvement of coverage of business
entities whose main and/or secondary activity is in the field of culture, collection of data on participation in culture,
analysis of statistics on employment in culture, study of demand in terms of individual participation in various areas
of culture, and collection of financial indicators in culture from secondary sources. Also, it is necessary to produce
statistical data aimed at describing and providing relevant information on cultural institutions, and these would
cover the number of institutions, number of employed persons, data on income and expenditure, data on visitors,
etc.

The need to carry out the survey entitled “Survey on business entities in the field of culture” is recognised in the
document “Analysis of lack of statistical sources of data on the cultural sector in Bosnia and Herzegovina”, and it
refers to implementation of the Action Plan for Implementation of the Strategy of cultural politics in Bosnia and
Herzegovina, adopted by the Council of Ministers of Bosnia and Herzegovina in September 2011.

Questionnaire used to carry out this survey was designed by the Working Group composed of representatives of the
Agency for Statistics of Bosnia and Herzegovina, Federal Institute of Statistics of the Federation of Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Republika Srpska Institute of Statistics, UN agencies, Ministry of Internal Affairs of Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Federal Ministry of Culture and Sports, and Ministry of Education and Culture of Republika Srpska, in
accordance with recognised European practices and the recommendations of Eurostat.

Republika Srpska Institute of Statistics carried out this survey for Republika Srpska within the framework of the
MDG-F programme “Culture for development: Improving intercultural understanding in Bosnia and Herzegovina”
jointly implemented by UNDP, UNESCO and UNICEF, in cooperation with the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Bosnia
and Herzegovina, Ministry of Education and Culture of Republika Srpska and Federal Ministry of Culture and Sports.

Data given in this publication are the result of the survey which was carried out, and these are presented in
aggregated form. This publication consists of three parts. The first part covers methodological explanations, the
second part provides the overview of survey results with tables and graphs, while the third part is the Annex to the
publication. The situation presented in the analysis is as of 315 December 2010.

We would like to thank the MDG-F programme ,Culture for development” for their financial support, as well as all
business entities who agreed to participate in the survey, and all collaborators who participated in design of the
guestionnaire and who were involved in collection, control, processing and preparation of statistical data.

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Methodological explanations

Purpose of the survey

Purpose of cultural statistics is to provide data on culture and its activities in the context of their contribution to
employment, development and intercultural dialogue, in order to meet increasing demands for statistical data in
the field of culture. This presupposes demands by users, as well as requirements of the European legal framework
regulated by the Statistical Requirement Compendium 2010 document updated each year by EUROSTAT. In the EU
context, culture is covered by all statistics referring to culture and cultural activities, including cultural industries.

Culture is a very broad field which covers almost all activities performed to produce goods or provide services of
importance for culture. Number of people employed in culture, level of public and private funds engaged, as well as
mass participation in cultural activities all suggest that existence of relevant statistical information is a necessity.

Cultural industry, often also called “creative” or industry “based on copyrights”, includes a wide array of economic
activities, and these are: architecture, crafts and designer furniture, fashion clothing, film, video and other
audiovisual production, graphic design, educational and leisure software, live and recorded music, performing arts
and entertainment, television, radio and internet broadcasting, visual arts and antiques, publishing and advertising.

This is why another purpose of this survey is to update main data on business entities registered to perform
activities in the field of culture in the Statistical Business Register, as well as to analyse the situation in cultural
industries themselves.

Sources of data

Observing units, that is, sources of data for this survey, are all units registered to perform one or more activities in
the field of culture, and which are present in the Statistical Business Register, except individual
entrepreneurs/tradesmen.

This survey covers 64 classes of activities in the field of culture, including the activity of citizens associations in the
field of culture. All these activities are in accordance with the Classification of Activities of Bosnia and Herzegovina
2012 (KD BiH 2010) which is harmonised with the Statistical Classification of Economic Activities in the European
Union NACE Rev.2, and are in the field of culture according to the UNESCO’s Framework for Statistics. While carrying
out this survey, classes (at 4 digits) and subclasses (at 6 digits) of activities in the field of culture were used. In the
structure of the KD BiH 2010 code system class is the fourth level (four-digit number). For the needs of cultural
statistics, classification into subclasses (six-digit number) was done, and the Excerpt from the Classification of
Activities of Bosnia and Herzegovina for the field of culture was prepared’.

Republika Srpska Institute of Statistics carried out the survey on 1 827 business entities in Republika Srpska, which
were registered in the Statistical Business Register to perform one or more activities in the field of culture, as of 31*
December 2010.

The analysis is as of 31** December 2010.

Out of the total number of business entities in the Statistical Business Register, this survey covered 1 827 business
entities registered to perform main and/or secondary activities in the field of culture, and this was 10% of the total
number, while the remaining 90% were entities not engaged in culture (Graph 1).

For purpose of this survey, employed persons were classified into four main categories, and these are the following:
managerial staff (director, deputy director, manager), administrative staff (communications department, financial
department, administrative department, etc.), professional staff (engaged in work concerning activities of the
business entity), and technical and supporting staff (technician, driver, messenger, cleaner, janitor, etc.).

In Republika Srpska, approximately 49% of persons employed in the field of culture were professional workers (out
of which 41% were female), approximately 22% technical and supporting staff, approximately 20% administrative
staff, and approximately 9% managerial staff. The highest number of women were employed as administrative staff
(70%), while the lowest number were employed as managerial staff (33%) (Table 7).

Gross Value Added in cultural activities obtained from both sources (“Survey on business entities in the field of
culture and National Accounts”) was calculated using the methodology of the United Nations System of National
Accounts (SNA93) and European System of National Accounts (ECA95), on the basis of the Excerpt from the
Classification of Activities of Bosnia and Herzegovina 2010 for the field of culture (pages 32 and 33).
