Part I: Work Report for FY 2014

CRIHAP further defined its overall objectives and immediate ones  and steadily promoted its work in accordance  with “UNESCO’s Medium-Term Development Strategy (2014-1021)”(37/C4) adopted at the 37th UNESCO Assembly, Work Plan and Budget (2014-2017)(37/c5) and the Comprehensive Strategy of UNESCO’s  category 2 centres of Intangible Cultural Heritage (hereinafter referred to as ICH) (draft).   
CRIHAP also enriched the content and broadened the scope of its work in accordance with the Medium-Term Development Strategy (CRIHAP/2012/1.GB/5) approved at the first session of the Governing Board, the Work Plan for FY 2014(CRIHAP/2014/3/3.GB/9) reviewed and approved at the third session of the Governing Board and the Guidance adopted at the second session of the Advisory Committee.
In 2014, CRIHAP organized a series of international training activities and workshops to serve UNESCO’s Capacity Building Strategy of ICH safeguarding at national and regional levels. CRIHAP also strengthened corporation with UNESCO HQ and other category 2 centres by jointly collecting and releasing information and reports, and co-organizing international conferences. CRIHAP actively promoted exchanges and cooperation in the field of ICH with a view to enhancing public awareness of ICH value and visibility of ICH safeguarding and the Convention for the Safeguarding of Intangible Cultural Heritage (hereinafter referred to as the Convention) in the region of Asia-Pacific.  
In addition, CRIHAP strengthened its basic research work to serve the capacity 

building and training, and actively participated in international exchanges to better understand international rules of ICH safeguarding and followed closely the latest trend in ICH field worldwide.
1. Organizing International Trainings and Workshops to Promote Capacity Building of ICH Safeguarding in the Region of Asia-Pacific 
According to the Agreement, CRIHAP provides training services in the field of ICH safeguarding to other member states of UNESCO in the region of Asia-Pacific to strengthen their capability of ICH safeguarding.  

According to the Medium-Term Development Plan (2012 - 2015) (CRIHAP/2012/1.GB/5) adopted at the 1st session of the Governing Board of CRIHAP in 2012, the objectives and measuring indicators of CRIHAP are as follows: 1. To organize country-specific trainings in the Region for at least 12 countries including China within 3 years from 2012 through 2014; 2. To organize trainings for a group of countries within the same cultural sphere (e.g.: Southeast Asian cultural sphere and Northeast Asian cultural sphere) from 2015 and on, covering at least 4 countries in Asia-Pacific region; 3. The number of trainees: 10-20 people for each workshop, 160-320 accumulatively by the end of 2017. 
From 2012 to 2014, CRIHAP has trained more than 200 person-times from 21 countries. The training measuring indicators set in the Medium-Term Development Strategy (2011-2015)（CRIHAP/2012/1.GB/5）have already been reached in general. 
5 training activities were organized in 2014. Details are as follows:

1.2.4. Challenges and strategies
Lacking full knowledge about the ICH policy and status quo in South-Pacific Region and needs to strengthen its communication and contacts with relevant governmental departments and professional institutions in the region to meet specific training requirements on ratification and implementation of the Convention
1.3. Workshop on Inheritance and Development of Traditional Festivals in the Modern Age
1.3.1. Targets
1) According to the Convention, social practice, ceremony and festival activities are important content of ICH. The Spring Festival is the grandest and the most joyful traditional festival in China. It has been recognized worldwide as a traditional festival with the largest number of participants. 

2) Given globalization and modernization and other factors, the existence and continuity of many traditional festivals including the Spring Festival are threatened and some are even vanishing away. It is an imperative task for us to study carefully how to safeguard and inherit these traditional festivals.   
3) The workshop CRIHAP organized at the request of Ministry of Culture of P.R. China reflected the current needs and explored actively for the future. It took Spring Festival as an example to discuss contemporary inheritance of traditional festivals and share experience of participating countries in the safeguarding and inheritance of traditional festivals.

1.4.3. Results and performance

1) Building skills of traditional wood-structured architecture is the common ICH in South Pacific countries. The training focused on the transmission and revitalization of the skills and facilitated exchanges and cooperation of the participating countries in this field.

3) The workshop came up with an outcome document named Suggestions on Safeguarding and Rejuvenating Constructing Skills of Traditional Houses in South Pacific Islands 

1.4.4．Challenges and strategies

To facilitate effective exchanges and cooperation in the field of ICH among countries and communities in South Pacific, it is necessary to better understand the common issues the countries are facing and their capacity of addressing these issues. CRIHAP will carry out more research and strengthen cooperation with other Category 2 centres in Asia Pacific to better cope with this challenge.

1.5.6. Challenges and strategies

As the organizer of international training activities and exchanges in the Asia-Pacific Region, CRIHAP shall strengthen its communication and contacts with the trainers and experts and know more about their expertise and specialty so as to better allocate trainers’ resources. CRIHAP will intensify its efforts in building, maintaining and updating trainers and experts’ network in Asia-Pacific Region.
1.6. Two Workshops Postponed 

2 Workshops, scheduled for FY 2014 (Mar. 2014-Feb. 2015) according to Work Plan of FY 2014 approved by the 3rd session of the Governing Board, were postponed due to special reasons. Details are as follows. 

1.6.1. Workshop on Community-based Documentation and Inventorying for Intangible Cultural Heritage (Democratic People's Republic of Korea)
1) Progress

CRIHAP discussed with UNESCO Office in Beijing and representatives of the Government of Democratic People's Republic of Korea in November 2013, February and July, 2014 respectively and reached tentative agreement with them on the training details.
2) Reasons for postponing the training

Due to personnel change of the coordinating official of UNESCO Office in Beijing, the preparation of the training workshop is resemble upon designation of a new coordinator.
1.6.2. Workshop on Digital Preservation (Photography) of the ICH (Tonga)

1)  Progress

The workshop was scheduled on December 11-15, 2014 in cooperation with Ministry of Internal Affairs of Tonga. Draft agreement, budget, selection of trainers, training content and agenda were primarily worked out. 

2) Reasons for postponing the workshop

Coordinator on Tonga side failed to follow-up with the preparation of the workshop due to private reason.
